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COMPLETES A TRIP THROUGH „
YELLOWHEAD PASS COUNTRY

0. It. Charlton, of the Grand Trunk Pacific, Returns From an Interesting 
Journey Through the Rookies—Long Canoe Trip Made to Fort George 
—Mot Springs In the Fraser River—Some Beautiful Lakes Passed, In- 
cl tiding Yellowhead Lake.

Winnipeg, August 14.—H. R. Charl­
ton, of .the. .Grand Trunk Pacific, re­
turned last evening from a trip taken 
in company with an artist • and two 
journalists through the Yellowhead 
Pass and adjacent country. Mr. 
Charlton's companions were: G.
Horne Russell, artist; J. W. Swann, 
official photographer; R. C. W. Lett, 
colonisation agent of the Grand 
Trunk PacÜic; F. A. Talbot, of 
"World’s Work,” London ; and E. G. 
Lowrie, of the New York Post.

The party left Winnipeg on June 
22. Three hundred miles through the 
Yellowhead Pass were traversed on 
horseback, and the travellers passed 
in this locality Wolf Creek and Tete 
Jaune Cache. Mount Robson, 13,700 
feet in height, was seen. Ten days 
were spent in this district, and many 
pictures were secured of the finest 
scenery.

Long Canoe Trip.
The trip to Fort George, 320 miles, 

and thence to Soda Creek, the party 
made in canoes, thence by automobile 
to Ashcroft, B.C. Mr. Charlton re­
marked that it was just at the foot­
hills where the most magnificent 
mountain section was met with, the 
peaks ranging between 6,000 and 9,000

feet in height and running in a con­
tinuous snow capped range for nearly 
two hundred miles. This was in the 
district of Folding Mountain, Bulrush, 
and Roche Myette.

In the Fraser valley, the travellers 
came across some hot springs, eleven 
in number, eight miles from the grade, 
varying in temperature from 111 to 
127 degrees. Jasper park, the Do­
minion government reserve, five 
thousand square miles in extent, was 
traversed, and much game seen, in­
cluding mountain goats, mountain 
sheep, bears and moose.

Many Lake Visited.
Some beautiful lakes were passed, 

including Yellowhead lake, surround­
ed by mountains 10,000 feet high, and 
Moose lake, in the centre of a fine 
mountainous district. The fishing was 
good in both lakes, several species of 
trout being the chief catch. Moose 
river, when they reached it, was swol­
len so as to be practically impassable, 
with streams from the melting snow 
on the mountain sides.

Mr. Charlton remarked that the site 
of Fort George was not yet exactly 
decided upon by the G.T.P., but there 
were already five hundred people in 
the district.

160 Loggers Driven from Camp Make 
Wiki Basil for Life Through Blind­
ing Smoke and Angry Flame—Fire 
Clears Pathway One Mile Wide.

Vancouver, Aug. 15.—One hundred 
loggers employed in the camp of 
Hasting’s Mills and Walezisland, one 
hundred miles up the coast, last Sat­
urday had to board a logging train 
and through blinding smoke and 
angry flames seek the refuge of the 
beach at Granite Bay, five miles away.

ORGANIZED PLOT
TO INJURE CANADA

The Story of American Farmers Leav­
ing Canada Is Without Vestige of 
Truth—Commissioner Makes Re­
port to Interior Department.

GOT FEET CUT OFF
W AS RUNNING BESIDE MOWER.

Unfortunate Accidents Take Place in 
Districts Along the Une of the 
G.T.P.—Presence of Mind of Com­
rade Saves Life of One Boy.

Ottawa, Aug. 12—The commissioner 
of. immigration at Winnipeg in report­
ing to the Interior department, has 
made a complete and crushing answer 
to the statement widely circulated in 
the American press and accredited to 
Mr. Blanchard, ef the United States 
reclamation -service in Montana, that 
16,00» dissatisfied American farmers 
had recrossed the line to the United 
States during the past nine months. 
The commissioner’s report says:— 

"For the purpose of ascertaining 
the causes of failure and disappoint­
ment {among American settlers irt 
the west, I instructed our bound­
ary inspectors, a year or so ago. 
to keep a sharp lookout for any such 
returning, to interview them and as­
certain their story and report same 
to me. This has been done regularly 
and systematically, and consequently 
I am in a position to officially declare 
that the story of the so-called Ameri­
can exodus is an unmitigated fraud, 
the work of certain land syndicates in 
Montana, certain seriously affected 
American railway corporations and 
other interests, prejudiced by the 
growing volume of emigration to the 
Canadian west- from the United 
States. I am prepared to prove what 
I say by.facts and figrues, culled from 
official sources..

