men have said:—

Much evidence has lately been ad-
duced to show that gas is more useful
than the electric light in promoting ef-
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this.
nn.on;st other reasons, that gas is be-
inz frequently substituted for the elec-
tric light. The latest example is, per-
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of
Health, which has recently installed
gas on, ts premises, after experience
with the electrie light.—Dr. Jamiescn
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem-
ber who had experience of their meet-
ing room under the old ronditions
could deny the improvement that had
taken placé since gas had been sub-
stituted for the electric light and the
new system of heating and ventilation
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud-
field, before the Society of Medical Oi-
ficers of Health.
