Some Harvest Hands Arrive 
Already Manitoba and Saskatchewan

are receiving steady consignments of 
harvest hands, but so far Gal far y has 
been almost overlooked. The first 
batch to arrive from the East reached 
here Sunday, when 200 men stepped 
from the train. The C. P. R- announces 
that a like number will be arriving 
here every other day- The effect ot 
this effort to meet thp situation has 
not been felt, say the employers, as 
there has been no concerted applica­
tion at the agencies for direction to 
employment.

One of the causes for a shortage in 
many lines is attribute^ ‘to the demand 
at Okotoks, where men are being paid 
$3.50 daily for 10 hours’ work to labor 
in the gas fields.

Expect 50,000 to Come West
It is estimated that 50,000 harvest 

hands will come West this month, but 
that the majority will be distributed 
throughout Manitoba and Saskatche­
wan. Alberta will receive the over­
flow, -and unless men are recruited 
from other sources a serious condition 
looms.

Of the men already arrived most 
of them were distributed around Mac- 
leod and Medicine Hat, and from>there 
along the Crow’s Nest.

The Dominion immigration office re­
ported yesterday that it was in receipt 
of many requests for labor; more, in 
fact .than could be filled, and that the 
shortage was I ig folt aS over the

Vanguard of Crowds That Will 
Fill Calgary During Cele­

bration Arrive

Hotels Already Feeling Effect 
of Demand for Quarters 

in Advance. L

Indications That the Largest 
Crowd in History of Alberta 

Will be Present

rHE vanguard of the crowds that 
will fill Calgary during Stam­
ps-de week made its appearance 
last night, when every train ar­

riving in thè city brought its qiiota of 
passengers. Early in the evening the 
large hotels began to fill up, and at 
the rate ‘the crowds are coming in pro­
mise to be taxed up to their reserves.

During last week it is estimated that 
the daily travel in and out of Calgary 
averaged one thousand persons daily, 
with the influx about equal to the out­
flow _ Yesterday this changed, and ar­
rivals exceeded departures by a wide 
margin.

That a large number of arrivals 
come from the United States is 'shown 
by the great amount of United States 
money put into circulation. Hotels and 
other establishments were recipients 
of great quantities of silver dollars and 
gold pieces, showing that the visitors 
are here to spend money.

It is believed the next few days will 
see all large hotels crowded to full 
capacity, and the arrivals overflowing 
into boarding houses and private 
hotels. Already at some of the larger 
host el vies permanent guests are ar­
ranging to surrender rooms to aid in 
accommodating the new arrivals, and 
seeking quarters in private houses.

At the C. P. R. depot the purely 
ornahrental position of station guard 
has become one of the most trying in 
the provincial department.

HOUSE BESIDES DATA ON 
MERCHANT MARINE

Vancouver, Aug. 19.—Declaring 
that the statements he mode re­
garding the effect of the Panama 
canal on transcontinental railway 
traffic, which were reported In the 
Montreal press and copied by 
newspapers on the Pacific coast, 
were not correct, and that ln many 
case* he had been misquoted. E. J. 
Chamberlin, president of the Grand 
Trunk and Grand Trunk Railway 
companies, this morning made a 
clear statement of his position In 
the matter. He gave out the fol­
lowing interview to the W. A. P.t 
“My statement that I did not consi­

der the Canadian railway would be in­
terested in the boat lines via the Pan­
ama canal is quite -correct, but I re­
marked to the Montreal reporter that 
for transcontinental railways to es­
tablish steamship lines from Halifax 
or St. John to Vancouver or Prince 
Rupert would be simply putting on 
lines to compete with the all-railway 
lines across the continent. This de­
claration' you will see, was not in­
cluded in the Montreal reports. Fur­
thermore, I did not say that in my 
opinion very little grain would go via 
the Pacific coast. On the other hand, 
I .did say that I thought a very large 
amount of grain would go via that 
route, but before such an arrangement 
could be brought about there would 
have to be a radical change’ in' the 
manner of handling the grain on the 
prairie.”

ROUND plans for the new sta­

tion and terminal freight yards 
of the Canadian Northern Rail­
way were submitted yesterday 

to the city commissioners. They show 
no changes from the plans as submit­
ted to the Dominion railway comm Is­
on the south side- of Seventaenth 
avenue, between Centre street ancf 
First street west.

