Claim 
the whole thing, because it is ours 
anyway.

According to the greatest archeol- 

gists, it appears that there was a 
regular confederation of African rac­
es extending from the Atlantic to the 
China Seas and from the farthest 
south, northward to the Alps. While 
they are mentioned under various 
names such as Pelasgian, Mediterran­
ean, Vannic, etc., they all appear to 
have distributed from a central point 
in Africa.
