The preacher then 
went on to draw an eminently practical les- 
son from the words of the text, showing 
the hidden meaning of the words and how 
they were understood by the Jews.

In the evening Rev. Dean Innes preached. 
During the offertory Dr. Sippi sung a solo, 
“Calvary,” in magnificent voice.
