County Auditors Re-Appointed.

The city enginer has backed down
‘fmm his position with recard to tha
county and the county’s share of the
cost of the sidewalk around the jail
and county buildings. Last vear he pro-
tested because the county refused to
pay for the construction of this walk.
The county had been nresented with a
bill for the whole amount, while as a
matter of fact it was not liable at all.
The county council had by consent ar-
ranged at a meeting to pay 35 per cent
of the cost, and on this understanding
the walk was constructed, In the
communications to the county council
yesterday was one accompanying tho
bill for the 35 per cent of the cost of
the sidewalk on the south side of Duil-
das street from Ridout to Thames
Street, and on the west side of Ridout
street from Dundas to King street.
The engineer in his letter said: ‘“When
the walk was initiated under the mu-
nicipal-act the assessment commission-
er’s office, in error, sent notices to vour
county clerk of nroposed work and cost
thereof.” After admitting that the
county was not liable, but had agreed
to pay part of the costs, the engineer
continues: ‘I am sorry that the assess-
ment commissioner’s office sent notices,
It was simply through lack of knowl-
edge that the county was not liable.”

Before sendine this communication to
committee, ex-Warden Grig> said that
this was, of course, an apolcgy. It had
been a creat mistake on the nart of
the engineer to rush into the press with-
out making some inquiry. The county
council would have paid their share m
December if the account had been made
out properly. He was willing to receive
the communication now, but would be
sorry to see such a thing occur again.

DOUBLE-HEADERS COLLIDE

Fatal Accident On the Grand
