The Post-Intelligencer
has the following, which is deeply intei-
esting to all Victorians: } :

The report that the OCanadian Pacific
Railroad Company is about to secure
| control of the marine ecarrying trade,
both passenger and freights, between Se-
attle and Viectoria, is vehemently dis-
credited in this city. Charles E. Pea-
body, president of the Puget Sound Nav-
igation Company, - which  owns and op-
erates'a line of steamers plying regula}-—
ly betweemn this city and Victoria, is
most emphatic in his denial of any such
a move being on foot. The story pub-
lished in yesterday’s Post-Intelligencer
received greater credence than it other-
wise would have from the fact that there
,‘have been persistent rumors for the past
iseveral weeks to the effect that all of
the vessels of the Puget Sound Naviga-
tion Company and the Alaska Steam-
ship Company had been purchased by a
siugle concern. These two corporations,
which are closely allied, owun and oper-
ate about twenty vessels, all of which
{are running either on theé Sound or be-
tween Seattle and Southeastern Alaska
ports. - Mr. Peabody is pregident of the
Puget Svund Navigation Company and
vice president and general manager of
(the Alaska Steamship Company.

The deal would involve in a way four
| great trunk lines—two transcontinental
namely, the Canadian Pacific and the
Grand Trunk line, the other two being
the Great Northern aud the Northern
i Pacific Railroad companies.

i The story is that the two chief factors
in the alliance are the Great Northern
and Canadian Pacifi¢; that the former
i has agreed to abandon all interest in
| Victoria in favor of the Canadian Pa-
cific, and that in lieu thereof the Cana-
dian Pacific, save nominally, will dis-
centinue its service to Seattle, It is
known that many of the principal stock-
holders in the Canadian Pacific are
. heavy shareholders in the Great North-
rern, and vice versa.
| The meat in the cocoanut, according
to those who claim to be on the inside
of this far-reaching and gigantic deal, is
to ‘handicap the Grand Trunk line.
which is pushing out from Kastern a.d
Central Canada to a Pacific coast ter-
aninus at or near Port Simpson, close
to the southern boundary of Alaska, and
by meéans of which to shut out the ‘at-
ter: corporation fromx Vancouiver and
: Victoria.

Another version of the plan has it
that the two railroad corporations
would go still farther, turning over not
only the water line between Seattle and
Victoria, but between Seattle and Van-
couver.

Mr. Harri-
man, on the other hand, is a director
and stockholder in our company. W
are, as a matter of fact, in direct com-
petition with both” roads, especially the
Great Northern, which runs to Belling-
ham, to which port we operate a line of
steamers; also fo Vancouver.

:'Great Northern, as we all know, but re
cently - built into Vancouver. As for
Victoria. we have nothing to do with
that city.

Puget Sound Lumber Oarrier
Rough BExperiences.

Damroek, which arrived from Port
Blakeley, Wash., after a 'voyage of
167 days, brought news of the loss
of her boatswain, F. Collins, and a
story of daungerous and trying experi-

The vessel encountered
a number of storms, but the worst was
on November 14, just after passing
Bermuda, when a hurricane blew her
200 miles out of her course. While the
vessel was on her beam ends the cargo
shifted.

PUGET SOUND EXPORTS.

Increase in Output From Neighboring:

Sea Ports.

' The tide of Oriental trade in pro-
visions is again on the up turn, and
during the month of October the value
of provisions exported from Puget
Sound was in excess of the same month
during 1903, says yesterday’'s Post-
Intelligencer. The increase was wvalued
at $22,588. San Francisco’s gain is
slightly less, aggregating but $20,784.
Trade in other lines is also known to
be improving, and from .now on ex-
ports in all lines are expected to show
notable gains.

During October there was a gain in
the exports of every article of pro-
visions except hogs and prepared beef.
Tallow shows the largest projortion-
ate gain, £ where there were only
twenty pounds shipped foreign in Oe-

tober of 1903, there were 5,670 pounds|

exported during the same month of the
present year.
25 YEARS' TOLL OF THE SEA.

Excluding naval vessels, 13,716 ships
of all descriptions, with a tonnage of
4,929,364, belonging to the
Kingdom, were totally lost in the 25
years ended June, 1903, says the Lon-
don Daily Mail.

During the same 25 years, according
to a Bluebook just issued, 6,541 of the
wrecks and casualties to British ships
were attended with fatal results to
40,340 persons, of whom 34,237 were
members of the erew and 6,103 -were
passengers, pilots or other persons.
The average annual loss was 1,613
'persons, but in the last of the 25 years
—+that dating from July 1, 1902, to June
30, 1903—the number of lives lost was
below the average, being 599 crew and
only 25 passengers. The vessels lost
in that year numbered 350.

During the year 1902-03, 5,660 sea-
men and passengers were saved from
wreeks of British vessels everywhere,
and of foreign ships on or near the
coasts of British territory.

LUXPRIOUS CHANNEL TRAVEL

the Belgian government on the Dover-
Ostend mail route will be replaced by
new 23-knot turbine boats, says the
Daily Mail.

