thor of “Over There.”

Not America That Won War.
"I very much fear that my country 

is liable to make itself the laughing- 
stock of the whole world," said he. 
I was in New York on that Thurs- 
day when the premature peace news 
came, and do you know I really had 
to feel sorry for a number of British 
and French officers I saw there be- 
cause they seemed so out of it and 
seemed to have such an air of ‘We- 
wish-we-had-come-into-it-too.' Really 
|I felt sorry for them. Why, to see 
:that great mass of celebrating peo- 
ple in New York one would think 
that American had won the war. It 
had won the war. It was not Amer- 
ica by ‘any means, that won 
the war. In fact. we had very little 
to do with winning the war, except 
that we came in at the psychological 
moment and perhaps turned the tide. 
It was those millions of British and 
French who lie under the sod in 
France and Belgium who won the 
war. America's aid was two and a 
half years late. We should have 
gone in when the Lusitania was 
sunk."

Mr. Whitehair has returned within 
the month from Palestine where he 
was the guest of General Allenby, 
British conqueror of the Near East, 
and whom he admires greatly. He 
thinks he is the greatest British Gen- 
eral.

Our Only Hope to Feed Europe.

"We can never repay the debt we 
owe to Great Britain for keeping the 
Huns from our gates,” said Mr. 
Whitehair. “Many people imagine 
that this will be the end of the drives 
for funds. It is only the beginning. 
Europe stands on the verge of famine. 
It will take hundreds of millions, per- 
haps billions, to save her from starva- 
tion and Bolshevism. Bolshevism 
has swept Europe, even the neutral 
countries, and may be facing Amer- 
ica. Our only hope is to feed Eur- 
ope.

:nothing less than a 20,000-ton air- 
plane ship with false rigging and 
|capacity for carrying nifty airplanes, 
: and a big work ship.

It is no longer a secret that only 
|three of these marvel ships have been 
constructed so far, but they have al- 
ready accomplished many amazing 
achievements.

IYour correspondent is informed 
:the most famous feat was recorded 
when Foreign Minister Balfour was 

rushed across the Atlantic in three 
days. That was at the time the Si- 
:berian situation was so acute it made 
the presence of the British foreign

|minister in Washington imperative.
Saved Perilous Situation.

The almost unbelievable speed of 
the ship is credited with having saved 
a precarious situation.

Another "mystery ship" enabled a 
party of British officers some months 
ago to reach Vancouver in eight days 
from' here via Halifax. The officers 
were urgently needed to join the Al- 
lied Siberian expedition.

On another occasion the British 
Admiralty was warned that a Ger- 
man raider had eluded the blockade 
and was pirating on the high seas. 

:Immediately two "mystery ships” 
,were rushed out in' quest of the raid- 
er. The result was that in less than 
twenty-four hours the raider was 
: rounded up and sunk.
|Later, another German sea marau- 
der eluded the British, but was 
:caught in seventeen hours by these 
Igiant sea hounds of marvellous speed 
power. Many other achievements of 
|almost incredible value are related of 
these strange craft.

Speed of 54 Knots.
It is stated in excellent authority 

that these three mystery ships are 
considerably larger than destroyers 
and speeders. They have smaller 
coal room, carrying less ammunition 
and a smaller amount of food and 
supplies. This is believed to account 
for their remarkable speed in reach- 
ing distant ports. Their engine room 
is larger than that of the destroyers 
enabling them to develop such terri- 
fic power.

It is asserted the ships have at- 
tained fifty-four knots in special 
tests and more than 1,000 knots a 
day in all sorts of weather in Atlan- 
tic waters. •

Their only armament consists of 
one huge gun turret on each end, con- 
taining 15-inch guns able to sink 
anything afloat, while their speed en- 
ables them to overhaul any craft.

They are also equipped with bomb- 
ing hydroplanes which appear sud- 
idenly "from nowhere" and with a 
direct hit can cripple the most power- 
ful super-dreadnought which the ter- 
rific guns of the vessel can then sink.

Chatham, N.B., but three of them 
have been residents of Amherst so 
long, and have been so closely identi- 
fied with the atheletic life of Am- 
herst for the past ten years that we 
now can claim them as our own. The 
first shot was hardly fired when 
Alex. threw down his hammer, pitch- 
ed his tools aside and enlisted. "Jim" 
in due season tried to make the 
25th, but was rejected as physically 
unfit. He met the same fate on his 
second application and then journey- 
ed to St. John and went overseas 
with the "Fighting 26th.' In the 
meantime a third brother, Wallace, 
had enlisted from Chatham, also in 
the 26th. He was wounded and later 
took out his commission. He has 
since received the Military Cross. The 
oldest brother, Jubil, was in South 
Africa when war was declared.

Manure applied 
to the soil serves a number of pur-

I 1. It is a source of plant food.

5. It has long contained effects. 
A generous application about 20 tons 
per acre, shows a favorable influence 
for several years following. This is 
due to the fact that some of its 
plant-food constituants became solu- 
ble very slowly, or that some of it 
remains in the soil several years and 
aids in making available some of the 

insoluble plant food.
!6. It is the main factor in the 
|conservation of fertility. About 80% 
of the plant food constituants in the| 
food of animals, can be found in the 
manure. "Therefore it is readily seen 
that crops raised and fed to animals 
on the same farm, do not constitute 
such an exhausting drain on fertility 
as when crops are removed from the 
farm. The loss of plant food in the 
first case is only 20%, and is prac- 
tically only Nitrogen which can be 
easily replaced by means of legumin- 
ous crops, such as clover, etc. Com- 
paring this with the loss when all the 
crop is removed from the farm, one 
can easily estimate the benefit there 
is in keeping live stock on the farm.
