THEIR LUCK.
Maine’s Big Farmer.

(Paris cable to New York Herald.)
A movement, started by the Prince of 

Wales, is now afoot to erect a tribute to the 
memory of Valentine Baker. The particular 
kind of memorial has not yet been decided 
upon, but the idea is warmly supported by 
the military and naval men to whom the pro- 
ject has been communicated. It is well 
known how hard Baker’s friends and ad- 
mirer strove to obtain for him that which 
he prized more than anything else in the 
world—the public restoration of his fair fame 
by readmission into the ranks of the British 
army. But the world is still ignorant of the 
fact that success had at last attended those 
efforts, and that had poor Baker lived only a 
few weeks longer, he would have had the 
satisfaction of seeing his name once again in 
the army list ; for 1 am to-day in a position 
to state that the Queen, as an set of grace in 
her jubilee year—acknowledging at last the 
atonement made by the gallant general—had 
actually given the royal assent to Baker’s 
restoration to the British army. There were 
naturally certain forme to be observed, and 
unfortunately the red-tapeism in the War 
department was productive of such delay that 
the poor fellow died in ignorance that the 
guerdon for which he had striven had been 
won at last; and that, while on his death- 
bed at Ismailia, he was, to all intents and 
purposes, a British officer. Baker’s death of 
course, put a stop to the proceedings, and it 
is for this reason that no royal warrant nor 
proclamation has made known the facts I 
have related. It is with immense eatisfac- 
tion that the British army will learn to-mor- 
row by this statement, that Valentine Baker 
died in possession of his former rank ; and 
this explains what to many military men 
has till to-day remained a technical mvetery 
—the military honors accorded by the British 
forces in Egypt to the remains. A distiog- 
uished general officer, who for many years 
was an intimate friend of Baker, and who is 
also a great favorite with the Prince of 
Wales, thus expressed himself to me in the 
course of a conversation about General 
Baker —" It is and to think of the poor fel- 
low lying upon his sick bed, heart broken 
with the many disappointments he bad ex- 
perienced. All his hope had centered on the 
Jubilee year; yet it seemed drawing to a 
close without the Queen having shown any 
sign of relenting from the stern attitude she 
had assumed from the first. It is easy to 
understand, continued my informant, • how, 
in Baker’s weakened condition, the desire to 
live may have died out, for he knew nothing 
of the pleasant surprise in store for him. 
Could he but have realised the certainty of 
his restoration the poor fellow would prob- 
ably have been living still. The Queen’s 
pardon came to late, and all that his sorrow- 
ing friends can do is to join in raising a tri- 
bate to the memory of one who has a far 
better man than many whom the world de- 
lights to honor."

Mr. I C. Libby thus describes the 
establishment in the Maine Farmer. 
The buildings consist of a two story 
bouse and ell, well painted, with slat- 
ed roof; seven barns (the largest of 
which is 110x40 feet, smallest 52x40), 
stables and numerous outbuildings, 
all conveniently arranged; water is 
brought from a spring and thrown 
into a large iron tank by a force pump 
propelled by a wind mill, and an 
abundant supply of pure spring water 
is to be had by turning a faucet in 
any part of this immense set of farm 
buildings.

The farm consists of 300 acres of 
rich clay loam land, 175 acres of mow. 
ing, from which 300 tons of hay have 
been cut, 12 acres of corn. 12 of pota- 
toes, 4 of turnips, one-balf acre of 
squash, besides 14 acres in grain. The 
whole corn crop was cut up with a 
horse power and packed into a silo 
built this season with capacity of 600,- 
000 pounds. The crop of potatoes. 
2,000 bushels, were nearly half rotten. 
The grain crop, which consists of a 
mixture of oats, wheat and barley, 600 
bushels, will be all ground and fed out 
to his stock, besides several carloads 
of corn.

