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The British Resolution.

The progress of domestio reform will
not be materially delayed in England, even
should the conservatives take office snd
remain in it, for the franohise bill is
passed by both houses and the redistribu-
tion bill is very nearly through all it
stages, The position of the latter measure
is as follows. It was passed by the eom-
mons, and then sent to the house of lords,
where some amendments were made,
These changes in the bill render
j¢ necessary that they be adopted
by the commons also; snd this
nhexpmdwﬂlhmdtheﬂrstthhgl
taken up by the house the present week,
The changes made by the lords are certainly
not approved of by the reform majority in
the commons; but they are not important
enough to render it at all likely that they
can be made the occasion of a dead-lock.
Reformers will on the whole be very well
pleased with both measures as they are,
and will not make any obstruction that
might endanger their both becoming the
1aw of the land as speedily as possible,

Until the event tells we shall acarcely
be able to realize the magnitude of the
revolution in British politics that must be
" wrought by these two measures, It isa

. prevailing estimate that the franchise bill
will bring in about two million voters who
have hitherto been excluded, ~ * The
masses” will have the power now o send
to the house whom they choose and x
their ohoice very much depends. In
probability the present change will prove
» more sweeping one than that of 1832.
The next general election will be held
under the operation of the new acts; and
the new noies will decide whether
Salisbury or Chamberlain is to rule, or
whether Gladstone is to be recalled to
power. To not a few people it will appear
almost out of the question that any tories
_ean be returned to the house of commons at
‘sl after this,

Now, the conservative -leaders must
gnow all this, and they must ere this have
considered the question which will now be
the uppermost one in many minds. A
general election must take place within
some six or eight months ; that is agreed
upon, on all hands, In that election the
4o millions of new voters will take part,

and, can they be expected to vote for tory
candidates? What possible policy can the
togy leaders have to offer, upon which they
may reasonably expect to carry the popular
vote? If they haye mothing to offer that
the people will accept, them they had
better have refused, office altogether. For
it can scarcely appear worth while to $hem
o take office for the space of six or eight
months only, then to be kicked out again,

We may take it for granted that already
Lord Salisbury and his friends have not
very fully considered this guestion, but
have also arrived at some general decigion
with regard to it, Further concessions in
the way of reform and progress they must
be prepared to make, or otherwise get out
of the way, and let reform go on without
them, But what they will offer to the
people and risk their fortunes on who can
guess? Poussibly their new policy may be
fairly outlined ere the present week be
over. The announcement of what it is wil]
be anxiously awaited,

The Canadian opposition, led by M.
Blake, has waited years for & policy, but
as yet none is forthcoming, No such long
time will be allowed to the conservative
leaders in England to make up their minds,
The circumstances are such that they are
compelled to decide, almost on the instant,
what they will do. A little while longer
and the world will have witnessed, not
only a parliamentary revolution in Eng-
land, but also a revolution In conservative
polioy. :

The Monopelies and Monopolists Going.

There is no more patent fact to-day than
that thé monopolists and’ nionopolies must
8o, Vanderbilt hds lost millions within
the padt few years; so has Gould; and
immense corporations like the Standard
Oil concern are getting top-heavy. Capital-
ista ave distrusting millionaires and
millionaire menagement. A better system
of management with more moderate profits
sre sought ‘for by shrewd investors
Wm..n: railway companies are discounted
snd the shareholdera thereof are beginning
to see that dividends are not to be expected
until the more than saturated shares are
lququd of tlioh' superfluous  water.
But the work. of regulating the monopolies
does not advance at sufficient pace,
Gas companies, streel oar companies
Sleeping car companies and all core
porations, of that kind are slow o
grant overdua concessiona, Still they are
moving in the right direction; snd by
hammering away ot them they may at last
beforced to be reasonable, Speaking of
sleeping cars brings up the case of that
giant monopoly, the Pullman compans of
Chicago. For nigh twenty yearsit has
been taking millions out of the Canadian
public: it raled railways and people alike
with an iron rod; s monument that is
greater than a palace, about o be occupied
as headquarters in Chicago, fs one evidence
of its exorbitant rule. But the day of the
dollar aleeper is at hand, To the rich two
dollars for a bed while travelling at night
may not be grudged; but many & weary
woman and many a tired man has spent s
wretched night in a crowded car by reason
of the dearness of a berth in_the sleeper.
In all this shrinkage of values and tnm-
bling in prices the high fares of the sleepers
have got to go. The Canadian Pacific, s0
we are informed, has already reduced the
price of berths between Montreal and
Toronto o one dollar. Mr. Hickson ought
to intimate to the Pullmsn Co. that a
reduction in rates is the only thing thag
will secare a renewal of the contract. It
will not hurt Mr, Hickson’s road fo insist

