NOT A DUMPING GROUND,

The United States Ascertains That it Oan®
not Ship Its Rejected Celestials to
Canada.

W asHINGTON, Oct, 5.—A new complica-

tion. has arisen in connection with the

Chinese question, It appears that the

British government refuses to permit its

possessions to be made a dumping ground

for the rejected Chinese of the United

States, except upon payment of a fee.
This discovery has been made by one of
the oustoms officers on the northwestern
boundary. He reports to the dowﬂ
that while strenuously endeavoring to 0arry
out the instructions of the famous Chinese
circular and to .put back upon
British  soil, ~Chinese ~ who bad
come into the United States in violation of
the provisions of the restriction act, he was
met with a Canadian statute which required
payment to the reasury of the Canadian
government of 850 for each Chinaman as &
condition precedent to readmission to
British soil, The officer informs the
treasury department that he has no money
at bhis disposal to pay for such readmiasions,
and asks the treasury department what he
is to do sbout it. The exi tence of this
Canadian statute, if in fact it does exist,
and has been rightly construed, was not

known to our suthorities, and they cer-
tainly have no sppropriation from which
they can pay $50 per head for every China-
man to be exported, mor is it likely that
congress will ever yote ay appropriation
for that purpose.

DESPERATE ATTEMPT TO ESCAPE.

TwentysFive Out of Sixty Conviets Killed
or Wounded.

Rusk, Texas, Oot. 5.—Yesterday at the
terminus of the Kansas and Gulf Shore
line, near Lufkin' in Angelins, Texaa,
sixty convicts made a desperate break for
liberty. The men were being worked on
the railroad. The revolt ooccurred at 6
o’clock, just as _the prisoners had finished
their supper. With deafening yells they
started up in a body and rushed for the
neighboring woods. The guards opened
fire on the fleeing cenvicts with deadly
effect. Twenty five conviots were kjlled
The prisoners ran in one
large body and the guards simply emptied
their repesting rifies and small arms tnto
the moving mass.

| Charles H, Symons, ledger-kseper at P,
g\B?rm‘ coal and wood office, Bathurst
 street, was taken into custody by Detective
R@burn yesterday afternoom, charged with
the larceny of several oash books from his
employer, About & week ago Mr. Burns
secured the services of William Healy,
acocountant inthe C, P.R. offices, for the pur-
pose of balancing some old acogunts, Mr.

Healy remained in the office, During th
doon hour a woman with whom Mr, Healy
had no ncqn!:nnce called to see him
under the pretence that she wanted to
secure a situation in the Ci P, R. offices, In
the meantime Symons ertered the office.
When Mr, Healy returned he observed
Symons making his exit with a book or
two under his arm, The clerks returned
to work after dinner, Symons among the
rest. When Mr, Burns came in the andi-
tor reported that the cash books were all
gone and that he saw Symons take one or
two away, Mr. Burns thersupon asked
Symons to prodace them. Symons fumbled
and fuddled round and said he didn’s take
them. The police were telephoned for and
in the meanwhile Symons named several
places where the books were concealed but
they couldn’t be found, He was taken to
No.3 station,and while there Detective Re-
burn learned from him that s couple of the
books were in a King street barber shop,
at which place the detective subsequently
found them, Mr, Burns has preferred
oharge against Symons of stealing cash
books with - felonious intent ; in
other words it would appear that
Symons bhad been doing  crooked
work, and made away with the books in
order that his slleged defaloations might
not be traced.

A Sufferer Walks in to Sentreal From
®t. Lauremt—An Undertaker’s Trick—
More Hospital Accommodation.

MonTrEAL, Oct, 5.—There are now 1568
patienta in the smallpox hospital, of whon
12 are doing=well,

The new wing was to be ready; thiis
evening. It will accommodate 60 addi-
tional patients.

At a meeting of the civic board of health
to-day a document was received from the
provincial board sauthorizing the civie
bofrd to take possession of the exhibition
buildings as a smallpox hospital.

The health officer’s report shows that on
Saturday and Sunday 74 new oases of
smallpox were reported.

Complaint was made at the health office
that an undertaker in the east end who
had contracted to remove the bodies for &
certain sum was in the ‘habit of collecting
the bodies in & certain place until he had
six or seven to make one convenient load.

A movement is on foot among the prop-
erty holders of the east end to formn an
organization, the object of which is to re-
fuse to rent houses or stores to
whose households are not vaccinated.

This morning a man was otserved sitting
on & sack in the corner of the health office
with his head resting on his knees. The
dttention of officer Cardinal was called to
the man and he asked him his business.
The man lifted up his head showing his face
all covered with smallpox pistules and
said his name was Joseph Desjardines. He
worked on the Charbonneau farm, St.
Laurent, and had been sick for ‘the past °
week, Notdksowing what was wrong with
himself, he had walked in from St. Laurent
to the Notre Dame hospital and the dootor
there had sent him here. The r man
was htly delirious and could hardly
walk, . Laberge had him placed in the
smallpox waiting room until the ambulance
arrived, when he was removed to the civio
hospital. .
