THE CRAZY ROMANOFES.

How Insanity Hias Run Through the Eatire
lmm‘erlal Family.

In the recerfly published memoirs of Count
Vitzthum of Eckstadt, proofs are given of the
hereditary -character of the mental disease
which afflicted the Imperial family of Russia.
All the sons of Czar Paul L., like the unhappy
monarch himself, who was murdered in 1801,
became subject to fits of insanity. Paul I
bad four sons—Czar “Alexander 1., the Grand
Duke Constantine, Czar Nicolas I. and the
Grand Duke Michael. Every one of them,
after his 45th year, exhibited undoubted
signs of mental derangement. This was not
fully discovered in the case of Nicolas L until
after the Czar’s death. An English physician,
however, the Count says, noticed the appear-
ance of the hereditary disease in the Czar as
early as July, 1853, and he then predicted
that the monarch had not more than two
years of life before him. This he stated in a
letter to Lord Palmerston. The Ewmperor
Nicolas died in March, 1855, about four
months earlier than the date predicted, The
Count appears to bave no doubt that the
Crimean war, 8o far as it depended on Nicolas,
was the rash et of aruler *‘whose mental
aquipoise was disturbed.” None of the four
sons of Paul L lived to be 60 years of age, and
every one of them suffered from concussion
the brain after reaching his 45th year.

Alexander died at 48, a miserable man,
moody and despondent, as Prince Metternich
has painted him, “tired of existence.” - His
brother, the Grand Duke Constantige,
though not manifestly i gave frequent
signs of mental distarbance, of which he was
himself so plainly conscious that: he 'did not
think himself fit to be trusted with the reins
of government. His conduct in the year 1830,
at the outbreak of the revolution in Warsaw,
will remain to prove his mental unsoupdness.
He had to be intrusted to the care of his wife,
the Princess Lowicz, who was cautioned in
the same way as is a physician in charge of a
satient having intermittent fits of insanity.

e died 1 his 52d year from congestion of
the brain. The Grand Duke Michael was
killed py a fall from his horse at the age of
48, Some years-before his death he had ex-
hibited signs of undoubted mental disease,
and his physicians declared that he wason
the road to certain insanity. The events of
1848-52 were not calenlated to allay the
bereditary dispositions of the imperial family
of Russia, but; to exeite and intensify them.
There is something terrible in the contrast be-
tween the outward position of the  Czar
Nicolas, upon the bent_of whose will the fate
of so many millions in Europe was depending,
and the alleged diseased inward. condition of
his mind.

John Grelish Recelves a Well-Merited

Chastisement—He Howled With Pain.

The use of the cat-o’nine tails as an instru-
ment of torture is not now so prevalent as it
used to be, when the old-school disciplinarians
looked upon it as indispensable to the preser-
vation of order, especially in tho army and
navy. In those departments it is now almost
an obsolete mode of punishment.. The severity
of the lash is 8o extreme that it is only admis-
sible in extreme cases, and is repulsive except
bad type of criminal.

That the use of the cat was excusable, even
commendable, in the case of John Grelish,
convicted at the recent Assizes of indecent
assault u| a girl of 10 years of age, and
sentenced by Mr. Justice Rose to two months’
imprisonment fifty lashes, mo one can
deny. Mons! ot this.class deserve to bhave
meted out to them the severest punishment,
and in receiving it they are entitled to no
commiseration. At Central Prison yesterday
morning Grelish received his first instalment
of the cat in presence of all the convicts. He
was strapped to & triangle, and, bare-backed,
received twenty-five lashes, administered b
an experienced hand. The man shrieked wit
agony as each successive lash wasadministered
and piteously cried out for mercy. When be
had received his full complement be quivered
with pain, and was removed to the surgery to
bave his wounds dressed. The flesh on his
back was badly marked, but. there was no
abrasion or bleeding.
