REV. JOHN BURTON RECITES SOME
~ COGENT FACTS.

He ‘Ministered in n Village Where Wera
' Four Rival Churches With an Average
~ Attendance of 10.-.Ua-Christlike Jeal-

ousies—The Sects Are Againat Unity—
Archbishep Walsh on Femperance,

At the Northern Congregational  Church,
Church-street, last night, Rev. John Bur-
ton preached on the “Union of Churches.”
He founded his remarks on Paul's exhorta-
tion to the Philippians, “Be of the same
mind,” “Labor with Me in the Gospel”
The Apostle besought them that the little
division which had sprang up among them
be done away with. Having commented on
this Mr. Burton spoke of the unity of God’s
church according to the Seriptures. He
made no more apology for preaching this
than for preaching the gos F ;

The ground being thus cr:‘rod, he took
the village of Stoufiville as an example of
church division. The Congregational church
commenced its work there many years ago,
and to all intents and purposes did
the work that was required. Living in the
village were some old Scotch Presbyterians
who thought they must have ‘‘the church of
their fathers,” A rival organization was
consequently started, where thiere was no
necessity as far as preaching the gospel—

" the great object of God’s church—was con-

cerned. Do such things, asked Mr.Burton,
tend to the unity of the church, to the ex-
aitation of Christ, or the snccess of the
gospel? -And he answered the question
in the negative.

Scotarian Rivalry is Unchristian,

Such practices are not Christ-like, are
not Christian; and just so long as we justify
their continnance they will coutinue.

So much for Presbyterianism. As to Con-
gregationalism, Mr. Burton asked why they
thotld retain the conceptions and traditions
that, honored in the past, had practically
tost their power to-day, and which had no
living inflaence on the present times.

He ipstarced the question of a state
rehurch. There is no state church in Can-

¥n; therefore the Congregationalists, who
contended for this in the old lands, had no
mission in this respect here,

“When the battle has been fought and
the vietory won we should not emulate the
spir_2of the Highland chief who said to the
head of « rival elan, ‘You are a blackguard;
your futhers stole my sheep 600 years ago.’
This has made the ground for a present-day
difference.

““I believe it is onr dnty to do what we
can to banish this unseemly strife amongst
churches,which those who have ministered i
country places know too well exists.
Four ©Ohurches With Averags Congrega-

tions of Ten!

“When I commenced my ministry I was
The popula-
tion, men, women and children, did not ex-
ceed 500. There wero three Methodist
churches in that small village, and a Pres-
byterian church. The average attendance
at the four churches was but 10! The
{argest congregation only numbered 25.

*‘When the Methodist bodies united and
the three congregations in that little
village united was it uot a Christ-like work?
Certainly it was. It was a -trinmph of
Christian life aud love, a triamph over
un-Christiaa jealousies aund rivalries, a
triumph over that which hindered rather
than promoted the gospel.

““Under the presens unhappy divisions,
instead of the gospel being the bond .of
uuion, ‘the old, old story of Jesus and His
love,” it was too troe that it was moze ‘the
old, old story of Jesus and His hate,’ if
such a word might be applied to the sec-
tarian bitterness whici in many places pre.
vailed.

“‘Let us labor together that as far as this
church is concerned these division§ may
soon cease. God grant that the burden of
the angels’ sung—peagaon earth and good
will—may be our wog§, our ceotre of unity,
our power.”

There Will Be isions to the End.

Then Mr:"Burton showed that he is not
an unreasoning optimist. He does not ex-
pect a visible union of all churches. * The
reasons : for present * division with
some  will - ' continue. Some years
ago at the Anglican Synod in
Montreal a bishop, speaking of schism in
the church; declared for the Anglican
church as the great centre .of unity.
“Bishop Oxenden made a great mistake
when he snid that. There is only one
centre of unity, and that is Christ, The
church which most exemplifies the Christ-
spirit will be the greatest centre for His
true followers. Ido’ not say that any one
of our churches will be the Heavenly
Bride. The Bridegroom will choose this
out of all churches. She will be eclothed
with Christ’s garments and not those of
any denomination. May God grant unto us
unity, peace and concord, and may we
show that we are His by the exhibition of
His spirit, and not that of strife, enmity
and emulation.”

