to Toronto, in Oakridge at 7.50 on Sat­
urday night, when a supposed Hallow­
een prank was staged with the Intention 
of wrecking train No. 5, Ottawa-To­
ronto flier, which arrives In Toronto 
about 8. p. m. The perpetrators of the 
plot that failed had placed a couple of 
large heavy wooden railway ties across 
the westbound track at a point between 
the new Danforth subway and Warden 
avenue railway bridge in Scarboro.

Fortunately Engineer Welsh, who was 
travelling to make the passing track 
at Danforth siding, had his eyes open 
or his own train might have been de­
railed. Discovering the obstacles with 
the aid of the engine's powerful head­
light, and having little time to spare 
by his train being caught at the rear 
by the onrushing flier, he at once ap­
plied his emergency brakes, dismounted, 
cleared the obstruction, rushed back 
to his engine cab and safely reached 
Danforth yards, later to see the flier 
whizz by, neither passengers nor train 
crew were aware of the terrible fatality 
which may have befallen them.

Richard Watson Leads Police In

Convicted On Charge of Driving

Circumstances of a chase that took 
two police officers around several city 
blocks and around some of them twice, 
were related in city court to-day, when 
Richard Watson, aged 2-6, of 88 Wel­
lington road, was charged with reckless 
driving.

OFFICIAL COUNT PUTS
CONSERVATIVE HEAD

Returns From 90 of 102 Polls Gives 
Messervey Lead of 18 Votes 

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I., Nov. 
2. — With the returns forwarded to the 
candidates by the officials of 90 of 
Queen’s i»2 polls, re-checked, John 
Meeservey, Conservative, to-day was 
leading Hon. John E. Sinclair, minister 
without portfolio, by 18 votes. In all, 
29 errors have been uncovered to-day 
in the figures furnished to the telephone 
company on election night. Discrepan­
cies have also developed in the figures 
furnished to various candidates by the 
same deputy returning officers. The 
result will" not be finally determined 
until declaration day, Noxvember 10.

London is considered one of the best 
railway cities in the Dominion of Can' 
a da. This faict was made public to-day 
by Charles G. Forrester, superintendent 
of the Canadian National Railways, 
London division, during the course of 
an interesting talk on “Transportation,’’ 
given at the Rotary Club luncheon.

This city is the divisional headquar 
tens for both the C. P. K. and the C.
X. R. The London division of the C.
X. R. is credited with' earnings totaling 
between $2,000,000 and $2,500,000 every 
month. Mr. Forrester did not have 
figures for the C. P. R. Sixty per cent, 
of these earnings was spent in operat­
ing expenses and 50 per cent, of the 
operating expenses was districted from 
London.

In the London division of the C, N.
R. and the C. P. R. there are no less 
than 75 passenger trains which pass 
through the city. More than, 2,500 
freight cars pass through the city. The 
income of the employees totals more 
than $2,000,000 annually.

The first railway, said the speaker, 
was built in England just 100 years ago. 
That event was celebrated there at the 
opening of 1925. In American the first 
railway line was built in 1829. The 
first “locomotive" was the “Rocket,” 
which had a gross weight of four and 
a half tons. It could haul a load of 17 
tons and travel at the rate of 13 miles 
per hour. To-day locomotives are in 
operation that weigh 200 tons, capable 
of hauling 7,000 tons gross weight and 
traveling at the rate of 30 miles per 
hour.

First rails were strips of metal on 
timber. These were supplanted With 
iron rails' and thèse, In turn, by steel 
rails. First steel rails had a weight of 
some 40 pounds to the yard. The 
weight was ihcreased at Intervals to 56 
pounds, 65 pounds, 80 pounds and lOo 
pounds to every three feet. There are 
some rails on the C. N. R. that weigh 
136 pounds to the yard.

When the first railrdads were built 
there was not sufficient capital to build 
double tracks. In those early days 
trains used to run one way for a cer­
tain number of hours and then the 
other way for a certain period. Finally 
double rails were put in àt points and 
these were called sidings. After that 
the first time-tables appeared. Trains 
then were run on the single order plan. 
Then the double order was used, ar.ti 
now the triple. In i|ie tripe order, cov­
ering train dispatching, the same order 
goes to the place where two trains are 
to meet and to each of the trains in­
volved. This does away with any un­
certainty. Head-on collisions were thus 
minimized to a great extent.

