The Vancouver Daily Sun says:-
“Halifax has adopted an edict that
traffic is, in the future, to pass to the
right, instead of to the left, as hereto-!
fore. Thus she gets herself into line |
with the rest of the continent. Isn't|
it about time for British Columbia to!
do likewise? |
“The rule of the road, which re-|
quires traffic to keep to the. left had |
its origin in England, where it still|
prevails. On the continent of Europe |
and in the United States the custom
has always been to keep to the right.}
“The mere weight of numbers is |
bound at last to compel the adoption |
everywhere on this continent of the |
rule to keep to the right. In fact, it
is already done, more or less, in some |
sections of the interior of British Col-|
umbia, thereby adding appreciably to |
the risks of travel. There is also con-
fusion caused among tourists passing
from one side the international |
boundary to the other, to say nothing

of

the incidental danger of collision.
