they use in muking their analyses. They admit that this
* insoluble ™ phosphate s soluble, by attaching a value 20 it
in theit analyses. If it were really insoluble, it would have
no value at all to the farmer. The real truth i« that the
phosphoric acid of bones, and of the soft mineral phosphates,
like the South Carolina floats, and the '’ phosphate meal’
lutcly introduced, are quitc sufficiently soluble,—as sulable as
the phusphuric acid paturally present in all fertile new suils,
whith Wil produse crops for some time without any maour
ing. The only thing necded is that we put on a larger quan
tity at first, because only a third or a quarter will becomc
freely soluble tho first scason. Now, as we can get three o
four times as much phosphoric acid in floats as we can get in
a complete fertilizer for the same money, we think it economy
to buy it, put on three or four times as muech, and let the
crop be three or four times as long getting it. In this way.
s0 far as phosphoric acid is concerned, we manure for thre
or four scasoms at the cost of manuring for one season wid
an acid phosphate.

4. We should much prefer linseed meal {0 cotton-seed fon
fecding to young pigs; but we thiok shorts probably quite as
good, if fed in muk. The shorts and milk furnish the samc
clements as thbe oil meals, except the fats, which are mostly
absent in :kimmed milk. By the new process, nearly all the oil
is taken out of linsced, so that the lioseed-cake has only threu

. or four per cent, ur less thanr pew mdk., Thete is something
in cotton tced which mukes it differ from linseed, in being
usually much less digestible, especially to young animals.
Even with mature bcasts, we have to bc more c.utious i.,
feeding cotton-secd mcal than linsecd.

5. Yes, linseed 1s nice fur calves, if fced with discretion, in
connection with other food. But the new process linseed cake,
having the oil so completely extractcd, is ioferior for this pur
pose to unpressed linseed meal, For feeding, linsecd meal
with the a1l in it is much the best,—whioh is not truc ol
cotton seed. Dr Hosgixs.
