SCIENTIFIC AND USEFUL.

PROTECT CHEST AND SHOULDERS.—Exposing
the lungs by inadequate shielding of the chest
and back from the oold is too generally prac-
tised, especially among the ladies. To cover
the chest alone, most carefully, is not enough ;
there should be a thick covering between the
shoulders.

How To AvoIp A CoLp.—If a cold settles on
the outer covering of the lungs, it becomes
Pneumonia, inflammation of the lungs, or lung
fever, in many cases carries off the strongest
man to the grave within a week.

with no friendly warning. It i8 of the most
practical importance, then, in wintry weather,
to know not 80 much how to cure a cold a8 how
toavoid it. Cold always comes from one cause
~—some part of the body being colder than na-
tural for a time., If a person will keep his feet
warm always, and never allow himself or her-
8elf Lo be chilled, he or she will never take cold
in a lifetime; and this can only be accomplish-
ed by due care in warm clothing and avoidance
of drafts and exposure. While multitudes of
colds come from cold feet, perhaps the majority
arise from cooling off too quickly after becoming
a litlle warmer than is natural from exercise or
work, or from confluement in a warm apart-
ment,
