The Margay, or American tiger-cat, isa
litle smaller than the ocelot, and not quite
so handsome.

inches. Ofall the American Felide the Mar-
gay Cat approaches nearest the domestic cat

ratsit exterminates. It is said to make, when
caught young and well treated, avery decile
ammal.

America to Paraguay. Even huaters seldom
see it save along the margins of watercourses,
a very favorite resort for forest-dwellers geasr-
ally.— W. T Hosnady, in March St. Nickolas.
