The following paragraph is from the Daily News
of Jduly 21: Prof. T\ L. Walker, of the mineealo-
gical depurtment of Toronto University, arrived trom
the East last night and will spend a couple of weeks
in and around Nelson, It wus Prof. Walker whe
discovered tungsten in the frec-amilling gold ores of
Sheep Creck valley,  Tungsten is used in the mann-
facture of steel, its presence preserving the temper
of the steel in spite of heating.  So far the mos=t
extensive supply known to exist in Canada is in
Sheep Creek valley.  The mineral is worth $1,235 poer
Ib.  Prof. Walker has visited Kootenay muny times,
The objeet of the present visit is to obtain material
for inclusion in a veport on the extent of Canada’s
supplies of tungsten,

The Government of Nova Scotia, as anthorized by
special statute, bas appointed a commission of three
wmenmbers of the General Assembly of Nova Scotia
to enquire into and report upon the cconomie effect
of a limit to a working day for the workmen em-
ployed in the various industries of the provinee,
with special reference to the effeet of limitations on
the following matters:

The quantity of silver-dead ove shipped througn
Kaslo during the month of July, as shown by the
KNoolenatan, was 591 tons, and of zine 1,072 tons
The mines that shipped the former were:  White-
water, 276 tons; Rambler, 37 tons; Ruth, 84 tons;
Reco, 60 tons; Sunset, 41 tons; Whitewater Deep,
23 tons; Empress, 10 tons; Silver Glance, 10 tons.
Of the zine ore, 1,034 tons were from the White-
water Deep, and 38 tons from the Goodenough. The
silver-lead ore all went to the Trail smelter.  The
Whitewater zine was shipped to Bartlesville, Okla-
homa, and the Goodenough zine to the Canada Zine
Company’s works at Nelson.  The total quantity
shipped through Kaslo during the seven expired
wonths of 1908 is 3,030 tons of silverdend ove wnl
4,005 tons of zine.

A press despateh from Ketcehikan, southeast Alas-
ka, states that Superintendent Bennett has arvived at
Ketehikan, on his way to Hadley, Prince of Wales
Island, to prepare the smelter there for a resumption
of operations, and that it is expected smelting will
be in progress by the first week in September.  The
smelting works referred to were built and equipped
under the management of Mr. Paul Johnson, and
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operated by hin, and Iater by Mr. Thes. Kiddie, for
the Alaska Smeting and Refining Company, which
last year passed into the hands of a receiver.  An
ather report is to the effect that the Mamie mine,
near Hadley, formerly owned by the Brown-Alaska
Company, which was associated  with  the Alaska
Smelting and  Refining Company, has been sold o
Mre, Sam. L Silverman and associntes, who also own
the neighbouring Stevenstown mine.

The London City Trade Braneh representative of
the Canadian Treade Commissioner Sevvice in the
course of his report of April 30, last, said: A\n -
quiry was received as to whether the Dominion is a
producer of a variety of garnets which iz heing used
to some extent for abrasive purposes and fmported
from various sources. In the sample which we were
shown, the stones were, as a ruie, smaller than a pea,
and we understand they have to be washed previous
to shipment.

It is, however, stated that gar-
nets of a similar elass are being produeed in the
Adirendack region of New York state, to the exteni
of some L0000 and 5,000 tons per annun. Under
these cireumstanees, it is possible that svme action re-
garding the development of some of the Canadian de-
posits which are favourably sitwated for shipping
purposes might be practicable.”

The Omineca Herald, of Hazelton, Skeena River,
the first issue of which was published on July 11, on
that date gave the following information relating to
the new placer gold field at Ingenien (or Ingenika, a3
it is sometimes written) : “The pack-train rate from
Hazelton o Ingeniea is 25 cents per lb. .\, Mavks,
a wining man from Grant’s Pass, Oregon, is out
from Ingenica, where he was for three months. e
says: “The gold taken out of the Ingenica and tribu-
taries is coarse wherever rimerock is struck. The
men in there have had no show to prospeet the
ground up to now. Those who came in last Marel:

self. T intend to go back as soon us T ontfit” ”
