Tis is a reprint of the late Dr. Chalners' ¢ Sabbath
Scripture Readings,” which we noticed when recently
published among his postbumous works. They ure now
issued in a more convenient form, wit beautiful clear
type,and both their size and stylo do credit to the
judgement and good taste of tho publishers. “Tho Sab-
bath Scripture Readings difler from cvery other por-
tion of Dr. Chalmers’ writinge In tho rest of his
avorks tho consciousness that what he penned ould
meet the public eyo must havo been present with him,
inducinyg a certain degree of restraint or caution, but
here no such influence operated upon his mind, here
wo have the fruit of his seeret meditations on Holy
Scripturs, to which during his lifetime nono were per-
mitled tobave aceess. Their nature and substance aro
so graphically described by the Rev. Dr. Hanna, his
son-in-law, in his cloquent preface, that we cheerfully
transcribe his sentiments in preference to any that we
could ourselves express on the subject. Tl says:—

¢ The * Hone Biblice Sabbaticro’ dilfer both in forin
and substance fram the ¢ Horm Biblicze Quotidiange!
Written amid the quiet of the day of rest, they rise to
a highor region and breathe a calmer and a holier air,
‘They are contemplative and devotional, passing gene-
rally into direct addresses to the Deity. But, though
springing from, and grounded upon, the portions of
Seripture which had just been read, these Sabbath
Musings are not limited to the topies which the Seripture
passages embrace. The meditative faculty takes its

Word has raised at, bus it soars freery and broadly
away. And the region oftenest visited, and from which
it brings.the richest treasures, is the inner cirele of
the private and the personal.  References are continu-
ally occurring 1o thuse iacidents, whther of 8 public or
more private charzcter, by which he was particularly
intercsted,or wherein « ~ was personally enaaged.

As the ** Horm Sabbatica” were kept by their ve-
werated author in #:rict secluxion, unseen even by his
nearest relative, considerable delicacy was felt re-
garding theie publication, and ihis point Dr. Hanna pro-
cvods with equal Leatty of expressicn end discriming-
tion to discuss as follows :—

» The ¢ Quotidianz’ vilames lay where access was
not forbidden, they wero shown eccasionally toa fami-
liar friend, but to no eye, not cven to that of Lis
nearest relative, were ghe * Sabbaticse” ever exposed.
Whilst a0 difficulty, therefore, was felt as to the publica-
tion of the one, a difficulty has been felt as to the pub-
fication uf the other. It wasareginn—that secret cham-
ber of his innermost thoughts and emotions—which lav
very deeply buned fiom the pubEeeye—which ho
never voluntarily exposed - whicl he sensitively puanl-
cd against access and invasion.  Qught 1hat vail which

‘e drew so cafefully around it to be lifted off ; ought
that to be exposed to the public eye which he would
Limsef bhave 50 sensitively shrunk from  presenting to
it? This is a question in some ‘of its applications of
exceeding diflizulty , but yet suely there are the hth
est ana bestreasons for lifting up that vail, at least so
far tha thote swho have scen’ _2:im only as he walked
in all the colossal proportions of bis loftier and wore:

path of rectitude, which would bo considered as of no
moment by tho werldly-minded or the mere professor
of religion, will be viewed with feelings of abliorrence,
and be repented of with the deepest contrition and seltt
abascwient by the scrions Christian,  In fact the more
pous and sincere any man s in the servico of God, the
stronger will bo his detestation of every tranigression,
whether by thoaglit, word, or deed, of the Divine law ;
and heneco the carnestness and strength of language
with which wo find Dr. Chalimers sometimes bowailing
1 the nfirnutics of Ins nature. I tho last voluma of his
! lifo wo read that he repreached himselt severely on ono
+ gecadion for cating too luxuriously at supper, when, in
‘ reality, there was littlo or no ground for seltreproach,
' but he was usually so abtemious in bis habits, that the
slightest indulgence was looked upon as an effence.—
Now his conduct in this indtanco explains why it is that
| he deals so frequently in solf’ reproachesin the ** Hore
i Sabbaticre”  Without this portion of' his works wo
should have known com]-aralivclf- linle of his inner
lifo as a Christian; from it wo learn tho intensity of
hig love both toward God and man, and yet that with
all his faith and love he was ngt cxempt fiom trials and
temptations.—Londunderry Sentine.
