eart was slmost sick with hope deferred, so

e e was the vigil for the good ship City of
Brussels. Ever since the ominous silence which

disaster at sea, there has been patient, anx.
i:::%ching. Neuws came at internlf, a8 luckier
vessels spoke her, and brought to land the intel-
ligence that she was struggling bravely against the
g sdverse inflnences to discharge the grave re-
,ponslbllity her gallmt. and able commander had
sndertaken when he sailed out of New York har
bor on the alst of April, amid the thunder of guns
and the echoing cheers of s fervent multitude, Ex-
tation rose to fever heat on Friday last, when
the telegraph informed us that one of her officers
tad lended near Queenstown, from the Russia, in
saarch of tugs, and had reported his steamer to be
only 370 miles west. The Challenger and another
jmmediately started in quest. From the following
dav, thercfore, eyes were.ntraintd over the ocenn,
smeeping the western horizon for the frat uprise of
her Epars. Sunday passed, and tken Monday, with-
out a sign appearing, and dissppointment began to
overspread all miode. It did not occur to the
msny that the rough weather which prevailed
doring the period when she would have r.eached
Queenstown wauld not only prevent her facing the
harbour, but hide her from the view of those on
¢hore. Yet this was ~\vhat actnally occm:red.
Captain Watkins, the efficient commander, decided
to push on to lis goal, aud gave no hiut to the
Queenstoninns thiat the object of their watch was
passing at last, .
Jluw SHB WAS DISCOVERED.
There was every likclihood thet the City of
Brussels was about to steal a march on England as
well as Ireland, She rounded the Irish coast, and
swept o long way up the channel before discovery
was made. On Tuesdsy momiog the Waterford
steamer Zophyr (Capt. O'Donxell) passed her, re-
cogaised her, and pave her greeting. When Mr.
0'Donnell 1enched Liverpool be reported the weet-
ing, and the news flashed through the town like
wild fire. Curiously enough her owner was the
{irst inhabitant of Liverpool te sight her. He had
arrived from America on the previous day, per tho
City of Richmond, and was eagerly waiting for the
City of Brussels. Farly on Tuesday moroing he
swept the sea with his glass, from his elevated
residence at Upton, and was gladdened when his
ze was interrupted by the familiar bulk of the
City of Brussels, She was gliding slowly, and the
distinct liues of smoke falling into her wake proved
that there wero tugs doing duty, Information was
immediately transmitted to the office, erc long the
Teiler was sent dowa the river to agsist the truants
home.
MEETING OF KINDRED HEARTS.
At halfpast eleven the tog Spindrift got under
welgh, carrylog rome officials of the company, a
detachment of pressmen, and two geatlemen repre-
senting Meesrs. Thomas Cook and Son, tourist
manpgers. About four miles from the point of de-
parture we came up with the great steamer, nud she
at once opened her hospitable ports to recelve us.
The pilgrims crowded the decks aod leaned over
the bulwarks. full of gladuness that they had at length
a substantinl prospect of stretching themselves on
firm eorth, and they gave hearty grecting to all who
came o bourd. Shortly afterwards the tug Knight
Templar rusaed alongside, beartng on her deck a
deputation from the Liverpool Cathelic Clab includ-
ing Mr.J. J. Yates, the president, Mr, T. Martin,
Mr, J. Stananought, Mr. W. A, Matheson. Nr.
Mactio Rankin, Mr. J. Prendlville, Mc. T. W.
Hughes, Mr W. Adnir, Mr. J. Berry, Mr. J.. J.
Byroe, &c:  Cheurs, hearty and prolonged, cchoed
from vessel to vessel when the function of the new-
comerg wag dlscovered ; and immediately afterwards
thero was a sccond and equally enthusiastic demon-
stration when the tug Wonder was descried, with
Father Nugent on the bridge. An entbusiastic
Canadian, with a ldng memory, roarcd out the name
of the rev. gentlemen the moment ho saw him,and
the whole body of pilgrims instantly raised n series
of thundering harrahs, which did mot cease until
the whole party were handshaking, Father Nugent
eame to welcome macy old fricnds, but he was also

