When still youog he altracted the
attention ot prominent aportlng men as
s likely runner, and when he got on
s matoch with o runner named Matthemore,
he found no difficulty in getting himself back.
ed for a hall mile dash. His opponent
got slck bDefore the race, snd another
man named Moffatt considered Paddy so lit-
tle of a runner that he took Matthemore's
pisce. Young Fitzgerald had thiegs so much
his own way that herose very rapidly In the
estimation of his admirers. He now began
to do five and ten mliles in good time, and
leit Montreal when he was in his twenty.firat
yoar to seek fresh ficlds and pastures new,
having no more competitors here, all fightlng
shy of him,

Up to this time he had never been beaten
in a matoh race and the raonners were very
much afrald of him. He went ont West on
leaving Montreal and met eoversl ficst-rate
men with varylng success. He had always
been & strong healthy boy, snd at this time
was 5 fest 104 inches In helight and welghed
about 170 pounds In oomdition. He
got on some profilable races and made
a reputation, which he has never lost,
for square running. The firet big six days’
go-ag-you-plesgse found him smongst the
entsies and he made a capltal race, finlsh-
Ing second In & field where, as In
the present instance, the best men In the
world were competitors. In his next essay
In this class of racing he Lad so farimproved
in style and had galued g0 much experience
that he landed himself an easy winner. His
next attempt leit him a pecond place, and his
last two efforts as o 8lx days' pedestrinn have
stamped him, a8 the winner,a pedestrian ihe
guperlor of anything In the world. He had
peveral notable short races on besldes
these big engagemonts, one belng his trial
with Johnny Raine, of Oitawa, by whom
he was only just beaten in a mlle race. Ralne
being the best mile man In the world, bar
Oummings, this was coneidersd a good per-
formance., He then ran a race against time,
and puat in eleven miles inslde of an hour.
His career as a pedestrian has been without
discredit, and he 1s well olted by every mem-
ber of the fraternity. Just after the conclusion
of the last race, his admirera and frienda in
hig place of residence, in Long Island Olty,
offered him a seat in the muniolpal couneil,
an honor which he socepted, and in the en-
joyment of which he still remains. His su-
perhuman efforts in prepamtion for and
ruaning his big races, have made him pra-
matursly old, and In nappearance he
is a man of 45 yeara of age.
