LonpoN, June 28.—In the Hounee of Com-
noos this eveping Sir James Fergusson atated
that information of the intention of Englapd tn
gesuwe the protectorate of Zanzibar bhad been
sent to the government of France. The note
‘bad not reached M. Ribot when that gentleman
Jelivered his speech in the French Chamber on
Saturday.

Mr. W. H. Smith anoounced that the Gov-
ernment had resched the conclusion thev it
would bs impossible o pass the licensing clause
in the looal taxation bill in fall. Ths clsuse
proposed sn appropriation ol & certain portion
.of the new taxation on intoxicating liquors with
s view to extinguisbh licenses, and also that
power be conferred on_the County Qounoils to
purchaee and extinguish licenses. It sleo pro-
noaad the auspansion of the igsue of new licanses.
“The firat propoeal the house had spp-oved as
tar a3 Eoglaod waa concernsed ; the Government
would therefore proceed with the proposal
affecting Svotland and Irelsmd. The propoesl
to ¢rnfer upon the County Uonncils the power
to purchase and extinguish licenses would not
be proceeded with ; but the Government wonld
sak the House to agree to allow bthe money for
-tha extinotion of licenses to accumulate until
Parliament shall direct its application. Toe
proposal to suspend the issue of new licenses
281 been approved in all ivta sections snd
would remain. In accordsnce with the Gov-
sarument’s decision they would aek the Houss to
agree toan amendment by which the moneys
alloted for the extinguishment of licenses ahall
‘s invested and acsumulated until an act shall
be paesed directing how they shall be applied
The Ministry trusted the resuld of the change
would be that the money would remain for the
purpose of extinguishing licenses under auy
zetorm of the licensing laws that Parliament
may adrpb.

Mr. Gladstone thought that thes propored
amendment threatened difficulty. It would be
Sstver the Government =chould consider the
‘propriety of givins up the idea. Is was of no
practical effeot and its withdrawal would in no
sray weaken the positien of the Government,

Mr. Smith eaid the Goverpment coula nct
disregard the fict that the primciple of purchare
‘had received the spproval of the H use by a
latge majority (cries of *‘omly four”}; as all
-events, the money accumulated would be die-
nosad of by parliament. Mp, Smith further
said in anewer o a queebion by Mer. Darliog
Shab parlisment could deal with the money as
it might ohoo e.

After further debate Mr, Smith asked the
house to delay dizcussion of the matter until
Jhe amendment was reacbed. Mr., Smith moyed
the appoiotment of a select commivtee to en:
-quire into the question of the continuance of
bills from seesivn to session. Agreed.

The House of Lords was filled wish peers and
privileged persona this evening, on tha occasion
of the admimistration of the pzer’s oath to the
nawly ocreated Duoke of Olarence, Prince Albert
Victor of Wales. The Queen's message to the
lords formally apnouncing vhe bestowal of the
Jducal rank upon the prince and establishing his
abatua in the order of precedence, was resd, by
which it is ordered that he take precedence
after the Duke of Connauebt but before the
Doks of Albauy.

His FExcellency bas been made the sub-
jeet of mome impertinent comments in
the Weekly Vatican Chronicle of the
asemi-cficivus JItalic, due, it is aaid, to the
fersile pen of bhe noted Raffas’s de Cesare, who,
under varied noms de plume, furnishes ‘¢ Vati-
can news ' to several Libersl journals ; in the
Jtalic of the 20th, carrent, *' Justua ’ awserted
thav the Canadiags Goverament had furnished
its envoy with but six thousand francs for the
entire expenses of his prolonged journey ;
consequently, that after ajtrief eojoura in Paris,
Mgr. Labcllehad found himsslf panriless and

Interview With the Captain ot the Freonch

this veseel that an officer went on ehore at Bay
