DEATH OF GENERAL RADOWITZ.

In spite of the scarcity in Germany of emi-
nent public men, the death of Radowitz will be
felt there less than might have been expected,
and ‘probably less ‘than it deserves. Clever
rather than able, with many high and sterling
qualities, his social talents, on which his partial
biographer in the Chronicle affectionately dilutes,

life, an overrated man. He gained a splendid
position, but failed to keep it; and had singular
powers of acquiring personal influence, which
he freely used for political ends ; but he inspir-
ed no general confidence, was bitterly disliked

his numerous opponents, and quitted Public
life with the character of a schemer and ‘an in-
triguer, which he but half deserved. Posterity
will treat him more fairly than his contempora-
ries, and will rank him, not among the leading
minds, but among the most respectable public
men of his time.—ZLondon Guardian.

WHITEWASHING EXTRAORDINARY.

The Rev. James Williams, the well known
and philanthropic missionary, so long resident

The bon fon immediately voteg it 2
cosmetic and kalydor, and superlatively happy
did many a swarthy coquette consider herself
could she but enhance her charms by a dab of
the white brush. And now party spirit ran
high, as it will do in more civilized countries,
as to who was best entitled to preference. One
party urged their superior rank; one had got
the brush and was determined to keep it; and
a third tried to overturn the whole, that they
might obtain some of the sweepings. They did
not even scruple to rob each other of the little
share that some bad been so happy as to secure.
But soon new lime was prepared, and in a week
not a hut, a domestic utensil, a war-club, or a
garment but what was white as snow ; not an
inhabitant but-had a skin painted with the most
grotesque figures; not a pig but what was sim-
ilarly whitened, and even mothers might be
seen in every direction capering with extrava-
gant gestures and yelling with delight at the
superior beauty of their white-washed infants.”

The word * étrennes,” which is in every one’s
mouth at this season of the year, is said to de-
rive its origin from very ancient times. When
Tatius, King of the Sabines, shared the govern-
ment of Rome with its first Kjng, he is said to
have once received, on the first day of the year,
an offering of some branches cut from the sacred
grove of Strenna, the goddess of force. The
offering was interpreted as a favourable presage
to the strength and duration of the new city,
and as such was converted into an annual cus-
tom, under the name of strenne. Insubsequent
years gifts were added to the offering, the usage
became general, and has eventually descended
to the present times under the now familiar
name of dtrennes.—Parisian Correspondent of the
London Guardian.

The acceptance by the Porte of the basis of
negotiation laid down at Vienna is a step
towards the solution of the puzzle, and leaves
the Four Powers face to face with Russia.
Rumour affirms that the CzZir’s answer has
already been procured, and that it is a categori-
cal refusal. In which case there is but one
course open to us, and the next and final step is
a declaration of war. We are ready for the
alternative. Every expedient that humanity
and anxious forbearance could suggest has been
adopted to avoid it. The patience of this coun-
try has been sorely tried by secresy and delay,
and has admirably borne the trial. Satisfied
that war, if it comes, is a necessity which could
not have heen escaped except by the sacrifice of
our own honor and of the rights and interests of
Burope, we shall meet it with a clear conscience
and with steady determination. It shall not be
the less vigorously prosecuted for having been
long deferred.

1t is now certain that serious reverses have
been sustained by the Turkish arms in Asia.
They have been beaten in one or two engage-
ments, have been compelled to raise the siege of
Alexandropol, and to retire behind the frontier,
and the general in command has resigned or
been superseded. The misfortunes may have
had some share in inducing the Divan to place
itgelf in the hands of its friends, and to abandon
the demand(which was tantamount to a rejection
of their good offices) that the Principalities
should be evacuated as a condition precedent to
any negotmtion at all. Some light has at the
same time been thrown upon the position of
England and France, as understood by their
representatives at Constantinople, by the publi-
cation of the note addressed by the two Miuisters
to the Turkish authorities in answer to their
application for assistance aftex the catastrophe
at Sinope. It amounts to a refusal, and de-
fines with distinctness the twofold purpose for
which the fleets have hitherto been lying at
Constantinople—to lend a ‘ moral support” to
the Porte, and to prevent the disembarkation of
Russian troops upon any point of the Turkish
territory. This substantially accords with the
view which has been all along taken by sober

&

observers in England. It is stated, and is pro-
bably true, that positive orders have now been
sent to despatch the fleets into the Black Sea.
Even upon the supposition (which we believe
to be just) that their mission, though it may
t soon assume a different character, is still pro-
tective merely, the Euxine has, since the Sinope
disaster, become the proper place for them,
rather than the Golden Horn.

Laree Sror oN THE SUN.—The sun has lately
presented a very remarkable spot.

«It first appeared, through a telescope of
moderate power, on Nov. 18. The magnitude
of this spot, or system of spots, was very great,
its longer diameter being about 80,000 miles;
the rapidity of its changes was, therefore, very
striking. On the 21st, for instance, the whole
form, which resembled the Hebrew Aleph, had
sensibly altered from 12 to 2 o’clock, the black
open spot having elosed up-—a motion greater
than it the shores of the Mediterranean were
to close up in a couple of hours.

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THE VOLUNTARY PRINCIPLE IN CANADA.

