Declaration). The legislative changes 
will make it easier for Canadian 
pharmaceutical companies to export 
their products to countries in need. 

Under the WTO agreement, member 
countries may allow patented products 
to be manufactured under licence by 
someone other than the patent holder 
for a limited period of time and in 
response to a public demand by a 
country with insufficient pharmaceutical 
manufacturing capacity. 

"These proposed legislative changes 
are broad, flexible and faithful to what 
WTO members have spent so long 
negotiating. We hope that our leading 
role encourages developed countries 
around the world to follow suit," said
