Local Contact Management
We recognize that posts have been having 

difficulties with the management of their 

local contacts, and so are committed to 

developing a solution tailored to the needs 

of our overseas trade officers.

During the summer of 1999, those Mission 

WIN functions that were affected by 

SIGNET 2000 - namely WINEax and 

WordPerfect Merge — were restored, and 

Mission WIN was made Y2K compliant. 

Periodic refreshing of Canadian data at the 

missions has also begun.
Through the efforts of our WIN Regional 

Systems Managers (RSMs) and some users 

at posts, we have received input on the 

requirements for a new local contacts man­

agement system. Watch for an update in the 

next issue ofTCS International.

Here, we discuss a few other pertinent WIN 

issues: accuracy of data, local 

contact management, and training on 

WIN Online.

WIN Training
Most WIN Champions in Europe, Africa, 

the Middle East and the Americas have 

been trained on WIN Online.
