
() Esta blish and publish a 7TUE process whereby any Athiete Who
is in the International Federation's Registered Tesding pool Or
who is entered in an International Event described in
Article 7.1 (b) may request a TUE for a documented medical
condition requiring the Use of a Prohibited Substance or a
Prohibited Method Such a TUE process shall comply with
Article 4.4 of the Code, this International Standard and the
International Standard for the Protection of Privacy and
Personal Information.

(d) Publish any mile pursuant to which thxe International
Federation will accept ZIEs granted b>' other Anti-Doping
Organizations.

(e) Promptly report to WADA, tbrough ADA MS, thxe granting of ail
ZlLEs, including the approved substance or method, dosage,frequeno>' and route of administration, the duration of the

.Z1,any conditions inxposed in connection with the TUE and
its entire file.

(f) Promptly report the granting of a TU to the relevant National
Anti-Doping Organization and National Federation.

(g) At WADA s request, promptly provide its entire file on any
TUE which han been denied.

7.2 Each National Anti-Doping Organization shail:

(a) Establish a TUEC as provided lu Article 6.

(b) Identify and publish those categories of Athietes within its
jurisdiction who are required to obtain a TUE before using a
Prohibited Substance or a Prohlbited Method At a minimum,
this shall include ail Athletes in thxe National Anti-Doping
Organization's Registered Testing Pool and other national-
level Athletes as defined b>' the National Amti-Doping
Organization.
