The Department of External Affairs announced
that Mr. Nicolas A. Anlssas presented today to His
Excellency the Governor General at Government House his
Letter of Credence as Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of Gresce to Canada.

Mr. L.B. Pearson, Secretary of State for
External Affairs, was present. Hr. H.F. Feaver, Head of
Protocol Division, presented Mr. sAnissas to His Excellency
the Governor General. Mr. Steve G. Rockanas, Secretary
at the Greek Embassy, accompanied the Ambassador.

Mr. Anissas entered the Greek Ministry -of
Foreign affairs in 1919 and served successively at Berlin,
Prague, Moscow, Berne, Addis-Ababa and Buenos Aires. In
1946 he was appointed Head of the Administrative and Legal
Division of the Ministry and in 1949 Head of the Personnel
Division. In November 1950 he was nominated to succeed

Mr. Sakellaropoulo as Ambassador of Greece to Canada,
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
