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passing the motion I have just made, this
house cannot sit to-night beyond eleven
o'clock, except by unanimous consent.

Mr. LAPOINTE: 1 am sure if the Hansard
staff were consulted they would rather sit
after eleven o'clock than come back to-morrow
morning and finish the work.

Mr. WOODSWORTH: 1 doubt that very
much. If we give consent now it should be
on the distinct understanding that under no
circumnstances shall we sit after eleven o'clock.
I for one do not care to give consent without
an undertaking of that kind.

Mr. BENNETT: I think the hon. gentleman
bas not yet realized that we cannot sit after
eleven o'clock without a motion, and since
that motion would have to he madle by
unanimous consent bis objection at that
moment would preclude the possibility of the
bouse sitting beyond eleven o'clock.

Motion agreed to.

SPECIAL WAR REVENUE ACT

CONCURRENCE IN 5ENATE AMENDMENTS

Hon. E. N. RHODES (Minister of Finance)
moved the second reading of and concurrence
in amendments made by the Senate to Bill
No. 102, to amend the Special War Revenue
Act.

Mr. RHODES: This amendment reduces the
tax payable on insurance premniums by outside
mnutuals froma fifteen per cent to ten per cent.
This reduction lias been made in consequence
of representations which were made after the
billpassed this house, and the amendment, was
made in the Senate at our request.

Mr. HOWARD: Is the ainendment accapt-

able to the government?

Mr. RHODES: Yes, under thecircumstances.

Motion agreed to; amendments read the

second time and concurred in.
