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building grain elevators in that locality to 
serve the south shore?

Hon. Eric W. Kierans (Postmaster General):
They have already been dealt with. The con­
ditions are normal in Hamilton, Welland and 
Toronto today, and they are just about nor­
mal in Montreal also.

Mr. Lewis: What does “normal” mean,?

An hon. Member: Chaos and confusion.

Mr. Macquarrie: I have a supplementary 
question, Mr. Speaker. Is it the position of the 
Postmaster General that the backlog of 500,000 
letters in Montreal as reported today is a 
normal circumstance?

Mr. Kierans: The figure is wildly exag­
gerated, Mr. Speaker.

Hon. Marcel Lambert (Edmonton West): I
have a supplementary question for the Post­
master General. Does he also intend to restore 
to the public the service which was provided 
by the Post Office Department?

Mr. Kierans: I think that the service is 
improving considerably—

An hon. Member: That is nonsense.

Mr. Kierans: —and when we take into ac­
count the fact that over 90 per cent of the 
people in the two unions favour the five day 
week, I think that this is a pretty good batting 
average.

Mr. Lambert (Edmonton West): I am talking 
about service to the public.

Mr. Speaker: I believe that the question as 
asked by the hon. member could easily be 
put on the order paper, and if there is any 
urgency, I would gladly come back to it with 
the hon. member to discuss it at the time of 
adjournment.
