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Mr. Speaker: I point out to the House that it would be
very hard to dispute, if one looks at the statistics, that the
hon. member and his colleagues have been treated by
the Chair other than with almost antiseptic care to give
them the benefit of every right that an hon. member has
in this Chamber.

That does not mean that every member sitting where
they are is always going to agree with the Chair any more
than it means that members elsewhere are going to
agree with the Chair. There is a fundamental to this
place, and that is that as long as one is in it one has to
respect the institution.

The hon. members have every right to free speech in
this place. I am doing the very best I can to maintain that
but what the hon. member just did was an attack on the
Chair, an attack on the integrity of the Chair. I am asking
the hon. member, because the hon. member knows the
sense and the mood of the House, to make it quite clear
that he regrets that and unequivocally withdraws it. Then
we can get on with the other matter which the bon.
member has a very proper and correct interest in.

Mr. Plamondon: Mr. Speaker, I made it clear at the
end of my comments that I withdrew what I said about
you, Mr. Speaker, and that I merely used those terms to
provoke a decision by the Chair to make the Prime
Minister withdraw as well. I do not think this is parlia-
mentary language, and I most emphatically withdraw
what I said. I hope the Prime Minister will do the same
with what he said about the parliamentary House leader
of the Bloc Quebecois.
