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governrnent. Therefore, the federal government should transfer
its efforts at protecting and promoting language and culture toindîviduals and iower levels of government.

In the case cf Quebec, the provincial gavertiment would likely
accept the challenge. Other provinces may not choose Co do se,but we believe the prerogative should lie with the provinces as towhether they want ta promote language and culture within their
jurisdiction.

The federai goverument would maintain and even revitalize
its raie in preventing discrimination of minorities wherever inCanada they may be. We believe the. federal gavernment shanld
pravide the glue that helps hold us ail together, no matter where
we are from, no matter what our cultural heritage, na matter
wbether we are first generation Canadians or lOtit generation
Canadians.

By allowing people the freedom to pursue their linguistic sndcultural interests independent of federal goverument interfer-
ence we would create a more unified country. It is far moreproductive to stress those things which ail Canadian citizeus
share in common ratiter than to emphasize différences thatthreaten ta tear us apart. If the. goverument wauld work ta bring
Canadians together we wouid ail b. a lot happier.

Titerefore I strangly support aur motion. I believe it is ablueprint to prepare Canada for another 128 successful years asa Confederation of 10 equal provinces, penbaps more if the.nortiieru territories are brought into Confederation. It is acountry in which we can ail feel secure, witether our iteritage isAsian or European, whether it be French ancestry, Baglisii
ancestry or whether it bc First Nations, the aborigiual people ofCanada. That is te. kind of Canada in wiiich I want ta live in the.future sud that is the. kind of country I believe most Canadiaus
would b. quit. excited about, working for and preserving.
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
