PAVILION BURNED
BY SUFFRAGETTES
Women Caught While Fleeing

From Kew Botanical Gar-
dens—Public Disturbed.

‘LONDON, Feb, 20—(Can. Press.)—
Saffragettes paid another havoc-

working . visit to the Kew Botanical
Gardens today and fired a large re-
freshment pavilion, which burned to
the ground.

Two women taken into custody gave
their names as - Lilllan Lenton and
Joyce Locke, aged 22 and 23 years.
They were caught while running away
from the fire. Each carried a bag
containing a dark lantern, some cotton
soaked in oil, a hammer and a saw.

When brought up at the police court
and charged the magistrate refused to
allow them to be released on bail
They were told by the magistrate that
their offence was not political, but
highly criminal.

Hurled Book at Magistrate.

Joyce Locke thereupon hurled a
book at the magistrate, which nar-
rowly missed him. She then fought
desperately against her removal to the
cell by the wardens.

On a previous ‘occasion (Nov. 20,
1912) Miss Locke threw one of her
shoes at the head of an Aberdeen ma-
gistrate before whom she was brought
on the charge of being in possession
of explosives in the hall where Chan-
eellor Lloyd George was to speak, and
hurled her other shoe at the head of
the clerk of the court,

Today's outrage, following so close

on yesterday’s partial destruction by

explosion of the unfinished country
house to be occupied by the chancel-
lor of the exchequeér, doing damage
of $3000, has caused considerable pub-
lic excitement. It is assumed that the
militant suffragettes are bent on a
most destructive campaign, as openly
threatened when the suffrage bill was
sidetracked recently.
