Answering Question No. 1 Hon. Dr. King said:

That the Praser River canyon route was the natural one for connec-
tion between the Coast and the Interior was proven by the fact that ithad been selected by the railways, and two transcontinental lines now
paralleled it. It was possible to construct a motor road over the Praser
Canyon route even with the railways there, but the surveys encroached
at places on the railway right-of-way and some bridging would be neces-
