| that The World office was the birth-

Place twenty years ago of the Toronto
Humane Society, and its outgrowth, the
Children’s Aid Society. :

-Like many other large trees that grow
from.tiny acorns, these organizations
had a small beginning, namely, a letter
printed in the columns of The. Toronto
World, . e

To be sure before that there had
been an organization for the preven-
tion of cruelty to animals. It was born
in 1873, under the presidency of Dr.
(afterwards Sir Danlel) Wilson, but
owing to lack of funds consequent upon

soclety ceased to exist in about two
years, -

The present society was born in 1887,
as the result of a letter written by Mr.
J. K. Macdonald, taking up the pitiful
casc of & neglected horse and regretting
the fact that Toronto had -no way to
‘brevent such and similar cases of cru-
elty. The next day-a subscription of
$2 was sent to The World office and
was acknowledged in its columns, the
reporter assigned to the case being Mr.
. J. Kelso, then one of the city staff.

‘| The following day a donation of $5 was

received and acknowledged, then a let-
ter from a prominent business man,
asking that steps be en to organize
i & soclety ‘which s d prevent this
j neédless cruelty was received and pub-
lished, and as a result of this some
ladies ‘called at the office to see if
something couldn’t be done in the mat-
ter, and to state their willingness to
Join' were the society formed. ,

Mr. Kelso interviewed a . number of
other prominent citizens regarding the
matter, the suggestion belnig received
Wwith. much approval. - Meanwnilé finan-
cial contributions continued to be sent
to the office' and to be acknowledged
thru The World,

Finally, at the call of Mr. Kelso, sec~
retary, pro tem, a public meeting took
Place:in Shaftesbury . Hall on Feb. 24,
1887, at which the Toronto Humane So-
ciety was. formed. ¢

The World of Feb. 25 prints a report
of this meeting, in which it stated that
800 persons were present, Mr, John
Macdonald presided, and on the plat-
form were: Rev. Canon- DuMoulin,
Mayor Howland, Ald, Harvie, Ald. Bou~
Stead, Ald. Frankland, J. J, Kelso, Dr.
Canniff, Inspector Archibald and J. H.
. Pearce. Mr. Kelso gave an account of
the steps which had been taken to
bring about an organization, i.e., Mr.
Macdonald’s letter, the interviews
with prominent citizens, and the calling
]ot the public meeting. A subscription
\fund opened by The World had already
jemounted to $40, and several had pro-
mised annual subscriptions.

The gentlemen above. mentioned gave
addresses, speaking of the need of the
proposed organization, and finally a
committee composed of Mayor How-
land, J. J. Pearce, Ald.. Harvie, Canon
DuMoulin, Rev. Dr, Parsons, J. J. Kelso,

appointed to select officers to be sub-
mitted at a future meeting of, members.
