Paris, Dec. 29.—The Government will sub­
mit to the Chamber of Deputies at the be­
ginning of January a bill providing for the 
defence of the French coasts and colonies, 
Ad to Increase the strength of the fleet. 
This does not Involve an increase In the 
expenditure. The emit of the defense ot 
the roasts and colonies is estimated at 
120,000,600 francs, spread over two and a 
half years. This sum will he provided for 
by 50,000,000 francs annually* set aside to 
pav off certain bonds, and Which become 
Tee this year by the final repayment of- 
these bonds. The expense of the Increase 
of the fleet will be met by utilizing 53,000,- 
000 francs out of the Y05,000,000 francs an­
nually devoted to the construction of new 
vessels. At the end of two years the whole 
105,000,000 francs can be devoted to the 
new naval program. The total outlay, 
which Is estimated at 400,000,000 franks, 
will provide, It is understood, for the con­
struction of 12 first class Ironclads, several 
torpedo boat destroyers, and a large num­
ber of torpedo boats. Already1 the press 
denounces the scheme as "Inadequate."
