SHARKEY ASKS FOR RETURN MATCH.

Little Betting on tko Result =~ The
Gamest Battle \Ever Seem
Around New York.

Gus Kublin afinounces that his next fight
will be with Jim Jeftries, whom he once
fought & 2#-round draw, while Tom
Bharkey, having previously put away the
Akron Giant in the first round, naturally
(ooks for the rubber, The dope printed here
yesterday gave Kuhilin a victory in B rounds
over Jeftries, when it should have read
Jeflords. After 'T'uesday’s battle, Sharkey
is quoted as saying: ‘'Rublin did me up
fajrly, and he Is a good fighter. 1 threw
my left shoulder out of piace in the HIt
round, and the handicap was too much for
me, ‘Lhe shoulder was hurt in the Jefiries
tight, and failed me here.”

It was the best and gamest fight ever
seen about New Xork,

Kubln punched Sharkey from the start
and by clever ducking kept away {rom some
awful punches. Nharkey landed many good
ones. He fought toul at times, but his
gameness makes one overiook this.

No man that ever entered the ring stood
us much punishment and kept coming ap
tor more. in the last round the bduljor
went down three times, and after the third
would pave got up ugain it be could. 'tom
U'Kourke should bhave thrown up the
sponge, but his woney kept him from show-
fng that much heart. Johnny White, the
referee, saw that Sharkey bad no more
chance, and very properly »stopped the
fight.

Ltublin showed himseif a much-improved
man, and all tbhru the fight showed Cor-
bett's training. Cerbett bas a right-hand
inside punch,which he taught Ruhiin, and
which Rublin used constantly, and which
undoubtedly won him’ the tight.

The N, Y. Journal says: Sharkey vindl-
cated his reputation for gameness, endur-
ance and strength, Me fought on when
be could neither see mor stand. He got
up time after time after baving been beat-
eu into insensibility, and he fought to the
last,

I'allid, clean-limbed HKuhlin, cold and
merciless as the oldest veteran in the ring,
never let up on the rugged satior, When
he was himself too tired to knock down
his helpless adversary, he kept bis gloves
in Sharkey’'s face, hustled him and worried
bhim unti] the long-delayed finish.

Sharkey pever succeeded in fanding fair-
ly one of his glant swings, tho bhe tried
to do It almost to the very end.

Straight left-hand leads were responsible
for the sallor's undoing. Huhlin had the
welght and strength to make them effective
even agalnst the muscle-buttressed, bull-like
neck of Tom Sharkey, .
There were a good many small even
money bets made that Ruhlin would last
10 rounds, but the men who usually dis-
play /bales of bills on these occasions last
night kept thew buttoned up. Rublin was
by far too nearly an unknown quantity to
post bets on.

At three minutes of 10 o'clock Sharkey,
backed by O Hourke, entered the ring.
He was immediately followed by Hublin,
much more heavily buflt and vastly more
the tighter, as far as looks go.

Rublin's supporters were Jim Covbett,
Madden, Goff and Kid Mc(b;pm,}uother. Be-
bind the Sallor were Tom O'Rourke, George
Dixon, Bob Armstrong and Jack Sullivan,

The Sun says: More than 000 specta-
tors went ‘to the arena expecting to see
Sharkey make a chopping block of Kuhiin,
who was knocked out in a4 punch by the
Sallor two years ago. Féw'phid attention
to the storfes that Kublin had {mproved,
and nobody expected him to put to sleep
the man who has met all of the latter-day
pugllists of note without being stopped.
Jeftries had failed to stop Sharkey o 25
rounds, and that fact was made the basis
of the argument that Hublin would prove
unequal to the task. HBut as the nght
turned out all of these ldeas and predic-
tions were worthless,

Rublin  fought Sharkey' with beautiful
judgment. He met the Sallor's rushes,
which were always In evidence, With
straight lefts, - These blows bruised the
Sallor's face beyomd recognition and 80
blinded him that he was virtually helpless
when Rublin knocked him down for the
first time In the fifteenth round. Five times
after that the plucky Sallor was floored,
but he hung on like grim death and was
only beateii when MHeferce John White re.
fused to allow the slaughter to proceed.
Altho Sharkey rushed al: thru the fight,
swinging blows that were fearful in force,
he 4id not land with enough effect to have
Ruhlin borderfng on Queer street. On the
other hand, HKuhlin, tho Dot a powerful
siugger, had enough power behind Dis
smashes to jar Sharkey from head to heels
on many different occasions, He took no
chances of mixing it uniess forced to do
s0, snd uséd Dbis left almost exciusively
until be had his man where he wanted
bim, ‘Then he whipped over what 18
known as ‘‘Corbett’'s inside punch,” which
heiped to do the business.

Mharkey was literally beaten to ribbons
from the start. HKuhlin had his measure,
and just stood up and trimmed bim with
the skill of an artist. In Kublin's corner
was Corbett, who told him just how to do
the trick, and Gus proved to be a willing
pupll, “Lhere was ndver a time When
KHuhlin Jost his bhead. He took matters
coolly, and, tho Mharkey rushed him Inces-
santly, be stood him off with tactics that
denoted skill and headwork.
