Lord Kitchener's Proclamation Fixing
September 15 as Limit of Bel-
ligerency Discussed.

VARIOUS VIEWS ON ITS EFFECT

London Papers Think War Must Go
om Till It Ends for Lack
of Warriors.

London, Sept. 14.—Next to the attack on
the President and the suppression of Anar-
chy, the subject one hears most in people’s
mouths is once more the war in Bouth
Africa.

Of course interest centred in Lord Kitch-
ener’s last proclamation, which, it was con-
sidered, would surely bring matters to 8
head if anything would. To-moITow, the
time given to the Boers still in the fleld
expires. While the leaders seem still de-
termined to fight to the olast gasp, the
proclamation has evidently had some effect,
judging from late surrenders, tho, strange
to say, the great majority of those who
have given theriselves up havye been un-
armed men. We are told nothidg of what
has become of thelr arms and ammuni-
tion.

As to the probable effect of the proclama-
tion opinions vary. For {instance, 4le
Morning Post considers that it was not so
much meant to induce sgurrenders as to
pave the way for more drastic treatment
of the Boers in the field.

The Daily Telegraph, discussing the latest
returns of captures and surrenders, thinks
there are many signs that the firTsh of the|
desultory and irregulgr conflict is not far
off, and that the coming Into operation Of|
Lord Kitchener's proclamation appears to
be casting a shadow before it.

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WA DOOHED FROM START

Auto'psy‘ Shows That Nature Did
Nothing to Repair Presi-
dent’s Wounds.

MYSTERY OF THE MISSING BULLET

Doctors Agree That Nothing Within
the Knowledge or Power of
Science Could Save.

Buffalo, Sept. 15.—President McKinley
never had one chance to recover from the
assassin’s bullet, according to the wide-
spread report of the autopsy held Saturday
npoon. Nature, doctors say, was at fault,
and did nothing to help along the work of
the surgeons.

The President died of ‘toxemia caused
by necrosis of the tissues.”” That s an-
other way of saying that gangrene killed
him. This could not have been prevented,
the doctors say, by any surgical or medical

treatment.
The world was permitted to believe that

President McKinley was on the road to
recovery, because some of the attending
physicians in talking for publication con-
sented to construe the President’s condltion
as highly favorable after a considerable
period of time had elapsed without unfav-
orable symptoms being made manifest.
Professional etiquet restrains the doctors

who talk now from naming their fellows
who were responsible for this. Dr. McBur-
ney, the abdominal expert of New York,
must, and undoubtedly will, shoulder much
of this responsibility. He left Buftalo be-
fore the autopsy had been made, and “there-
fore a statement from him couid not be had
here,

Some of the doctors, notably Dr. Wasdin,
are inclined to believe that President Mc
Kinley was shot with poisoned bullets.
This is not proved. The only way In
which it can be proved is by exaaination
of the remaining bullets, and particularly
of the bullet which struck the President
in the breast. But the President would
have dled of his wounds If the bullets were
perfectly clean. His system did not pos-
sess the vitality to repalr the damage dome
to his vital organs. This does not mean
that the President’s system was in bad
condition, but only that his vitality was
low, or, in other words, that he had small
recuperative powers.

The Missing Bullet.

When the President was shot he recely-
ed the best possible surgical attention at
the earliest possible moment, The sur-
geons exhausted all the resources of thelr
science and skill. After that they had to
depend upon nature coming to their as
sistance, and nature falled them. The com-
plications which followed the mending of
the President’s wounds were, the doctors
confess, fully beyond their ken. The
gangrenous affection did not manifest itself
in any way that could be detected by them,
It brought ahout those conditions of the
heart and of the intestines which during
the last two days showed to the physicians
that something was wrong, but what It
was they never knew to a certainty unti!
they made the autopsy to-day. Lodgment
of the second bullet in the abdominal wall
back of the stomach had nothing te do with
the President’s death. It did all of its
damage in the abdominal cavity. That
bullet remains a miystery. It was not lo-
cated during the President’s life, and two
hours of careful search for it after death
failed to find it. The fact that this bullet
remained In the President’s body wltnont
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setting up any disorder where it st a
militates against the theory that it mltht
have been poisoned.

