San Francisco, July 25.--After fighting a
paitle of elght rounds, that was fraught
with brilliant and courageous work, Rovert
Fitzsimmons to-night forfeited his last
clalm upon the heavyweight championship.
He was knocked to the floor by James J.
Jefiries and counted out after he had so
badly punished the champion that it-was
a foregone conclusion among the spectators
that the Cornishman must win. Blgeding
from a number of gashes in the face, ap-
parently weakening and cléarly anable fo
cope with Fitzsimmons' superior skill, Jef-
fries delivered two lucky punches as Fitz-

. 8immons paused In his iighting to speak

to him and turned the tide. The battle

was brief but noteworthy and will live
fn pugilistic history. Fitzsimmons tried
ouce to arise, but fell down again helpless
and heard himself counted. outf, where but
a moment before he had apparently all the
better of It.

Says He’'ll Never Fight Again,

«1 will never fight agaln,”” said the
battle-scarred veteran of the ring when he
bhad sufficlently recovered to talk. ‘‘The
fight was won fairly, and to the best man
" pelong the laurels.” .

“You are the most dangerous man. alive,”
said Jeffries in return, “‘and I consider my-

self lucky to have won when I did.”

Fitzsimmons had been fighting at a furious
gait, cool and deliberate, and chopping the
champion to pieces with the terrific rights
and lefts that have made him famous. It
was the draught horse against the racer
from the tap of the gong. When the men
came together Fitzsimmons appeared rather
worried, but upon the opening of the first
round he assumed an air of absolute confi-
dence, and fought with the deliberation of
the general that he is.

As early as the second round Fitzsimmouns
had Jeffries bleeding profusely from mouth
and nose. Again and agaln he landed on
his bulky opponent, getting away in such
a clever manner that it brought down the
house with cheers.

Looked Blue for Jefl,

It seemed, indeed, that Jeffries could
gcarcely weather the gale. In the eigh*h
round the end came, and, under a series of
hot exchanges, Fitzsimmons paused with
his guard down amd spoke to the champion.
The latter's reply consisted of the two ter-
rific blows that brought back to him the
fleeting championship, and forever remnged
the veteran Fitzsimmons from the S4stic
arena. Fitzsimmons took his defeat with
eyazing good cheer. He walked to e
céntre of the ring, and, raising his hand,
addressed the multitude, saying :

“The best man_ has won. Jad ¥ bheaten
Jefiries to-night 1 would have conped>d
him the championship and retired forever.
I retire just the same now, but without
having accomplished my ambition. I am
satisfled.”

“The best evidence, to my mind,
that no burglar attempted to rob that
safe is that the safe was not robbed.
If a cracksman should make a real
business effort to rob the safe of
Evans & Co., under such circum-
stances, the job would be accomplish-
ed, or, at least, the resisting qualities
of the safe would not prevent the
work. Burglar-proof safes are mighty
difficult things to manufacture,

“I would say, without hesitation,
that no employe of the firm is
domcerned In the crooked work, At
the same time, it is quite apparent
that the guilty person is more or less
acquainted with the interior arrange-
ment of the building,

“If those two employes were murd-
ered, the motive must haye been very
strong. Of course, if poison ig found
in their organs, this will make cer<
tain the fact that they were murdered,
but the motive is the pivotal factor.
No one believes two men were mur-
dered for their salaries, under the
circumstances. A  powerful motive
must have induced the series of
crimes, if crimes they were; and it
is no secret that the work on the safe
and the firing of the house on two
different loccasions were wcrimes, A
man desperate enoggh to burn a build-
ing would not, as a matter of course, -
be desperate emough to commit mur-
der; but one crime sometimes renders
another necessary, if the criminal
would escape detection; hence, one
crime sometimes induces amother, The
man who attempted to
building may have found it
to commit murder to prevent detecs
tion. and he might have
the second murder to cover up  his

“It is a singular condition; but the
indichtions are the clues - are
broad enough to enable the authorities .
