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SEES ABSORPTION OF CANADA.

Washington, D.C., Nov. 23.—(8pecial )—Senator Hale of Maine tv-
day, in discussing the resolution of Senator Newlands of Nevads, in
viting Cuba to become a part of the United States, made the following
statement about Canada, which was listened to with the utmost interest,
The Maine statesman deprecated any effort on the part of the United
States to invite other countries to join in the sisterhood of states, and
then said:

“This great Republic that is becoming a great power in the world
ought to be doing something besides interfering with new and emergent
and struggling republics. Take the case of Canada.

“I have little doubt that men now listening to me will see the time
when Canada will become an integral part of the Unitea States.

“If the plan of the most adventurous of British politicians for o
colonial preference is carried out, a tariff war would be inaugurated
between Great Britain and the United States, and this English politician
will seek to set Canada up as a great rival to us—an agricultural rival.

“Out of that will arise conditions, discussions and considerations
that will end in the union of the two peoples. But we do not invite Great
Britain to send Canada to us and join the union. She is too large a
power.”

The utterance of Maine's senior Senator caused very great comment,
8 number of Senators from states bordering on the Dominion
joining with Senator Hale in the hope that Canada would be eventually a
part of the United States.

There are two Senators from Maine, Bugene Hale and William Frye.
Hale was born at Turner, Me., in 1836, He was called to the bar in
1857. He was a member of the legislature of Maine from 1867 to 1880
at intervals. He was.elected, to the Senate in 1881. His term will expire
March 3, 1905. He has several times declined to enter a Republican
cabinet.

Erin Saved Loss of Pro-
bably $100,000.

Marine men generally ave warm in
their praise, of the herolg act of Capt.
Jack Sullivan fu rushing to the aid of
his brother and the lfttle band of wail-|
bors on the Erin last week, thus saving
the steamer from certain destruction
on the rocky north shore of Take Su-
perior. A prominent skipper, whose
run is from Port Arthur -to Kingston,
sald last night that Capt. Bulllvan
should receive some tangible reccgni-
tion of his wervices, both to the iu-

surance companies and the owners of
the Erin and the Danforth, and he said
he expreseed the feeling of mariners.
generally that something ghould be done
in appreciation of the galiant captain’s
act, He estimated the value of the
Erin and her tow, with their cargoes
of wheat, at $100,000. The Erin is
worth $20,000 and she canried a cargo
of 24,000 bushels of No. 2 Manjtoba
wheat. The Danforth is valued at $18,
(00, and her cargo consisted of 55,000
bushels. Nefther vessel was insured,
but the insurance companies carried o
risk on both cargoes, It would bhe a
graceful thing, he thought, If Conlon
Bros. and the insurance companies in-
terested rewarded Capt, Sullivan hand~
somely.
