The quality of fat cattle, considering the 
season of the year, when nearly all stall- 
fed lots are sold, was fairly good.

Trade for a few lots of stall-fed and 
somt that had been stall-fed and finished 
on grass was good at steady prices. But 
there was a large number of half-finished 
grass Cattle amongst them, being a large 
proportion

The market for the latter was dull nn«l 
draggy. with prices if anything a little 
lower. Many of the dealers had rattle on 
hand, bought on Tuesday s market, that 
were still unsold, altbo they had offered 
them for sale at less than cost. Many of 
the drovers as well as local dealers com­
plained of having lost money. The trouble 
Is that butchers* cattle are much too high 
iu the country and will have to be bought 
at lower prices.

Another lot of seven choice stall fed cat­
tle, the best on the market, mixed butch­
ers’ and exporters, five butchers’ and two 
exporters, brought in by II. Swlnton. sold 
for a little more than $5.60. They were 
bred and fed by Harry Mitchell of Mono 
Road, a prominent farmer and live stock 
dealer of that locality. They were bought 
by J. K. McEwen.

McDonald & Maybee sold 29 butchers* 
cattle. 1110 lbs. each, at $5.25, which was 
the highest quotation for n straight lot 
of butchers* cattle. Maybee & Wilson sold 
5 extra choice butchers’. 900 lbs. each, at 
the same price. But it will be seen by the 
quotations and sales given lvelow that there 
was a large number of butchers’ cattle 
sold for less than $4 per . cwt. and some 
grass cows under $3 per cwt.

There was a fair delivery of light feed­
ers aud stackers, some of the latter be­
ing of very common quality sold at less 
than $3 per cwt. and some of tlnr-former 
at 84.10 per cwt.
