Not Encouraging Dispute, But
Wants Justice for the
Telegraphers.

By a Staff Reporter. :

Ottawa, Sept. 26.—Hon. T. W
Crothers has notified the general man-
ager of the Great North Western Tele-
graph Company that he expects to be
informed by telegram tomorrow that
the company has accepted the award
of the board of conciliation, thus ‘end-
ing the strike. The miinister o labor
does mot state what action he pro-
poses to take if the company still re-
fuses, but he asserts that he will use
the “big.stick” if necessary. .

“It is the duty of the company to
‘accept the award -whether they like
it or not,” he said tonight. “The act
provides that the majority award is
the award.” He expressed indigna-
tion at the idea of the company re-
fusing to accept the award and said he
was insisting this, as in all othéer
cases, that the award should be car-’
ried out and adopted. ‘“‘Of course,” he
remarked, “the company may say 1
am encouraging the strike. I am sim-
ply encouraging the men to gét what
they are entitled to get. Thée award
is very moderate and the men do not
gét all they ask for.. ‘The minister
stated that he had had trouble with
the Canadian Northern people on pre-
vious occasions, and did not evince
very much enthusiasm for the way in
wkich tlie men had been used. With
regard to the board of conciliation
which investigated the grievances o1
the telegraphers, Mr. Crothérs de-
scribed Judge Gunn, the chairman, as
a man of good judgment, impartiality
and fairness. As to David Campbell,
of Winnipeg, the representative of the
men, he said: “He has had a great
deal of experience in these matters;
gnd I have always found hifn very
reasonable and very willing to do the.
fair thing. He is not an extreme
man. He desires péace and does what
he can to promote it”

BRITISH AIRCRAFT

Machines Down Twenty-

Three Germans in Aerial
Fights.

London, Sept. 26.—An official state-
ment issued tonight on aerial activities
reads: »

“Our airplanes on Tuesday were ex-’|
tremely active, working with our ar-
tillery, bombing and taking photo-
graphs of the enemy's forward areas
and airdromes.

“Most successful bombing air raids
were carried out during the day on
railroad stations near Ghent, where &
large fire started, and on airdromes
near Courtrai, /Eight tons of bombs
were dropped in these raids. A fur-
ther five tong were dropped and many
thousand rounds were fired from ma-
chine guns during the night on Menin
and Wervicq, and on enemy troops and
transport on the roads leading from
these towns to the battle front.

“A great deal of fighting took place
vesterday, and a record number -of
hostile maxchines were accounted for.
In air fighting seventeen German air-
planes were brought down and six
more were driven down out of control.

“In addition, a-German three-seater
bombing machine was shot down by
our anti-aircraft guns One of our
machines is missing.”
