Editor World: That & number of the
civiian blind in Toronto are in bad
straits owing to the closing of the broom
factories was announced at a2 meeting
of the Municipal Chapter, LOD.E., yes-
terday when an appeal was made for
Christmas help to a number of families
who have been cut off from their usual
allowance owing to the cessation of their
| work, It s understood that the Insti-
tute for the Blind allows the workers a
percentage of what they formerly made,
but the amount by ne means covers the
wants of the families.

The reason given for closing the fac-
tories was that thousands of brooms are
piied up because there is no sale for
them. Many of the workers came from
outside points to learn broom-making
with the understanding that it  would
be their future support. The dilemma:
of the workers is now said to be in
some cases pitiable. The writer was told
of the case of a blind woman going
about from door to door with brooms tied
about her, hoping to make 'sales.

Tokio, Nov. 12.—(By Mail).—Baron
Sakamote, a.member of the house nf
peers, advocate® renewal of the
Anglo-Japanese alliance and insists
on the removal of the clause which
exempts Great Britain from any ob-
ligations to Japan in the event of a
dispute with America.

Baron Sakamoto points out that
this exemption clause has been a
dead letter for the last 10 vears.
«The baron argues that the clause
is against thé spirit of Article X. of
the league covenant, which places an
equal obligation upon each member
of; the League of Nations in respect
of mutual defence against territorial
aggression.

Finally, he argues that the peace o\
the Pacific is now maintained by the
balance of power of Great Britain,
America and Japan. If Great Britain
s relieved of her obligation by means
of the arbitration treaty the equil-
ibrium- of power in the Pacific will
be destroyed, he asserts.

Geneva, Dec, 11.—Disarmament in |
three stages is the substance of the
recommendation the committee on
armaments of the League of Nations
assembly will make,to the assembly
as the result of its /deliberations.
