At Saving Prices

Over the four-mile course from Put-
ney to .Mortlake, on the Thames. River,
the rival crews from Oxford and Cam-
bridge Universities will renew their an-
nun; struggle for rowing hondrs Wed-
hesday. Bighty-two yeurs ago the initial
boat race between these two universgities
Was a two-mile contest an the Thames
at Henley, and Oxford was the winner.
All subsequent races, however, were de-
cided over a four-mile course. The fol-

wing s.x races were contested during
& period of 17 years up to 1845, and in
five of these Cambridg® was the victor.
In 1846 the crews rowed in outriggers
for the first time. The 1857 race was
the Z2irst in which either crew rowed fn
the present style of eights without
and both used round oars and W
seats were introduced in 1873.

Owing to a cessation of  ail sporting
events during the war no race was |
staged from 1913 until last year, when
Cambridge won by four lengths in 21
minutes 11 seconds, excellent time, con-
sidering the unfavorable conditions of
wind and rain which prevafled thruout
the afternoon.

In all 72 races have been rowed by re-
presentative crews frum these rivel.uni-
versities, . Cambridge won 39 of
them, Oxford finished in front 82 times
and in 1877 a dead heat was the result.
On March 30, 1912, both ate were
swamped during a storm and the race
was rowed over two days later, Oxford
scoring a win,
