Ottawa, May 5.—Life insurance busi­
ness written in Canada last year amount­
ed to $231,146,125, as compared with 
$221,119,558 in the year previous, ac­
cording to the" abstract of tftfcjHlsurance 
report tabled in the house ioday. Pay­
ments for death claims x amounted to 
$16,358,678, as compared with $13,621,- 
455 in 1915. Claims due to the death 
of soldiers at the front and other per­
sons engaged in war service paid by 
companies operating under Dominion 
licenses last year totalled $4,560,988, 
making the total from the beginning of 

until the end of 1916 $6,518,268. In 
addition Canadian companies incurred 
claims under policies held by British 
and foreign policyholders to the amount 
of $524,935, and companies and frater­
nal societies operating under provincial 
licenses paid since the beginning of the 
war $352,369.

Fire insurance premiums totalled $27,- 
713,308, while the losses paid were $4>- 
611,280. Of the totals British compa­
nies received more than fourteen mil­
lion and paid nearly eight million dol­
lars, while Canadian companies receiv­
ed $4,736,038 and paid in losses $2,580,- 
594.
