said, perhaps justly, that the Maritime
Provinces could never agree regarding
their needs. But even admitting this
to be true, the Royal Commission has
finally got at the facts, crystallized
the handicaps, and made - its recom-
mendations. So that, any such charge
today is rendered abortive.

One of the fundamental complaints
of the Maritimes is the fact that the
population of these three provinces has
shown no growth. The Upper Cana-
dian will immediately ask “Why should
it?” If Upper Canadians feel that the
population should have shown no
growth in these provinces, the Mari-
time Provinces feel in their turn that
they should not have been called upon
to make their contribution towards the
settlement of other portions of the
Dominion, more especially when such
colonization has been accompanied by
no increase in the traffic through Mari-
time ports. In other words, much of
the colonization in the West for which
the Maritimes have helped to pay, has
benefitted none but western and central |
Canada. The Maritimes rightly feel |
that they are deserving of consideration
in this regard.

ABSENTEE OWNERSHIP.

There is another handicap under
which the Maritimes labor, which per-
haps falls into the psychological rather
than the actual class, namely, what
might be termed absentee ownership.

This is perhaps best exemplified by
the remark of one leading Saint John
business man, who said: “When they
need a new hospital in Montreal or
Toronto, business leaders go out and |
raise half a million dollars with com- |
paratively little effort. When we here,
in the Maritimes, put on a charity
drive, we go to all the business firms,
many of whom say to us, ‘We are sorry,
but our head office is in Montreal or
Toronto, and you must apply there for
donations” . Consequently,” said this
business man, “if my wife falls ill, I
must send her to Upper Canada to one
of the hospitals there to obtain the
best treatment.” This, of course, is
but a minor grievance; nevertheless it
simply adds fuel to the fire.

Then, many of the industries of
these provinces are languishing, through
one cause or another.

ed express business during the
last year, H. R. Hauch, superin-

The upward movement began in the
latter half of 1925, and has continued
since that time, every month with the
exception of October last, recording
better business.

OCTOBER DECREASE.

The *decrease in October is account-
ed for largely, Mr. Hauch said, by the
falling off in fox shipments which are
later this season than they were last.
Movements of lobsters from New
Brunswick has been somewhat heavier,
but a marked decrease was shown in
the exports of small fruits, principally
strawberries, owing to unfavorable
weather during the growing season.

HAVE SAFETY ACT

Irish Government Determined to

DUBLIN, Nov. 22.— The govern-
ment’s proclamation under the public
safety act that a state of national
emergency exists is indicative of its
determination to put down all dis-
turbers of the peace, particularly those
persons who last week carried out
raids on civic barracks at various
places.

It was these raids that led to the
quick passage of the public safety act,
under the terms of which persons may
be arrested and detained without trial
on suspicion of complicity of attempts
to overthrow the government, or hav-
ing arms or explosives in their posses-
sion or falsely assuming military or
police rank.

Request for Premier’s Resigna-

SYDNEY, Australia, Nov. 22—Ex-
citing scenes occurred in the Legisla-
tive Assembly of New South Wales
this morning when ‘Premier Lang’s
Labor -government  was beaten by one
vote, following' last ~week’s election.
Ex-Minister Louhglin and two others
voted with the Opposition, the vote
being faken on a minor motion, but
the great defeat is critical and a cen-
sure motion by the Opposition is a
foregone conclusion. Dramatic week-
end negotiations were made to bring
in the insurgents in line but they were
unsuccessful, and when the vote was
taken epithets were hurled at the in-
surgents while the members of the
Opposition cheered wildly. It is now
forecasted that the parliament will be
dissolved and a premature election
will be held early in the new year. It
is believed Premier Lang could have
healed the breach by resigning the
leadership of the Laborites but he told
the insurgents in strong language to
go to a warmer climate.

CHANGE KING'S TITLE.

Apropos of the change in the King’s
title, the Guardian, while admitting
that it is largely a matter qof form,
says what is not a matter of form is
the new arrangement in the position
and functions of the representatives of
the crown in the dominions.

“The precise constitutional position
of the representatives of the crown
have never yet been clearly defined,”
the Guardian continues, “and they each
have the combined functions of a con-
stitutional representative of the crown
and an agent for the practical purposes
of the home government, hence there
is much confusion concerning their ac-
tual powers, of which an unfortunate
example was recently seen in Canada.
This is now to cease, and a dominion
governor will henceforth stand precise-
ly in the same relation to his govern-
ment as the sovereign to the British
government, while the official relations
between the home and dominion gov-

ROME, Nov. 22—Pope Pius, in an

encyclical, condemns the “blood
tyranny” suffered by the clergy
and faithful in Mexico, exhorts
those in other lands to continue
prayers in behalf of the Mexicans,
and expresses faith in the final
victory of the church.

The description of conditions in
Mexico, the encyclical says, recalls
the atrocities of the worst periods
of persecution, including the
French Revolution, whose martyrs
the Pontiff recently glorified,
“thnking also of their imitators,
the martyrs of Mexican persecu-
tion.”

In contrast to the gloomy piuc-
ture of the horrors of the perse-
cution, the Pope describes the
splendid spectacle of resistance of-

fered by Bishops, priests and lay-

men, especially the members of the
principal  Catholic  associations,
which he praises by name,

He mentions principal heroes in
the fight for religious I{berty, re-
calling “with especial love and
pride” those youths who, being
asked to cheer for their persecutor,
preferred death, which they met
with rosaries in their hands, exalt-
ing Christ as King.

He also recounts the even more
‘horrible fate of Christian virgins,
who, the encyclical says,, have
with “Satanic hate” been ilnpris-
oned and subjected to the wost ill-
treatment,

The Pope then recalls the divine
promise of future victory and the
immortality of the church, even
amid the most terrible storms, and
expresses the hope that the per-
secutors themselves may repent,

realizing how much their country
and they themselves owe to the
church and the Catholic religion.

MEXIOO CITY, Nov. 21—Con-

demnation of the Mexican
authorities by Pope Pius in an en-
cyclical published at Rome yes-
terday is declared by Mexican
officials to be based wupon false
premises; they deny that there has
been any torture of Catholics in
Mexico.

These reports, which are being
disseminated through the world
the officials think are of a political
character, in attempting to show
that Catholics are being persecuted
in Mexico. Catholics, like the
adherents of all other religions, it is
declared, are being merely required
to obey the Mexican constitution
and laws.
