comment in the press, has been made the
subject of enquiry by the director-of
public information here.

In reply to a cable, the overseas au-
thorities point out that the article was
not intended to indicate that bodies of
Canadian soldiers buried
would remain there permanently,
simply - to illustrate the care taken by
the army of Canadian dead in the en-
emy territory.

It has been announced recently that
the bodies of Canadians who laid down
their lives in the service of their coun-
try on the western front will be reverent-
ly collected and buried together
cemeteries especially set aside
French and Belgian governments. Com-
rades in life, the cnnouncement stated,
these heroic Canadians should be com-
rades in death and should lie side by side
facing the line they died to hold. It is
probable that the bodies of those who
died in Germany either during the per-
iod of occupation or as prisoners of war
will be collected and laid beside their
comrades who fell' behind the western
