ARE KILLED

The Water

Fearful Tragedy of The Air Near Atlan-
tic City — Men Imprisoned in Car,
. Headless Body of One Plunges Into

Atlantic City, July 2—While 3,000 spec-
tators stood too startled to utter a sound,
the big dirigible balloon Akron was shat-
tered by the explosion of the gas bag and
blown to atomse at half past seven o’clock
this morning, a half mile off shore, over
Absecon Inlet.

Melvin Vaniman, who had built the air-

lantic ocean; Calvin Vaniman, his younger
brother; Fred Almos, Walter Guest and
George Brilliant, his crew, were instantly
killed. : 1

The dirigible was sailing at a height of
1,000 feet, and had been in the air eince
a quarter after six o’clock, when the ac-
cident occurred. She was a quarter of a
mile south of Brigantine Beach, which is
across the inlet from this city. The huge
thousands of cubic feet
of gas, was rent by the terrific force of
the explosion, probably caused by.expan-
sion from the sun’s rays. It burst near
the middle. /

A mass of flames hid the ship from view
For a space of possibly ten seconds, the
half million dollar dirigible was invisible,
‘while the air about the spot where she
had been hovering, seemed to be all
flames. The fire disappeared and then
the ship, outlined against the sunrise, was
seen to fall like a plummet.

The longest flight the balloon made was
lagt fall, when it spent the greater part
of the day in the air in the vicinity of this
city.