Indisputable Information.
“My officer» have had access to the 

United States customs records at the 
various boundary points, and these 
records show that, from January 1, 
1910, to July 27. 1910, exactly 184 
persons. describing themselves as 
farmers returned to the United States 
from Canada and made re-entry. 
The figures are indisputable, emphatic 
and conclusive. The alleged exodus 
is a myth. The tide of emigration to­
wards Canada flows steadily onward, 
not only unabated and undiminished, 
but greatly increased in volume. Dur­
ing the period above referred to, 23,- 
76* American-tarmers made entry for 
Canadian homesteads and pre-emp­
tions. This represents over 60,000 
persons.

“The vast interests prejudiced by 

this movement are greatly exasperat­
ed and we must, therefore, look upon 
the allege* exodus as the opening 
gun in a systematically planned and 
vigorously prosecuted campaign, to 
depreciate Canada, and sow distrust 
in the"American agricultural mind,and 
thus check by any means, however 
disreputable, the ever-increasing pro­
portions of the great trek northward.”

TRAINLOADS OF HARVESTERS
HAVE ARRIVED AT WINNIPEG

Agents From Different Districts Quickly Gather Up Farm Hands, Who Leave 
For Their Ultimate Destinations—Most Herd An Enjoyable Trip, But 
One Car Collapsed and Two Were Seriously Injured—One Man Had to 
Have His Foot Amputated.

Winnipeg, Aug. 15—With ringing 
cheers from enthusiastic excursion­
ists three trains arrived last evening, 
bringing some 1,100 men to the west­
ern harvest fields. There was also a 
sprinkling of women and children. 
Agents from various districts were on 
hand to induce the men to go to their 
districts and many men were hired on 
the spot at a wage varying from $2.25 
to $2.50.

Temporary ticket and baggage 
checking offices had been erected to 
expedite the handling of the crowd 
and at 2 o'clock a train of fifteen 
coaches was made up and bore a 
large number of the harvesters west 
to their ultimate destinations.

The general outlook of the harvest­
ers was cheerful and a number of 
them having made the trip before 
were able to dispense good advice to

their comrades. One man with seven 
western harvests to his credit, advis­
ed the others not to follow the 
crowd and get crowded out of a job, 
but to strike for points where few 
were going.

One Man Injured.
They mostly report a merry and 

a comfortable trip, but one section 
had an untoward experience near Car- 
leton Junction, when the rear car 
jumped the rail and before the train 
could be stopped turned over. Those 
in the car were bruised, but two seri­
ous, a woman having her foot frac­
tured. A man named Day riding on 
the platform was caught under the 
car, his feet being so badly crushed as 
to necessitate amputation. Both were 
reit.c ved to Toronto hospital.

Removal of Gemitm Surtax Has Not 
Increased Implrts.

Ottawa, Aug. 15.—The removal of 
the German surtax by the Canadian 
government does not appear to have 
exercised so far a very noticeable ef­
fect upon the volume of trade between 
the two countries, particularly im­
portations. The larger increase is in 
Canadian exports to Germany, rather 
than in imports from that country.

BRUSSELS EXPOSITION 
IS A MASS OF RUINS

Brussels, Aug. 15—It is impossible 
in the present condition to determine 
the losses in the fire which last night 
went through the Belgium exposition 
of 1910, wiping out whole sections of 
the arcmtecture and causing the loss 
of two lives. But the damage, it is 
now known, will run into millions of 

/francs. The losses, however, will not 
be so great as was at first believed 
during the excitement of the conflag­
ration when they were estimated at 
$10,000,000.

The entire Belgian and British sec­
tions in the whole Kermaste of Brus- 
se’s, the Coney Island of the exposi- 
uou, with w^fcer chutes, toboggan 
slides and other special enterain- 
mente and everything west of the 
Avenue Des Nations, were destroyed, 
but by the heroic work of the fire­
men in the early hours of the morn­
ing and th,e use of dynamité in blow­
ing up thje buildings in the path of 
the flames ih e-fi/rc xyas checked.

Fortunately the most priceless art 
which had been loaned to * the ex­
position or as required by it, includ­
ing immensely valuable Gobelin tap­
estries, a large exhibition of jewellry, 
many paintings, marbles and ancient 
furniture were successfully removed 
by the police,, firemen and exposition 
employees beyond the reach of the 
flames and of the pillaging criminals 
who attempted to take advantage of 
the disaster.

Rubens, Antwerp, the official pavilion 
of the city of Antwerp, containing 
masterpieces of Flemish art of the 
Rubens period, collected from the gal­
leries of the world was not even 
scorched by the flames.