The baggage and express rooms will 
be in the rear and to the west of the 
main station buildings. Three long 
parallel platforms for passengers, bag­
gage and express will extend south 
from the station alongside the tracks, 
reaching clear to the other side of the 
Elbow river.

Freight Terminals in PaBkview
The terminal freight yards of the 

company will be situated on the south 
side of ,t'he Elbow in the tract known 
as Parkview. There will be a building 
for Inbound freight and a separate one 
for outbound freight The outbound 
freight shed will be 525 feet long by 
40 feet wide, while the inbound freight 
shed will be 600 feet 'long by 60 feet 
wide, with switch tracks between- th-e 
two. Westerly from the inbound 
freight shed will extend parallel rows 
of tearr^ tracks, six in all, for conve­
nience 1-n loading and unloading freight 
directly from the cars.

Anxious to Finish Line by Winter
No intimation has yet been received 

from title company as to when con­
struction wrork on the new depot will 
be commenced. Practically all the 
grading on the line from Vegrevllle is 
finished, the contract for -the big 
bridge over the Bow river is let, ajid 
the steel is laid to within -sixty miles 
of Calgary. The company Is- anxious 
to get the line completed to the city 
before winter sets in, but owing to the 
largie number of small culverts apd 
bridge^-to be constructed the con­

20.—President Tnft closed 
a day of conferences on 
the Panama canal hill 

with a special message to congress 
suggesting the passage of legisla­
tion which would permit American 
ships to travel the canal toll free 
and which would also allow for­
eign nations to test the legality 
of this provision by suits in the I 
United States supreme court. The 
president discussed the message 
with senators nnd members of the 
house and senate, and Its workings 
were finally decided upon at a 
meeting of the cabinet which be­
gan at luncheon time and lasted i 
until late ln the afternoon. The 
message was read ln congress soon 
afterwards, and will be taken up 
tomorrow by committees of both 
houses.
It was the belief here tonight that 

a determined effort will be made to 
meet -the president's wishes, although 
some leaders, particularly in the house, 
were inclined to believe that the mes­
sage menât no further action in re­
gard to the canal at the present ses-

Mr. Taft' explained that he was anx­
ious to sign the present bill, but wish­
ed to assure other governments of the 
spirit of fairness on the part of the 
United States.

The president was told that an act 
of congress would have the effect of 
abrogating any treaty previously 
agreed to, and the decision of the 
supreme court over the Chinese ex­
clusion act was given as authority for 
the statement. His suggestion to 
congress for additional legislation de­
signed to prevent any suejj construc­
tion as that of the supreme court in 
the Chinese case would allow foreign­
ers to try their cause in the United 
States coqrts.

“After full examination of the 
treaty and of the treaty which preced­
ed it, I feel confident that the exemp­
tion of the coastwise vessels of the 
United States from tolls and the plac­
ing of tolls upon vessels of all na­
tions engaged in the foreign trade is 
not a violation of the Hay-Pauncefote 
treaty. But distinguished lawyers in

the house and senate differ from this 
construction, and the secretary ' of 
state has received an Informal pro­
test from the British government that 
the contemplated legislation is in vio­
lation of her treaty rights.

“I am sure that it is not the inten­
tion of congress to violate the Hay- 
Pauncefote treaty, or to enact any­
thing inconsistent with its provisions, 
and that it certain^7 is not its purpose 
to repeal by subsequent enactment, the 
treaty, insofar as it represents the 
law of the land. It is of the highest 
Importance, however, that this atti­
tude should be made clearly known to 
the nations of the world, and that we 
should avoid any apparent justification 
for criticism.

Gone to Bed in the House.
The message, after being read in the 

house, was referred to the interstate 
committee on motion of Democratic 
Leader Underwood. That committee 
has adjourned for the session, and 
Chairman Underwood sought to have 
the bill left on the speaker's table, but 
the house immediately voted other-

“It’s gone to bed so far as the house 
is concerned,” was Mr. Adamson’s re­
mark.

STONE BY BEES, FREDERICK

70,000,000 BUSHELS
ALBERTA’S 1912 CROP

That Alberta wHI produce a total 
of 64,416,960 bushels of grain from 
2,554,775 acres under cultivation in 
1912 is the estimate prepared by 
Superintendent A. McKenney of 
the seed and weed branch provin­
cial department of agriculture at 
Edmonton. The provincial de­
partment's figures for 1911 gave a 
total of all kinds of grain at 57,150,- 
000 bushels, so that the estimate 
for this year exceeds 1911 by 
7,226,460 bushels.