And with all his talents
i and high spirit he has the modesty which
| seems to be a characteristic of the best
‘men in any profession. Mr. Villiers
warmly praised the work done by Mr.
Barry at the front, and thought the
San Franmcisco Chronicle ought to feel
glad to have on its staff so competent
4 man.

Mr. Villiers was asked how he thought
the war would end, and he replied with-
out any hesitation that Japan would
win, She has the men; the money and
the ships. This year’s crops in Japan
j would alone pay all the expenses of the
|\va.r. Those crops had been beyond all
record, and it was hardly too much to
say that the barns and granaries of Ja-
pan were bursting with plenty now. Ex-
ercising a_rational ecomomy in every-
thing, bringing an admirable common
sense to bear on all the affairs of life,
the Japanese could defy national distress
long after many other nations wouald
have had to yield to stern mnecessity.

Mr. Villiers will push on to London
without delay, and will there proceed at
once to elaborate his sketches. Mr, Vil-
liers told the Colonist he was now a
free lance, and was acting for the Il-
lustrated London News on commission
| specially for the war. He is still the
{same stalwart, pleasant-faced, quiet-
talking man who charmed many audi-
ences in British Columbia about ten
years ago in his illustrated lecture tour.
Time has powdered his locks with a
little of the snow of years, but he looks
as fit and willing as the day he left for
the Balkans to watch the fight for free-
dom of the Serbs against the tyranny of
the unspeakable Turk.

The quaint dressing of the military

Chinese Crew

How Mine Host Goldsmith Feeds
the Boarders at the Hotel
Minnesota,

Precautions Taken to Prevent
Celestlals Escaping From
the Corral.

(Froxr Saturday’s Daily.)

Unfortunately it was not possible on
Thursday morning to run the acceunt in
full written about the steamship Minne-
sota’s Chinese crew, now penned at the
outer wharf. The following is the con-
clusion of the article, half of which
was published Thursday morning:

At the front entrance to the old ware-
house an exercise and airing yard has
been built in with a board fence ten feet
high, topped with many ply of barbed
wire, and having all around the outside
near the top. a sort of gallery or scaf-
fold on which will pace, night and day,
a sentry with loaded weapons to watch
that none of the Chinese get away to
join their compatriots up town, and so
evade the $500 head tax required by the
law from every agddition to Chinatown
arriving from China,

At the south end of the yard is the
kitchen where the chow chow for the
Chinese will be prepared. The aperture
through which each mess of twenty
men gets its ration is long and narrow,
and there is no hope of escape that way.
Inside the kitchen, Mr. Tom Goldsmith,
the genial proprietor of the Montana
Restaurant. 'who was the successtul
tenderer for the feeding 6f the China-
men, has everything shipshape, clean
as a new pin and stored with abund-
ance of everything that the Chinaman
likes to eat.

A special range of stone and cement
has been built, and on tup of each fur-
nace is placed a huge rice vat, resem~
bling the morning bath of the cold water
man when he goes out of town and ex-
pects to be in places where they use
the ordinary bath for keeping coals in.
In each of those big caldrons is placed
the special kind of food required. at the
meals. In one last night there steamed
a splendid savory mess of snowy rice,
big-grained Chinese ricé, equal to any
placed on the tables of white people. In
another simmered a deliciously odorif-
erous stew composed of chopped pork
and cabbage. In the third was a mix-
ture that seized the nose with a pecu-
liar fragrance, the constituents of which
were strictly Chinese.

Mr. Goldsmith is assisted by "a staff
of cook’s mates who are well trained at
their business, and who handle the pro-
vender for the detained celestials with
a celerity and precision that betray long
training in the noble art of hash sling-
ing. The contract calls for two square
meals a day, to consist of rice, meat
and fish.< Entirely on his own account
Mr. Goldsmith has included in the menu
for the Chinese a number of those little
relishes and tasty bits which they are
so foud of, 'such us salted dried shrimps,
salted shrimp paste, peanut oil, China
turnip and eabbage, dried orange peel,
ginger, plenty of spices, li chee nuts and
others. ‘Of course, in the circumstances,
the bird nest soup and dragon’s feet
deviled with palm oil and orange pekoe
have to be left out owing to pressure on
the available space. Mr. Goldsmith ex-
pects to have the Chinese on his hands
for perhaps eighteen days. The Minne-
sota is coming along the South Ameri-
can coast at about eight knots an hour,
according to some of the latest reports,
and consequently cannot reach Vietoria
much before the end of the month.

It was a sight to see the 172 Chinese
fall to on the provisions last night after
they had received their berth spaces on
the floor. Chopsticks also supplied by
Mr. Goldsmith) never worked with such
dazzling speed as they did im comvey-
ing that rice and meat from the blue-
and-white china bowls to the fine open
countenances of the men who had been
three days taking the fasting cure. The
occupants of the Hotel Minnesota will be
fed in the morning and again in the
evening. Between times they will have
a chance to reflect on the joys of being
a Chinaman in a coop, and to digest
their fvod very much at leisure.

Those employees of the Minnesota are
oilers, firemen, deckhands, cooks, saloon
and stateroom servants, steward’s help-
ers, dishwashers and other useful things.