Mr. Smith’s idea is that the main 
profit in keeping animals is to see 
how much grain and hay they can 
be made to consume instead of seeing 
how little will sustain animal life. He 
has put 1.600 bushels of turnips in the 
cellar. Farm operations are consum 
mated with the help of twelve good 
men and ten Percheron horses. The 
principal stock kept is milch cows, 
eighty head being an average number 
both summer and winter. He is ready 
at all times to purchase young cows, 
and makes a rule to build them up. 
milking them at the same time till 
they drop their calves. When they 
are fat and salable, they are sent to 
market. His eighty cows receive 
every day of the year more than ten 
bushels of meal, besides other proven

Mr. Smith started a poor boy, going 
away from home to work out by the 
month, thirty years ago, and by per- 
sistent effort and pluck he has worked 
his way up by farming alone to be 
the possessor of one of the finest farms 
in Maine, valued at $30,000, paying a 

tax of $350. He believes in investing 
his money in the soil, instead of burry- 

ing to the savings bank on the receipt 
of cash for his products. He says be 
would rather have his earnings where 
he can look at them than trust them 
to others to invest ia wild cat schemes 
in the West, thus depriving the State 
of its just dues, and robbing the soil 
banded down by our forefathers for 
protection, cultivation and betterment.

profit. With bees there is nothing to 
be counted out for keeping, as they 
gather their own food, and at the 
same time store up honey for the 
home table or for the market.

Only one colony is necessary to 
start with, and we would advise hav- 
ing that in a movable comb hive, but 
if that cannot be done at the start, use 
the common box hive with drawers in 
the upper rear, or cap on top. This 
one colony will at least double itself 
the first year, and perhaps produce 
two fair-sized swarms. Only two or 
three years will be required to have 
an apiary of good proportions, and by 
that time, reading and practical ex- 
perience will make you a fairly 
efficient beekeeper, and then the im- 
proved hives can be added, and trans- 
ferring, dividing, extracting, etc., be 
carried on as the circumstances re- 
quire.

Beekeeping is a business that may 
consume considerable time and atten- 
tion, if one has a taste for the occupa- 
tion and endeavors to get the most 
out of it, and yet on a small scale bees 
may be profitably kept under compar- 
ative neglect. A colony in a box, or 
keg standing upon a piece of plank 
under an apple tree, will gather and 
store honey to the full extent of their 
ability and the facilities afforded them, 
and will, if allowed sufficient food, 
winter upon the same stand, even 
where the weather is severe, and pro- 
duce swarms the next season ; but 
this is an old style of beekeeping that 
will hardly satisfy the ambition of the 
people at the present time. Thus 
kept, the honey is stored as it is in the 
trees of the forest, because it cannot 
be otherwise than mixed; but give 
the bees separate sections or compart- 
ments, and they will keep the breed 
ing cells and bee bread away from 
the pure, delicious sweets you desire 
for the table.

OVERCOA 00 uo.1: The correspondent of the London Standard 
at Shanghai give a very graphic picture of 
the tremendous loss of life in Obina from the 
overflow of the Noang Ho river and of the 
tremendous famine now threatened. About 
one sixth of the entire area of the Garden of 
China is now converted into a vast lake, with 
the gable of some high wall rising over the 
river’s increasing waters to mark the site of 
where many thousand people lived. In hun- 
dreds of instances men who three months ago 
were men of wealth to-day sit gazing on the 
inlad sea—stunned, hungry, stupid and de- 
jected, without a rag to wear or a morsel of 
food to eat. In districts of Ching Chow and 
Chen Chow no less than three thousand large 
villages are stated to have been engulfed in a 
very few moment,. and scarcely any of the 
ill-fated people had time to save themselves. 
The extent of the disaster will be better 
understood when it is learned that an extent 
of country much larger than the whole prin- 
cipality of Wales and much more thickly 
populated, is now 4 raging sea and that all 
its inbauitauts are either drowned or have 
fed. The people so terribly visited cannot 
number far short of the whole population of 
Ireland, as the province includes about 
twenty-five million inhabitants, with an area 
of about sixts-live thousand square miles, and 
the water of the river now cover bet ween 
eight and ten thousand square miles. Ac- 
cording to the most trustworthy authorities 
the loss of life will be numbered literally by 
hundreds of thousands, while the starving 
people must amount to many millions, who 
are utterly beggared and depending for sub- 
sistenge upon the charity of others. The 
Emperor contributed immense sums for the 
relief of the sufferers..