Editor World: Passing over points on
which we differ with fugibct to Mr, Glad-
stone’s record as a statesman—and Iem
prepared to defend the assertion that be i,
one of the greatest England has eve
produced—sllow me to explain the appar,
ent paradox in my statement that ‘‘the
strength of his position is the Irish ques_

Ireland has given the Gladstone-govern-
ment a great deal of trouble, and that the
state of that unfortunate country has been
one of the ochief causes, though it
was not $‘the immediate occasion” of
their resignation, Nevertheless at the
present moment the Irish question
is one of the chief sources to which Mr.
Gladstone must look for political strength,
snd Iam persuaded he will not look in

gether, in which event longer time must
elapse before the liberals regain complete
sscendancy.

That Mr, Gladstone is a sincere friend
of Ireland seems to me to be beyond gues-
tion, No man but one with his phenome-

nal capacity for work, unparalleled still in
iloting measures through parliament, and

tense sympathy with' people suffering
from oppression in any’form, could have
done what he has done Ireland durin,
bis short time of office, That he woul
have accomplished much more but for the
revulsion of feeling caused in England
by the brutal and oauseless murder
of Lord ' Frederick Cavendish, brother of
the Marquis of Hartington, admits of no
doubt. ere is no reason fo believe that
be personally laid this abominable deed to
the agtount of the whole Irish le, but
many inflaential Bnﬁ.hhmn. including
some of his own colleagues, did, and he
had to yield $0 the storm. Thereis nothing
to show that Mr, Gladstone belibves the
renewal of the Coercion act in any form or
for any time o be a neoessity, but Lord
Spencer insisted on it and’ so did some of
h oolluzn-. I ean easily believe that,
finding the difference between the two
sections of his cabinet on this question
jrreconcilable, he was not serry to find an
excuse for ing.

Assuming Mr. Gladstone will remain in
public life and at the head of the liberals
how will the Irish question affect the
pearties in parliament? If the conservatives
sccept office just now it will be on the
pledge to the Irish nationalists that the
coercion act will be allowed to drop. This
will be a case of *‘dishing the whigs,” but
not of ‘‘dishing” Mr, stone and his
liberal supporters.

In any event, the Irish question will be
more difficult for the conservatives than
for the liberals to deal with, and this is
what I meant by the statement you de-
scribe as paradoxical. The traditional
policy of the conservatives in Ireland is