- 4 TERRIBLE INDICTMENT.

Archbishop Walsh Lifts the Curtain as to
Torouto Drunkenness.

Rarely, if ever, has the vaulted roof of
St. Paul’s R.C. Church rung with the
echoes of such a powerful sermon as was
preached in thut edifice last night by Arch-
bishop Walsh to the members of the League
of the Cross. In beginning, His Grace
stated that he ‘would deliver a temperate
sermon on a temperance subject, which
would appeal to the reason and conscience of
allwlmsatbefcrehim."Temperauce,”hcsuid,
‘‘may be said to enter into all other virtues.
It is what is called a cardinal virtue, other
virtues changing or depending upon it. The
first law God imposed on man was absti-
nence, and before he tell temperance was
the great law of man’s life. Sin came, and
with it revolt, rebellion and disorder,
creation becoming like a broken instrument,
giving forth discordant sounds instead of
barmony. Ever since that period-the lower
appetites and desires of our nature have
striven to overmaster and make man the
victim and slave of intemperance.

Chrisvs Example to Us,

““When Christ came down to rectify ex-
isting evils he established the law of self-
denial upon earth. He, Himself, began life
by an observaneo ot this law. He was born
in a stable, when He might have come in
all the power and glory that will invest|
Him when He appears at the last day. In]|
fasting for 40 days and 40 nights in the
wilderness, did he not set us a glorious ex-
ample ? Think of the self-denial exercised
by Him on that occasion. When tortured
with a burning thirst, while he hung upon
the cross, His executioners were moved to
pity by His suffering. and of-
fered . him wine and myrch with
which to quench his. thirst, but he re-
fused, that by His sacred thirst He mignt-
make atonement and set an examplo to
mankind of sobriety and total. abstinence.”

“‘Sobriety and temperance are necessary
«ualifications for us to posseéss in order to
wage successtul warfare against the enemies
of salvation, i

“*A drunkard is a self-made wretch, a
self-degraded being. No matter what his
talents may have been, he has lowered him-
self into the mire of vice.

The \york;‘ﬂlo Church is Doing.

Even the wild animals
of the forest care for and protect their
Young, yet a drunken rent  will
send his half-starved, thinly.clad child out
into the freezing blast to beg money 'with
which to purchaserum, What is the comfort
for a drunkard’s home on a_night like this,
and how can his children be reared but in
such a way as will cause them to curse his
memory w{wn heis lying in a dishonored

rave? :

East Toronto Electiun,

The recent election of a municipal council
for East Toronto will probably prove to
have been illegal and may involve a fresh
appeal to the ratepayers. According to law
there must be at. least 500 persons on the
assessment roll who are entitled to vote at a
municipal election before the place is en-
titled to have a deputy-reeve. The cler is
required to affirm that there is such a num-
ber on the roll aud that.no name is counted
twice. Av East Toronto there are only
470 such voters, therefore the village ‘can-
not have a deputy-reeve sitting in the
County Council, as that declaration must
be signed before he can take his seat in that
body. The bylaw aud proclamation passed
and issued authorizing the last election
called on the ratepayers to elect a deputy-
reeve, which was done. The question now
is whether passing such a bylaw and issu-
ing such proclamation, both of which were
ultra vires, invalidates the whole election®
The question is exciting much interest as
there are several similar cases.

They Report Good Progress.

The Single Tax Association met on Satur-
day night in Richmond Hall. President
A. C. Campbeli occupied the chair. The
evening was principally devoted to a review
of the recent progress made by 'the single
tax movement. Among the occurrences
cited as indicating the onward march of the
association’s principles were the recent
adoption of a single tax system by the Win-
nipeg City Council, the re-entrance of Dr.
McGlynn into the Catholi¢ Church without
renouncing his single tax principles, the
favorable manner in which the Ottawa
Board of Trade received an address on the
single tax by Assessment Commissioner
Pratt, the act paszed by the New South
Wales Legislature to provide for the appli-
cation of the single tax system in raising
the revenues of that colony. ;