The next thing to prevent was rear- 
end collisions, and that’s where the 
brakes come into play. Train control, 
the speaker said, was still In Its infancy. 
In the United States a device was being 
tried out that would stop a train if an 
engineer drove past a danger signal.

in the early days, however, everything 
was hand brakes. The speed of a train 
had to be gauged by the degree of ef­
ficiency on the* part of the crew In 
stopping the cars. It was in 1875 that 
George Westinghouse came out with an 
air brake. His friends gathered around 
him and tried to persuade him to forget 
it. Westinghouse was “presenting this 
thing from the disordered mind of a 
dangerous lunatic.” It might be neces­
sary to lock him up. But he presented 
it, nevertheless, and to-day practically 
all railroads in Canada and the United 
States use the Westinghouse brakes, 
of course, greatly Improved.

“I was attending one of our local 
theaters the other night and saw a 
strange thing. The picture, I think, 
was ‘The Limited Mall.' In one scene 
there was a freight train running wild. 
It showed the air meter dropping from 
70 pounds’ pressure to zero and the train 
running raidty down a steep grade. 
That provided plenty of thrills all right 
but It’s not the way it works out. Ir. 
fact, if the air meter were to show 'lost 
air,’ the brakes would go ‘on’ and the 
train stop.

“You have heard reports of accidents 
in which It was said the brakes failed 
There is no ‘such thing as air brakes 
failing. Sometimes the operator fails, 
but never the brakes.”

The automatic car coupler, said Mr. 
Forrester, came Into use In 1893. This 
system replaced the old link couplers 
which used to take fingers and arms off 
the operators. Now a man does not have 
to go between cars to couplé them.

Passenger trains provide the least 
revenue to a railway, but they are given 
the greatest amount of attention. This 
is so the railway can advertise itself. 
Freight trains are mostly always run 
as “extras,” and when you see white 
flags 0n" an engine you may be assured 
that such is an “extra.”

Mr. Forrester spoke of the competi­
tion of railways to-day with each other 
and the new problem that was being 
faced with regard to trucks and the 
use of passenger motor cars for long 
distance travel. .

“With all the improvements that are 
taking place,” be said, “what the fu­
ture of railway transportation is going 
to be cannot be estimated. It remains, 
however, that industry and business 
throughout the Dominion is closely 
linked up with the railways who are 
trying to give an efficient service to 
the public:”

While Tuesday’s elections are refer­
red to as general, there will be ballot- 
ting In only thirteen states with state­
wide voting in only five of these; Be­
sides New Jersey, Virginia will be the 
only state to elect a governor, and tn 
only one other—Pennsylvania—is there 
a state office at issue., that of judge 
of the Supreme Court, ;

Two members of Congress are tq ee 
chosen to fill vacancies now existing 
from the third New Jersey and thttil 
Kentucky districts. While there is a 
vacancy in the Senate from North Da­
kota, this will not be filled as Governor 
Sorlee has "declined to order a special 
election to determine the successor -to 
the Jate Senator Ladd.

The mayoralty fight in New York with 
Senators James J. Walker, Democrat, 
who defeated John F. Hylan In tfie 
primary, having Frank D. Waterman, '& 
manufacturer and political novice às 
his opponent, probably attracts the 
widest attention over the country. The 
bitterest mayoralty contest, hovever, = Is 
that in Boston, where 10 candidates, .7 
Democrats and 3 Republicans, are ha 
the field. The Ku Klux Klan figures 
In the Detroit mayoralty fight In whfgh 
Mayor Smith . Is standing for re-elec­
tion.

Lake Port, when 
swing bridge operated by the Niagara, 
St, Catharines and Toronto Railway 
Company sideswlped the Lake Port 
while it was passing through the Wel­
land Canal and disabled the boat: The 
railway company contended that under 
an order made by the board of railway 
commissioners for Canada the Lake 
Port had no right to enter the bridge 
channel until the bridge was fully 
opened.

The transit company claimed tha,t the 
sidywiping of the Lake Port was due 
to the railway company’s carelessness, 
also that the order of the Dominion 
railway commissioners did not apply to 
railway bridges over canals and that 
the navigation of the Welland Canal 
was governed by the rules established 
by an order-in-councll passed in 1908.

At the trial of the case Justice 
Hodgins gave judgment in favor of the 
Lakes and St. Lawrence Transit Com­
pany for damages. This finding was re­
versed by Justice Audette of the Ex­
chequer Court of Canada,, but was re­
stored on appeal to the Supreme Court 
of Canada and is now sustained by the 
judicial committee of the Privy Council.