League, and ho was accompanied by father Ring,
Mr. Charles McArdle, Mr. Bernard Hunnin, and Mr.

cheering and waving their caps, and the crowded
tug gave forth responsive thundera, A call for a
farewell to Captain Watkins was honoured with three
times thres, and the last hurrah was given to the
brave master of the Challenger, who had faced the
Atlantic, hunted up the steamer, and come home
as her consort. Then Mr. Tansey uofurled his
splendid flag of green to the breexe, and the Papal
arms wrought in gold, glittered over the waves of
the Mersey. A proud look came iato bis eyes—a
look ominous to transgressors—as he hoisted the
historic colours, and kept erect the emblem of faith
and nationality, Tke tug sped on her way in bright
sunshine, past the massive walls, colossal.docks,
and stately warehousca on one side, and the grecn
of fields relleved by the white of countless villas
oo the other. As we neared the landing stags we
saw that our amrival was awalted —that some
mysterious magnetic current had heralded the crent,
The northern portion of the etage waa densely
covered with eager people, while hundreds of rac-
jog figures flitted along the dock plers, converging
on the common centre. Hore was an ovation, but
for one moment a sileat one. The nextthe mass
heaved and throbled, and as the tug swung op-
posite and disclosed the waving standard, one great
shout of welcome and triumph pealed out from
thousands of lusty throats, aud echoed along the
river. Tho pllgrims angwered as lustily, and the
cheering became louder and more resonant till it
grew hoarse in frantic exultation as Mr. Taosey
swept the flag in circles round his head. The police
bad to make way for the landing so iudiscriminately
cnthusiastic was the pressure of the swarm-hearted
throng.
ADDRESS OF WELOOXE.

The whole party, on escaping from nccessary
customs inquisition, drove directly to the Adelphi
Hotel, under the ggis of Mr, Yates, whose
thoughful attentions were simply above all praise,
On nssembling In the building, the following ad-
dress was read and prescnted by Father Nugent:

“ Reverexp Siw, Lanikd AND GENTLEWEN.~We
offer you our hearty congratulations upon
your safe arrival, after a long and anxious voy-
age across the ocean. Throughout thiy kingdom
an intense anxiety was manifested regarding the
fate of the City of Brussels. Men of every shade
of oploion now rejolce, and thank God—the one
Father of all—that you have been delivered from
tke perils and dangers of the deep. We, Catho-
licg, welcomse you to our shores, and coogratulate
you upon the herolsm and loyalty which bhave
drawn you from your distant homes tu* celebrate in
the cternal City of Rome the Pontifical jubilee of
our Holy Father PiusIX. Animated with the same
love and veneration to the Supreme Pontiff which
has inspired you to cross an ocean and a ccentinent,
to offer the homago of a great people to his august
person, we 8eize this opportunity to honounr your
self-sacrificing devotion, whick has aver been the
Leroic characteristic of our ancient rrce. The
Irish people have throughout their chequered
history eet an example of loyalty to the Beoc of
Peter which neither time nor latitnde can impair,
and which justifies the statement of a distinguished
prelate that the Emerald Isle is the brightest gem
in the Papal tiam. You, our kindred in blood,
whose fortunes are cast so far away from the cradle
of our race, by jolning in this gread pilgrimage—to
form one of the two thousand streams of faith now
rolling to Rome~have shown that you are truse to
the imperishable traditions of our ancestry. We
hail you then, as most worthy brothere, and while
bidding you welcome, we pray you Ged-speed on
your holy misgion.”