Almost every one admits the insufficiency of
the voluntary system to preserve and extend
religious teaching throughout the scattered
population of this wide Province.—Every one
knows that from the little encouragement given
to Clergymen their fiumber is inadequate to the
wants of the people. To procure and support
religious  teachers in sparely settled districts
is a very difficult matter indeed. ~With
nothing but the voluntary to depend upon, no
one in a very fgw years would be found to take
upon him the useful and necessary, butlaborious
and unproductive offices of visiting the sick, and
burying the dead. 'The average salary of the
Clergy in Upper Canada is not over £120 per
annum—and who, on this, could Tive in a genteel
or even decent style of life, to say nothing of
thie maintenance of a family. A man of an un-
blemished character, who is diligent, punctual,
and conscientious in the discharge of his duties,
may be 30 or 40 years at work, and, on the
voluntary principle, receive less at the end than
when he began. Length of service, instead of
being a recommendation, js sometimes quite the
reverse. In other professions moderate acquire-
ments, attended with probity and industry, ave
usually crowned with success; and why should
the Clergy be a solitary exception? Let every
man, then, who wishes to see his Clergyman
_respectable and respected, and churches opened
“rrug, alike to poor and rich, join the Conserva-
tives in dividing the Reserves equally amongst
all denominations. Let the people not be led
away by the cry of the voluntary principle,—a
principle which doles out to an highly-educated
man a sslary scarcely equal to that of the
humblest mechanic; and when he becomes in-
capacitated for further service, kicks him out to
die on. some miserable pittance, doled out
« grudgingly and of necessity,” as if he were
the veriest pauper in the lantl.—Coboury Star.

MAIL ROBBERY.

We learn from the Brantford Zzpositor that
the stage coach from Hamilton was robbed on
Satuaday night of the Brantford mail bags. The
thieves who as yet remain undiscovered bad re-
moved the mail bag from the ¢ boot’ of the
conch, and then carried it to the tri\'ing shed
belonging to the Methodist church, about two
miles on this side of Brantford. Here they cut
the leather bag open, cooly untied the canvas
ones, which it contained, emptied them of their
contents, and tore open almost all the letters
 they contained. A few packages escaped their
search, and in one of these was a money letter of
considerable value, addressed to Mrs. Vaughan
of Brantford. The package from Cobourg had
evidently been destroyed, because the torn frag-
ments of a bank cheque for £25, drawn by a
gentleman of that place in favour of Mr. Greer,
of the Montreal Bank, Brantford, were found
together, with the fragments of the letter in
which it had been enclosed. The scoundrels
could make no use of the cheque, consequently
they tore it to pieces, as they did almost every
letser which they opened. The package for
Woodstock was also destroyed, and so were
those for Mount Vernon, Burford, Oakland and
Simeoe, and how many more is is, at present
impossible to tell. It is not known whether they
obtained any money or not. The mail bags
were missed on the arrival of the stage at
Brantford ; but' as the drivers are invariably
changed at the stables west of Duff ’s Hotel the,
person who drove the coach into town did not
know whether he had the mail or not the post
office suthorities did not know whether the
mail had been despatched by stage; conse-
quently the bags were not found until Sunday
worning, when they were discovered in the
corner of the shed by persons going to the
Metliodist Church.—Globe. Bkl

Tae Muxopar Fraxcmisg.—The result of
the changes in the Muncipal Franchise in cities,

within the last four years, has proved any

thing but satisfactory. Under the former sys-

tem, householders and freeholders rated at £10

per annum. and who had paid their taxes, were

entitled to vote for members of the Common

Council ; persons holding freeholds in more

than one ward, could vote in each ward ; and
the Councilmen elected held their seats for two

years, retiring by rotation, as is now the case

with the Board of Schools Trustees.

Every one of these conversatives safeguards’
has been abolished, and the widest system of
household suffrageis substituted instead. The
entire control of our Muncipal affairs rests with
the poorest, most easily corruptible, and least
intelligent class of the community. Votes are

commonly bought and sold at prices ranging
from a glass of whiskey to a hundred dollars;

while in other cases, a plank sidewalk, a sewer,

or some other more or less costly work at the
public expense, forms the consideration for a
vote.

By the scheme of ward improvements {ntro-
duced last year, a wholesale system of direct
bribery has been established, which will inevita-
bly end in some such state of things in Toronto,

as that which lately revolutionized New York.

The members for a ward may agree amongst
themselves, what improvements will best extend
their electioneering influence ; they carry those

improvements through Council, by an under-
standing with the representatives of the other
words, the basis of which is, that noinquiry shall
be made into the respective merits of the im-

provements demanded ; the result may be easily
Alderman X. gets £5000 to spend
amongst his own constituents, on condition that
Councilman -Z, has a like amount, each
undertaking to stand by the other, and so on
throughout all the wards; the compact is strong
enough to Succeed, by acting ou the fears and
interests of their colleagues: ‘and finally extrav-
agant, irresponsible expenditure is organized,
which wili double, treble, quadruple the debt of
the city, within a few years, without any tangi-
ble return in the shape of Tevenue to prevent the
pressure from becoming ruinous.

To guard against a state of things so finan-
cially disastrous, what influence or control has
the merchant, the tradesman, or the private
householder? None whatever! " National feel-
ing, religious prejudice, Jocal Jjealousies, may
each in their turn divert the current of corrup-
tion from itS ordinary channel ; but the change
will be-only temporary ; votes which can be pur-
chased it Numbers sufficient to override all op-
position, Will always be upon the market, and it
is in vain to hope for other than muddy waters
from so foul a fountainhead.