The fatal bullet did more damage to the
President’s vital organn than even they
knew until Saturday. have assumed
that when they had ropalreg the wounds of
| the stomach they had attended to all that
’qu necessary. Damage to the suprarenal
| capsule and the left kidney was never dis:
| covered by them during the operation which
was expected to save the President’s life.
Why this was so has not yet been explain.
ed. The autopsy shows that the bullet
passed thru the stomach near its lower
| quarter, and then entered the muscles of
| the backbone behind the kidneys and aorta.
From that spot surgical skill would have
| been utterly powerless to extract it if it
{had been discovered. On Its way the bul-
let tore away the suprarenal capsule and
pierced the left kidney, destroring the
upper part of that organ.

Let Poisons Into the Blood.

When the gangrene which developed also
| affected the pancreas this set free poisons
| which entered the blood amd affected the
heart, and so, In the end, produced death.

The adsorption of the poisons was what
caused the weakness and exhaustion of the
! President. The cathartice administered
Wednesday and Thursday may have cnused
‘fmther weakness, but death would hayve
‘ been inevitable without them. The wound-

ed kidney of itself was not a serions mat-
| ter, accordiny to Dr. Mann. He says the
| injury to that organ might have developed
an abscess, but that it was not necessary
a part of the fatal conditions. The gan-
grene which developed In the stomach
wounds primarily and was communicated
to the pancreas, which suppMes food to the
stomach, was the basic cause of death,

The doctors commenced work on the an-
topsy about noon, as soon as Coroner Wil-
son had officlally viewed the President’'s
body, and had given them permission.

They found that the first bullet fired at
President McKinley by the assassin did not
pass thru the skin. It probably struck a
button on his shirt or vest and was de-
flected. After the cause of death had been
determined the doctors searched for the
second, or fatal, bullet. They looked for
two hours, Dr. Mann says, and finally gave
it up. A suggestion was made that the X-
ray apparatus be used to obtain a skia-
graph of the wounded region, but it was
not done.

After the autopsy, the following official
report, written by Dr. Mann, the surgeon
! who performed the operation in laparotomy
»on the President’s stomach, was {ssued af-
ter being signed by all the consulting staff
(“((‘Ppt Dr. McBurney. Eight other physi-
cians also signed. The report follows:

The buliet, which struck the breast bone,
did not pass thru the skin and did little
harm.

The other bullet passed thran both walls
of the stomach near Its lower Dborder.
Both holes were found to be perfectly
closed by the stitches, but the tissue
around each hole had become gangrenous.
After passing thru the stomach the bullet
passed into the back walls of the abdomen,
hitting and tearing the upper part of the
kidney. This portion of the bullet track
was also gangrenous, the gangrene involv-
ing the pancreas. The bullet has not yet
been found. There was no sign of periton-
itis or disease of other organs. The heart
walls were very thin. There was no evi-
dence of any attempt at repair on the part
of nature, and death resulted from the
gangrene, which affected the stomach

bullet. Death was unavoidable by any
surgical or medical treatment, and was the
dl(r:ict rgsu}; of the bullet wound.

Complete Report Comes Later, .

The exhaustive and complete statement
of the surgeons who were in attendanc
upon Mr. McKinley will not be pmp"pg
for some time. It is probable that a joint
report will be drawn up and submittea
to Dr. Rixey, who will tender it to the
cabinet, according to present arrange-
ments. The first publication of the nhis-
tory of the methods adopted in trying to
save .the Presideat’s life and the justisi-
cation of each step decided upon In the
corlmulmtlm: will be in the medical jour-
nails.

Dr. Roswell Park, speaking of the prob-
able direct causes of the President’s death,
said : ‘““Apparently the bullet, after pass-
ing thru the stomach, penetrated to the
pancreatic gland, tho we were not ahte
to discovery this fact while the President
lived. The ball cut a small groove thru
an edge of the left kidner and then
reached the pancreas, afterward imbedding
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around the bullet wounds, as well as the |
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itself somewhere in the muscles or tissues
of the back. There was nothing to indi-
cate that the pancreas had been stru~k
by the bullet in the examinations that
were made at the time of the first opera-
tion.