Manager L. P. Strong of the Al­
berta Pacific Elevator company 
said last night that he considered 
ihk estimate for 1912 very con. 
servative. Based on the reports of 
correspondents of * that company, 
the estimated yield for Alberta for 
1912 is about 70,000,000 bushtls in

round numbers, 20 million bushels 
for wheat, 40 millions for oats and 
10 million for barley, flax and rye.

Superintendent McKenney’s es­
timate of the yield for 1912 is 
divided as follows: Winter wheat, 
2,607,600 bushels; spring wheat, 
18,040,500 bushels; oats, 35,880.000; 
barley, 6,958,600; flax, 576.300 
bushels, and rye, 354,500 bushels.

“I think the 1912 estimate is well 
within the mark,” said W. J. Tre- 
gillus, president of the United Far­
mers of Alberta, last night. “Of 
course, we know that there was a 
lot of land which could not be pre­
pared this year, but we thought 
that there would be enough new 
land broken to more than exceed 
the total acreage under cultivation 
in 1911.”

ENGLISH SYNDICATE TO 
INVEST IN THE PEACE

Will Take Over 800,000 Acres 
at a Price of $5,000,000; 

International Concern
Montreal, Aug. 19.—E. G, Ry- 

kert returned to the city today 
from a trip to Europe, during.. 
which he succeeded in organiz­
ing a large syndicate of British 
and continental capital for tha 
taking over of the present hold­
ings of a large tract of land in 
the Peace River country. The 
total amount of land' which will 
ultimately be taken over is about 
800,000 acres, an<f the price will* 
reach to nearly $5,000,000.. Scot­
tish, English, Belgian, Dutch and 
French capital is Interested, a par­
ticularly large proportion being 
Dutch.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—“The sug­
gested arrest of Bonar Law is 
bombastic nonsense, and Mrt 
Churchill is talking through his 
hat,” said the Right Hon. Walter 
Hume Long, M.P. for the Strand 
division of London, and ex-chief 
secretary for Ireland, now on a 
visit with his family to Canada,
In the course of an interview this 
morning.
“Mr. Churchill,” h*e added, “ Is 

merely advertising himself.”
Continuing, Mr. Long said that the 

unionists had not incited the Ulster­
ites 'to revolt. They 'had, as a matter 
of fact, warned the government that 
trouble would come if they attempted 
to pass the home rule bill.

He declared that it was doubtful if 
the house of commons would pass the 
bill, and even if It did, the -measure 
would most assuredly be thrown out 
by the house o-f lords. If in the end 
it was forced through, Ulster would 
take strong steps to make the work­
ing of the act impossible.

The ex-chief secretary for Ireland 
pointed out that therie was aci^te dis­
union between the various sections of 
the government party, the differences 
between the Liberals and the labor!tes 
being more and mote noticeable daily, 
while the nationalists and the''liberals 
were diametric-al-ly opposed on the 
tariff question, the former being for 
the most part pronounced1 protection­
ists.

Roland Harris, assistant clear­
ing house teller of the Standard Rank, 
has to answer to the charge of misap­
propriating about '$7,000 from the 
bank funds, while Arthur Richmond, 
paying teller at the Elm street branch 
of the Bank of Toronto, ljes at death's 
door at St. Michael’s hospital, follow­
ing two attempts at suicide after he 
had stolen $600 or more of the funds 
of the bank.

According to the confessions of both 
tellers, they yielded to the tempta­
tion of playing large bets on “sure 
-things’’ which did not fulfill expecta­
tions, and their efforts t'o recoup their 
losses were in vain.

Harris was apparently the most 
flagrant offender. About two weeks 
ago the position of assistant clearing 
house teller fell vacant, and he. was 
entrusted with the position. Shortly 
after, he comrrtenced playing the races, 
and continued The prabtlc until he 
was detected on Saturday and removed 
from the position. The exact amount 
of shortage la not knowi^ but eâready- 
over $5,000 has been accounted for, 
while it is believed that the tosses will 
run in the netgbborhoed of $7,000 when 
all returns have been secured from 
the out of town banks who acted (p 
agents for the standard Bat*.