The idea that used to prevail was 
that sheep could take care of them- 
selves. They ent a variety of plants 
that other animals will not, and there- 
fore they can shift for themselves ; 
they have warm conta, and therefore 
let them take the weather. That was 
the old idea about sheep, and it was 
rewarded with a few pounds of wool 
per year, and small stunted carcasses 
for mutton. There have been great 
changes in these regards, and yet 
once in a while one sees a flock be- 
longing to persons who do not ‘ read 
the papers,” and get the experiences 
and thoughts of others, which show 
no better treatment. There is no race 
of farm animal that pays back good 
treatment more fully than sheep By 
good treatment and improvements the 

yield of wool has been doubled and 
the same is true of the mutton carcass 
to say nothing of quality. The grad- 
ing up has been by crossing good 
bucks with common ewes. And so it 
has come generally to be held that no 
one can afford to be careless in these 
matters of grading up, and care of the 
flock. The fact that sheep are splen 
did foragers, that they shift wall and 
consume of planta, are factors to their 
advantage on the farm. They are 
also valuable in other regards to the 
lands they graze. But all these things 
are but additional motives for their 
improvement, and taking good care 
of them. Shelter from cold storms 
regular and proper feeding of sheop.

09 F0 ER Threshing Oats by Hand,

Some good farmers are re-adopting 
the old method of threshing their oats 
with a flail, leaving the work to be 
done in winter, and thus furnishing 
employment to men who would other- 
wise be idle. There are some advan 
tages in this practice not included in 
the employment it gives to labor in 
winter. The freshly threshed oat 
straw is readily eaten by stock, and 
there are usually enough light oats 
left in it to make it possibly good 
feed. It is better to leave light oats 
in the straw than to put them in the 
bin among the threshed grain, for un- 
less the grain is graded light oats will 
go in the seed and help to deteriorate 
the crop. With hand threshed oats 
in cold weather, there had been no 
danger that vitality of seed has been 
impaired by heating. While the oat 
is in the sheaf and dampness in the 
grain is absorbed by the chaff, and as 
the head is bulky and porous it dries 
out without injury. Qats threshed 
by machine as son as harvested, and 
then dumped,several hundred bushels, 
perhaps, in one bin, are pretty sure to 
heat. It would be better in such ease 
if the seed were entirely spoiled in- 
stead of having its vitality impaired. 
The prop comes up weak, and if the 
season is not every way favorable it is 
a partial failure at the best, and this 
makes a larger proportion of poor 
oats for seed the subsequent season.

Law, an authority on veterinary 
subjects, says, when horses are strain- 
ed to over-exertion, the sinews become 
the seat of sudden severe pain, inflam- 
mation, exudation, thickening and 
shortening. Sprains occur mainly 
from severe and continued over-exer- 
tion, or from sudden jerk consequent 
on taking a wrong step when fatigued 
and unable readily to recover the bal- 
ance. They are most frequent when 
tendons play over a bony process, but 
may occur at any part, and are of all 
grades, from those producing a slight 
halt, with almost imperceptible thick- 
ening of the tendinous card, to those 
in which the cord has been extensively 
torn and becomes the centre of a most 
violent inflammation. When violent- 
ly inflamed or the seat of extreme 
pain, the tendon should ba rested and 
relaxed by giving a suitable position 
to the limb, and fomented with warm 
water or showered continuously with 
cold, until heat and tenderness have 
been subdued. Qr cooling astringent 
lotions may be used. A laxative and 
restricted diet are often essential. 
When heat and tenderness are sub. 
dued, occasional showering with cold 
water and hand-rubbing or stimulat- 
ing liniments (camphorated spirit; 
liquor ammonia one part, olive oil two 
parts; camphorated spirit and pepper- 
ment water equal parts, etc.,) may be 
used. The same agents may be ap- 
plied to very slight cases at the out- 

set.