penal laws, snd a refusal to ‘remedy
gﬂennou. The Marquis of Salis-
ury and Lord Randolph Churchill
may play the part of chameleon them-
selves, without being able to make out of
the mass of the conservatives anything but
the proverbial leopard and ethiopian. The
policy of the liberals, as distinguished from
the whigs, has long been remedial legisla-
tion of Irish grievances and common-sense
treatment of the Irish people. Ope need
only look over the speeches of John Bright,
and other liberals, in criticism of Lord
John Russel’s policy in 1847, to place this
beyond question. All that Mr. Gladstone
needs to do, therefore, is to depend on the
liberals and leave the whigs to the tender
mercies of the chapter of accidents. In
the rising tide of English democracy they
will count for very little, and if they wish
to escape extinction they must abandon
their futile opposition to der and
more humane treatment of the Irish people
than the latter have ever yet received.
Once more, it must be remembered that
a great change has come over the masses in
England and Scotland within the past fow
years, and that the agitation for a radigal
reform of the land laws, which was not
long ago denounced as confiscation in Ire-
land, is coolly discussed and in some meas¢
ure approved by so conservative a liberal as
Mr, Goschen, who does mot go so far as
My, Chamberlain, of course, but goes guite
as far as the recently promulgated liberal
latform, This means thet the prin-
ciples underlyin, Mr. Gladstone’s
joint land act 11 msooner or ° later
be applied to England and = Scotland,
and as the result of the crofter agitation,
Henry George’s crusade, and other influ-
ences that are still actively at work, the
newly-enfranchised masses, who have no
land and want to get some, may be expected
to make their weight felt at the approach-
ing elections on the Jiberal side.

It is clear, then, that in the just interests
of the laborer he ought to be paid what he
has earned as often ag convenient, Righ
justifies the claim theh made by the labor
classes—right and their convenience and
self interest. When the employers put on
insolent airs they forget their position and
elations, Their duty is to pay wages
siready made on demand; and if the labor-
eors agree to leave the wagesin the hands of
the employer & week, it is the latter and
not the former who are favored ; the latter
are benefitted by being sllowed to use
other people’s money without interest. Ina
small business that use may not be very pro-
fitable to the employe thoughjhe geta all
but in a large business where the weekly
wages may exceed s thousand dollars one
may easily understand how profit will
accumulate, especially as the interest is
one of componnd interest to the employer
who retains the money for a month or a
fortnight. -
It is to be hoped that the labor class
will not yield in this struggle, and as the
arrangement affects the interests of store-
keepers and the labor classes, and is an
important element in the moral habits of
the latter, it is;to be trusted that the sym-
pathy and assistance of the public will
support their just olaim.

Public Abattoirs a Necessity.

Editor-World : The meeting of cattlemen
and drovers held at the Bull's Head last
Tuesday evening has the appearance of
being a put up job on the part of & few
interested parties. The meeting is re-
ported to have been “unanimous,” and
well it might be when the calibre of the

leading spirits of the meeting is considered.
Thera were present those who a few years
ago, not being satisfied with thoir monoply
o} the Toronto market, put up a scheme to
“‘whipsaw” the farmers and breeders
throughout the province, They tried to
swamp every one—farmer, breeder
drover—by first securing every foot of
space in vessels sailing from Montreal to
Great Britain, and, having done this, they
scoured the country for cattle, and bought
them almost at their own price. They
thought they held the ‘kgy” to the Eng-
lish market, and shipped all.the *‘sops” or
best cattle there, but the inferiors or
“qulls” they dropped at Torento, knowing
that the retail butchers of the city must
purchase at a high rate these inferior cate
tle in order to supply their oustomers.
The *“ring,” however, were defeated ax last
by the drovers going through the provinge
and buying cattle which they sold to the
retail trader.

The prominent gpeakers on Tuesday
night were not outsiders in these transace
tions, and it ill becomes $hem—one being
an alderman of the city—*to again nm:nj)t
to monopolize matters] for their own indi-
vidual benefit, as against the commeroial
interests of Toronto and the benefit of
the public generally. Theocity of Toronto
is the main outlet of the cattle trade of
this province, and the city council should
pot allow themaelves to be coerced in such
an important matter as to the erection of &
union stock yard, with slaughter houses
attached, and every accommodation neces-
sary, to meet the demands of the large
growing cattle trade of Ontario.

1f we had public abattoirs established
here, as we ought $o have, then retail
butchers could there purchase the meat
required for their customers, instead of
baving ‘‘touters” belonging %o the “ring”
monopolists worrying them to buy, as at
present.