Father Dowd eaid he had not expected so hearty
n welcome. They bad met with difiiculties and
delays, but they had confidence in God as their
safeguard, They cheered themselves with exercises
that lighteaed the way. They had their mnss oun
every morning except three, The roll of the sea
prevented it on the 23rd of April, and then the
failing of their altar wine deprived them of the
consolation on two days, From the beginning of
the month of May regular exercises were held in
honour of our Blessed Mothor. He might almost
say they were to e envied by those on land forthe
manaer in which they were able to go through their
devotions. They went through them fervently, and
with the solemnity of a full choir of vacal music.
All the passengers took partin chenting the Litany
to the Virgin, Thus were they cnabled to bear their
disappointmont, and confirmed in the impression
that, though they Lad something to bear, they were
under the protection of God and through Bis gnid-
ance would reach the end they sought. He thought
it but justice te say that the captain of the ship,the
officers, and the entire crew vied with each other
in showing them kindness (Lear, hear), in trying to
alleviate the disappointment to the utmest of their
power. It was impossible, under tho circumstances,
to have got on better. Ho thanked his Liverpool
friends for their warm msnifestation of feeling,
They knew it was not intended for them personally,
but was inapired by the common cauge in which
thoy were enligted. It would ultimately reach the
Holy Father, The objact ofthe pilgrimage was to
take partin his celebration, aud their Liverpool
friends participated by their kindness and sym-
patby. Ho thanked them once again very sincerely
(aprlause).

Father Nugent (who was much moved) said that
if Liverpool only expressed its real feelings the re-
ception would have been very different. They saw
how thepoor people greeted them, and every .Cath-
olic of pisition in the town would ba as pleaged fo.
take patt. The uncertninty thoy had been in as to
the arrival of the vessel and the opportunity for
doing anything, had defeated the kindest intentions,
and the spirit that had been displayed by the gentle-
men around must be taken as characteristic of
‘leerpo‘pl generally (hear, bear). They wished tc
show gratitude to God and hearty: sympathy with
the pilgrima. He was under partioulsr obligations
to Fathsr Dowd and the people of Canada for what
they had done for him in the past. He nevercould
forget 1, and anything he bad put into the words
of the alldress was but-n poor expression of his
grateful feclings towards Father Dowd personally
and the Canadian people in every patt ofthe coun-
try he had visited (applause). . .

notice, an elegant luacheon. Mr JJ Yates, as
chlef host, accapled the chalr, and Mr T Martin the
vicechair. On either side of the chalrman sat Revs
P Dowd, M Dounuelly, F J Lynch, W Spencer, and
Bradley; Major General Newton, &c. Ainopgst
the local guests not already named were Mr Sweeney,
Mr Madden, Me FJ McAdam, Mr J Twomey, Mr
Joknson, &c. After luncheon,

The Chairman ssid one toast stood out as pre-
eminently belouging to all Catholic gatherings, and
it was the toast of him in whose cause, and to hon-
our whom, their guests were there on their way to
Rome (appianse). Therefore that was & peculintly
fitting occasion on which to proposc the health of
tho head of the Church, and the members of the
Catholic Club and some ¢f the clergy of Liverpool
were assembled to welcome th-se who for five or
six weeks had beco,as it were, mastyre in the
Pope's cause (spplanse). The health of the Holy
Father was one that was alwaye reccived by Catho-
lics with the utmost cathusiasm; and ho (the
speaker) wau sure that the Pope wonld look upon,
as gneof the brightest jewels In his crown, the
tributes of affection that were brought to him un
the occasion of his jubilee by rilgrims from all parts
of the world (loud applause.)

The toast was warmly honoured.

The Chairman next proposed the toast of ® The
Queen,” He rid that the majority of the American
pilgrims who were on their way to liome were,
like the Liverpool gentlemen present, subjects of
her Mmjesty the Queen (loud applausc). Thero
were no mare devoted subjects of her Majeaty than
the Catholica of England, Ireland, and Canada ; and
whenever they lLiad been called upon to do so,they
had shown in the strongest poszille semre thelr
affection to the throne (applause).

The toast was heartily drunk.