‘“After the wound and Incision made by
the operating surgeons had been closed,
it seems that the pancreas fluid escaped
steadlily into the system. Of course, thare
was no way for us to know this, or we
should have discovered some trace of the
fact. We could not cut thru to where the
ball bA¥ embedded itself and trace Its
| course backward from there. The pan-
!crens fluld, which properly aids in the
| assimllation of starchy stuffs, flowed con-
| stantly from the wound and was absorb-
ed by the tissues. It reached the veins,
and thru them the heart. It llkewise
provoked gangrene of the tissues. No, the
use of the X-ray would not have aided
in the discovery of this tronble.”

President Knew Before Denth,

“Did the possibility of the pancreas
having been entered by the bullet ever
enter into the calculation of the surgeons
when they were In consultatlon?”’

““Not until the President took the turn
for the worse, after he had taken the solid
food Thursday. Then it was only dis-
cussed in a negative fashion, not regard-
ed as among the possibilities. In any
event, there was no method by which
we could have discovered the fact. The
President realized that there was no hope
for his recovery at least forty-eight hours
before he passed away. He was never
told by those at his side that they knew
he could not live. The X-ray was brought
to the house only with the idea of hav-
ing it near and in readiness should the
oceasion arise for {ts use. We did not
find that it could help us at any time.™

Dr. Park did not explain how President
McKinley knew that he was beyond 1e-
covery at a time when the physiclans were
sending out favorable bulletins and all but
apnouncing that he was out of danger.
It is said that Dr. Park belleves that

there (s & stiong
bullets shot into President McKinley were
'first polsoned by Czolgossz, the assassin.

Conditions Never Met With Before,

Dr. Mynter, who was In attendance upon
the President ailmost from the moment he
was struck down, sald : ‘“The assassin’'s
bullet, from what our examinations de-
monstrated, passed first thru the abdomen,
then thru the front and back of *he
stomach. From -there It tore thru the
mesentery of the colon ‘transversuini
notched off a corner of the left kidney
and passed thru the rear wall of the peri-
toneum. After that it disappeared In the
muscles of the back, and we could ger
no trace of its resting place. It would
not have been possible to cut in and
reach it,

“I have treated hundreds of gunshot
.wounds in my experience as a surgeom.
but never before have I found that con-
ditlons developed such as have come up
In this case. From the point of entrance
of the ball to where it disappeared there
had developed a gangrenous course., There
was no peritonitis.

“You ask me if the bullet was poisoned?
I must tell you that 1 do not know. 4

stance of a bullet being poisoned, but
there is this gangrenous course, such a8
neither I nor any of the other surgeons
attending the President had ever encount-
ered. 1 cannot account for it.

“The President’'s stomach was amply
capable of retaining what food was given
to him, but the gangrenous spots in the
wall of the organ were working the mis-
chief. Had he survived the night, I am
satisfied that to-day would bave found
these mortified portions falling away,
dvopping the contents of the sfomach
into the abdomen, and then death would
have ensued quickly.

“Most assuredly the solids given him
worked not ome whit of harm. We only
permitted him to have a few nibbles of
toast, that he might chew on them and
remove the secretions from his tongue. It
was absolutely necessary and worked no
injury. The coffee was beneficial, what
little he had of it. 'I give coffee as a
stimulant where people suffer from heart
trouble.”

performed the operation on President Mc-
Kinley immediately after the shooting, and
who was principally
case during the President's prostration,
said that the autopsy showed two un-
questionable facts :

First, that the President never had the
slightest chance to recover, and

Second, that the: surgical steps taken
immediately after he was shot .were what
might have saved his life under favorable
conditions.

Dr. Maon sald that the President’'s hurt
was one that under nearly any -circum-
stances would be fatal. In the case or
a young man in perfect health and vigor
the same prompt surgical attention after
the same injuries might save life.

‘“The evidence we find after the
autopsy,” said Dr. Manp, ‘“Us to this ef-
fect. Even the first impulse toward re-
covery never existed In the President's
case. ' The bullet 'wound showed abso-
lutely no intention to heal. Nature dia
absolutely nothing to mend the damage.
The bullet punctures In the stomach were
hela tozethq by the sutures, preventing
the estape of foreign matter Into the ab-
dominal cavity, but the tissues had shown
no disposition to unite.’ The President’s
death was due to the polson developed by
the gangrenous._condition of the bullet
wound. The poison| was absorbed into
the system, and killed just as surely as
would poison taken by the mouth. There
was no high Inflammation. The constant
low temperature, of course, demonstrates
that, and there was no evidence of peri-
tonitis or -septicemia. I ecan only say
that the President wa® in a low con-
dition, and repair by nature consequentiy
did not follow his injury.