Mr. Thomas Martin proposwd ¢ The Health of
the Pilgrims.” He expressed regret that the task
liad not been placed in abler handz, but said that no
gentleman in that assemblage or in Liverpool felt
a greater respect than bhe did for those who had
that day arrived amougst them (applause). The
pligrime on their way to psy their devout tribute
of respect to the Holy Father, and he might tell
them—-but of that fact they were no doubt already
aware—that the long prolongation of their voyage
to England bad caused a deal ofanxiety (applausc).
Day after day prayers had been offered up for their
happy deliverauce, and when it was annouuced to
them that morning that the noble ship in which
they had sailed fromAmerica had succeeded in reach-
ing the shores of England, thererwas not & man in
Liverpool—he might vcoture io sny in the whole
country—who was not pleased and gratified beyond
measure (loud applanse). Thepilgrims were not by
any means to measure the hospltality of the Catho-
llcs of Liverpool by the meagre cotertainment which
hed been eoffered them (hear, hear), Their arrival
had taken the club by surprise,and they had to
make their arrangementa on a very short notice
(applause). In conclusion, Mr, Martin coupled
with tho toast of # The Pilgrims” the namo of Fa-
ther Dowd, their ploacer (loud applause),

The toast having been honoured with cnthu-
slasm,

Tho Rev. Father Dowd, who was cordially
greeted, responded. He #aid that he must correct
bis friend’s description of him as the ploncer of the
pilgrimage. Thoe idea of the pilgrimage originated
with one Catholic sooiety, which well represented
tho Catholic feeling of the Irish inhabitants of
Montreal, Perhaps it was not to much too say
that the project originated with the president ol
that society, Who thought it would be a bacoming
ard welcome thing that there should be a pilgrim-
age of the Irish Cntholica of Canada to Rome.
The welcome which had been given to them they
received net ns intended for themselves, but as an
evidence of the fervour in the cauge in which they
were all engaged, (applacse). Thepil grime thought
that their journey to Rome from such a distant
country as Canada would convince some people
that Catholics loved the Holy Father whom they
had seen persecuted and robbed ; and were willing,
as was shown by oven their small offerings, to re-
placo that of which he had been deprived, go that
men might be convinced that Fius IX. was en-
throned In the hearts of his people throughout the
whole babitable world (loudapplause). When upon
theit journey they reached New York they receiveda
similar display of kindness. Butas they had ar-
rived at the early hour of eight o'clock, the recep-
tion did not show that magoificent display of num.
bers which they had witnessed that day. The
hardships which they were said to bave gone
through did not deserve suchname, Infact,to tell
the truth, ho thought they never had so much fun
in their lives, (laughter) _If they had been called
upon to undergo hardships he hoped they would
have been willing te do so, even to the cxteut
of shipwreck ; if needs be, be hoped they would be
willing to give up their lives In the holy cause
(spplause). In again thankiog them, ke reminded
them that seven years of his own ministry had
been spent in Drogheda, and he had then an op-
portunity of knowlng something of what the spirit
of the Catholics of Liverpool was, and he hoped
they would not think him ungrateful if ho said ho
was prepared to gew that they were willing to do
something to show their respect for the Holy
Father (applause).

The toast of “ The Ladies" was given with cap-
tivating eloquence by Mr. W. Madden, and ac-
knowledged by Father Dowd who spoke as yencral
father of them all and paid them a high tritute for
their conrage under every trial,

The proceedings then concluded,

AT THE CATURDRAL.