“I do not mean by that that the Presi-
dent was not physically strong. The con-
dition 1 define is différent from physical
weakness. His vitality was low, he had
no recuperative powers. It was found
that his heart was rather thin. I mean
by that that, lMke any other muscle of
the body, which is not kept at a proper
development by exercise, it lacked
strength.”

Not a Question of Cigars,

I asked Dr. Mann'if it 18 true that the
President died simply from heart fallure.

“No,” sald he; “‘that was not the cause
of death. As I sald a few minutes ago,
the cause of death is absolutely plain.
It was gangrenous poison. Many a man
has a heart llke President McKinley. Any
man who leads a sedentary life gets

‘short of wind.’ That is due to the fact
that his heart, not being 'utﬂclentky exer
cised, is more or less thin.’

‘It is sald,” was suggested, “that Presi-
dent McKinley was a great smoker, and
that the sudden cessation of the use of
tobacco affected his heart action.”

“I think that Is not true,” sald the
doctor. ‘““We did speak at one time or
another of allowing him to smoke, but
that matter was not seriously comsiderad,
and he never was in a condition when
the normal craving for a cigar could have
been felt. As to the effects upon his
heart action of his abstention from to-
bacco there is really nothing to say. Ir
it had been the President's custom te
smoke twenty or thirty cigars a day pos
sibly some effect might have been notie-
ed in his heart action by a sudden cessa-
tion of the use of tobacco, but he was a
moderate smoker. Three or four cigars
a day was his average.”

“Is it true, doctor, that the fallure of
the wounds to heal—I mean the bullet
wounds—could have been due to poison on
the hullet?”

Doubtful About Polisoned Bullet,

“Well, of course, it Is quite common {to
hear that the bullets of Anarchists are
poisoned. It would be very difficult, how-
ever, in this case to determine whether or
not the bullet which killed the President
was poisoned. The polson, If there was
any, might be alkaloidal, it might con-
tain some germ, or it might be still of
some different natmre. Nothing but
chemical and bacteriologieal or chemieal
analysis of the bullets which rematned In
Czolgosz's weapon could determine, anag
I do not think that would Interest any
one. Dr. Wasdin, at the autopsy, spoke
of the possibility of a poisoned bullet,
and seemed strongly inclined to believe
that the fallure of the wonnds to heal
might be due to that cause. I do not
know that any examination of the re-
maining bullets is to be made. It 18 true
that three bullets, I believe, remained in
the weapon after it was wrenched from
the assassin’s hand.”

“How is it,”” was asked, ‘“‘that the bul-
let was not found in the autopsy?”

“The only answer to that question s
that the bullet was not discoverable. In
three hours’ search it could not be found.
I think that fact is sufficlent reply to
any rossible criticism which may have
been offered concerning -the failure of the
surgeons to search for the bullet during
the first operation. At the autopsy, with
the abdomen open and the breastbone re-
moved, it was impossible to find the bullet.
How futile, therefore, would have been the
effort to find it when the President was
Nving!”

Three Reports to Be Prepared.

The official report of the wounding ana
death of the President will not be given
to the public for perhaps a week. It
will comprise three separate reports—one
by the surgeon in the case, Dr. Matthew
D. Mann; one by the physician. Dr. Rixey,
and one by the pathologist, Dr. Gaylord,
who performed the autopsy.

Dr. Rixey’s report will first be forward-
ed to fHie Secretary of the Navy. It will
be much more comprehensive than the
ordinary physiclan’s report, for It will
cover the emtire occurrence of the Prest-
dent’s assassination as Dr. Rixey In his
professional capacity observed it.

After Dr. Rixey’s report has been sub-
mitted to the Navy Department a copy of
it will be forwarded to Dr. Mann, to he
incorporated in his report, which he will
gign as the chief surgeon in the case.
The complete report will be forwardea
to the Medical Journal as soon as it is
finished. Already all the prominent meai-
cal journals of the country have address-
ed applications for coples to Dr. Mann.