As became good Catholice, grateful to God for
Lringiog them through all perile, the pilgrims
then proceeded to the I'ro-Cathedral, which was
brilliantly lighted and prepared for Benediction,
His lordship the bishop had purposed meetiop
them, and assisting in the solemn service of
thankaglving, but was nnavoidably detained qut of
town. A full congregation assembled in the spaci-
ous church, and joined devoatly in prayer and
pralée. Father Spencer was the ofiiciating priest.
Before the clore of the ceremonial, Father Mc.
Loughlin, Redemptorist, delivered a brief discourie.
He said he welcomed a thourand times hia fellow
Catholics from America, and be felt suve that he
expreesed the feelings of the lord bishopof the
diocese and the clergy and the people when he eai
that they were extremely delighted to see them
axsembled within the walle of that church. From
the day that the Catholics of this country heard
that the pilgrims bad recvived the blessing of the
Cardinsl-Archbigshop of New York, that the pilgrim
ship hoisted the 1'apal colours, aud that the other
ships in the Bay of New York full back to give
them the honour of precedence, the Catholic priests
and people felt deeply interested in their voyage
over the Atlantic.  When news reached England
of the accident that had happened to the City of
Rrussely, the noxiety was intesse; but now they
Lad arrived in safety. ‘The anxfety of some of the
passengers on board the ship during thoee long
tedious wecks on the ocean must have been some-
thing like the anxiety of Columbusand thosec whom
his historic ehip carried to discover that great
country from which the pilgrims came. Iu thelr
peril tho pilgrime had their Lest prayers and warm-
est sympathier, and that day, thauk God, they had
their heartiest congratulations. Though the Catho-
Yica of Liverpool conld not go with the pilgrime to
Rome, their Learts’ best aflections would be with
them, and he asked them to Iay them at the fect of
the great Pontiff of Rome, and to tell him that,
while they were assembled in that church to celo-
brate a Te Deum for their safe arrival, there whs
also being celebrated there, andin every other Ca-
tholle church in Liverpool, anovena in honour of
the Pope's jubilee, He hoped the blessing of God
would accompany them (o their journey’s end.

BACK TO THE ROTEL.

On returning to the hotel there were & couply of
hours to spare before resuming the journey, A
largo crowd bad assembled in the vicinity of the
cathedral, and the Canadians werc made the objects
of a warm demonstration asthey came forth. Round
the hotel, too, thero were many pcople equally
sympathetik,  The interval was speat in pleasant
converse, snd svery moment deejieed the liking
which bad sprung up betwcen the visitors and their
friczde. Father Dowd made eyes light up when le
moved or spoke. General Newton charmed every-
one by his frank and uaaflected courtesy. Fatner
Sheehy awoke admiration for Lis stalwarth figure
and jovlal manner, Father Dowling was the es-
gence of quiet politness. Alderman Mullin was
sought out, becauso he expressed bis opinlons with
American brevity and point. Mr. Tansey was cver 8
centre of gossip and interest, and ke refused to grow
tired pleasing all zound. Some of the Liverpool
gentlemen, with a thoughtfalness that did them
credit, were assiduous in waiting upon the ladies,
1t was a happy family, nearly onc hundred strong
and the happiness made each unit feel ss if ac-
qualntance had been perpetual, not merely scraped
up a few hours before.

AU TRYOIR,

The hands of the clock flew round, nnd the golden
minutes were passing. Messre, Coek and Son, living
embodiments of punctuality and steam, were inex-
orable, The Pullman train was timed to leave at
10.40 p.m., and a move must be made. Whal a
pity that the wicked gea should bave despotically
absorbed the long weeks, and left aflectionate friends
but the minutes. A moenth of weary watching,
hoping, praying,~acd in the end but o half day to
cnjoy the triumph, But repiaing is valn. The
travellers take up their bundics and depart. The
Central Station was throoged. Opc hundred men
of the Total Abstinence League, with insignia, oc-
cupied the platform, relieving "police and railway
officials of duty. A limited number of non-pilgrims
paes the cordon. The station is bung with goy
bunting, American and British. The files of pil-
grims pass in, and up the avenue between lines of
carriages, and theslofty roof of the. station vibrates
with the cheers. Then all is confusion, Ladiesare
gecurely packed in the luxurlous cars, and Juggage
stowed away by the ton. Final moments ate made
most of for fresh adieux, The pilgrims mass to-
gether while they wait, and sing *'Tara’s Hall
it F'aith of our Fathers,” and 8 hymn {0 the Dope.
The time for departure arrives, yet still the train is
motionless, There is anotber interval of prace,
utilised for fresh demontrations, fresh vocalising.
At length the moment comes when engines wil
walt no longer, the voyage:s take their places, the

‘whistle sounds, aud the line of cara is in motion,
Then the cheers g up anew, the pilgrims give echo

Thero was great
excitement when the City of Richmond was
sighted, and much curiosity when the little
boat was rowed to her, Chess were exchang-
ed st the parting, Ascension Thursday brought
