The official gazette of June 10 contained 
telegrams from Dr. Kitasato with refer­
ence to the condition of Drs. Aoyama and 
Ishigami. From these it appears that on 
the morning of the 8th the state of Dr. 
Aoyama gave rise to some anxiety, as 
certain complications had arisen in. Ms 
case. On the following morning, how­
ever, he was better. Dr. Kdnoshita was 
to leave tor home on the 10th. Dr. Kit­
asato telegraphs to the home department 
that Dr. Aoyama was a little better.” 
Dr. Yerzin, who was sent by the French 
government to investigate ithe disease, 
has succeeded in cultivating the bacilli 
and has sent a consignment to Paris.

A Yokohama paper of July 16 has the 
following: “Telegraphic advices of an
imperial decree which will cause con­
sternation throughout -the length and 
breadth of the empire reaches here, said 
the China Gazette, from Pekin on the 
morning of June 0th. It is to the follow­
ing effect: A short time back the Vice­
roy Li Han-chaag recommended to the 
thitone one Luh Weichu for the rank and 
office of Taotai, to be employed in Can­
ton. At the same time L’iu Kun-yi, the 
viceroy at Nanking, sent np the names of 
LI Gbing-chn, an expectant Taotai in 
this -province, end a son of the viceroy 
Li Hung-chang, for a similar post. The 
decree received to-day announces that the 
Emperor has had the two candidates be­
fore him tor audience and found that Li 
Cbing-chu was Intensely ignorant, and 
knew nothing whatever about foreign af­
fairs or the duties he would he employed 
hi if Ms nomination bad been approved. 
But as he is a son of a grandee of the 
empire, the Emperor, instead Of follow­
ing the usual course with ignorant, pre­
tentious aspirants to Mgh office, simply 
issues this decree and allows Li ,CMng- 
chu to go about his business. The other 
person whose name was sent up by the 
Oànton viceroy was also found utterly 
unfitted for the post of Taotai, and so 
whs also sent about his business, while 
thé- viceroy Li Han-chang is reminded 
that in recommending candidates for im­
portant offices, efl personal considerations 
are to he set aside, and no man whose ca­
pacities are not equal to the task should 
be recommended for important posts in 
the government service. So much for the 
two viceroys, hut what of the indirect 
thrust which1 the decree delivers at the 
great man. of the north* whose son has 
been thus igmogviniousfy rejected by the 
emperor?”

J. Maodbnald Oxley, the Canadian au- 
ahor, whose contributions to the various 
magazines have attracted a great deal of 
attention on both sides-of the Atlantic, is 
at the Driard, accompanied by his son.

The 
book should be particularly interesting 
to citizens of this province. Taking Vic­
toria as it was when the Songhees In­
diana held undisputed1 sway, as a starting 
point, the author details 'the adventures 
of two young men1 among the Indian 
tribes of the coast. The early officials 
of the Hudson’s Bay Company and the 
old steamer Beaver figure prominently in 
the story. The reputation of the author 
is a- guarantee that- the subject is well 
dealt with.

TMfl is Mr. Oxley’s first visit to the 
coast, and he expresses himself as be­
ing delighted with his trip. “The polid- 
ity of the cities of Winnipeg, Vancouver 
and Victoria is what surprised me most," 
said he to a Times representative. “I 
expected to find large cities, bub I did hot 
expect to see so much capital invested in 
them. Why the hotel we are in is not 
surpassed by any west of the Windsor at 
Montreal.”

•After spending a week in Victoria Mr. 
Oxley will start on bis return trip, spendr 
ing some time in the interior districts 
of the province. Although1 on a pleasure 
trip he is not altogether idle, it hieing his 
intention to make his trip the subject of 
his next book. It will detail 'the experi­
ences of two young men. tramping across 
the continent, the people and the country 
being depicted.

Mr. Oxley is manager of the English 
department of the Sun (Life Assurance 
company, Montreal, but most of his time 
is spent in journalism. He, was for 
some time official reporter in the Nova 
Scotia legislative assembly, succeeding 
Sir John Thompson, the present premier, 
in that position.

COLLIERY DISASTER.
ipt'' Bottom of a Cage Gives Way—The Oc­

cupants Fall Down the Shaft.

iWilkesbarre, Pa., July 26.—A most 
frightful accident occurred at West 
Pittston this morning that cast a gloom 
over town by the taking away of two 
prominent citizens in a horrible manner. 
4- number of otnciats connected witn 
the Lehigh Valley Coal company, who 
have been on a tour of inspection, ar­
rived at ten o’clock this morning at the 
Exeter mine, which is one of the com­
pany’s collieries, located' on the out­
skirts of West Pittston. The party com­
prised- Col. Addison G. Mason, division 
superintendent of the Lehigh Valley 
Coal company; William- Wilson, inside 
foreman at the colliery, both of West 
Pittston; Robert S. Mercer, assistant 
division engineer at Wilkesbarre; Joseph 
Burrell, an instructor of mathematics at 
Lehigh university, and Joseph Gales, a 
miner, acting as guide. After having 
inspected the workings they started for 
the surface, and1 'got upon the iron cage. 
The engineer was signalled to hoist, and 
when they were 50 or more feet from 
the bottom the cage guides in the shaft 

. gave way end the bottom fell out, which 
precipitated them all to the slope below. 
Gales, who is an old "miner, felt the 
timber slipping, and before it gave way 
he grabbed the side of the bunting and 
held on until he was rescued from his 
perilous position, uotonel -viason was 
instantly killed by the shock. The de­
ceased was 56 years of age and was one 
of the best known mine officials in the 
state.

During the late war, for his bravery 
at the battle of South Mountain and 
other engagements, he was selected by 
General Robert F, Meade as a mem­
ber of his staff, and at the time of his 
death was an honored member of the 
Loyal Legion. He leaves a wife, two 
daughters and one son.

Inside Foreman Wilson died this af­
ternoon. ‘He was 45 years of age. He 
leaves a wife and two children.

Robert S. Mercer is a single man. He 
was removed to the hospital, where he 
is suffering from a broken ankle, a scalp

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THE ROBBIE BURNS.

A Case of Great Interest to Mine Own­
ers—Alleged) Jumping.

The case of Granger v. Fotheringham, 
Askwith. MoMnrdo, Irving, films and 
McCabe has been in progress before Mr. 
Justice Crease in the supreme court at 
Vancouver all of Thursday. The action 
is brought, says the World, to recover 
possession of the Safety mineral claim, 
situated in 'McMurdo basin on the mid­
dle fork of the Spallumcheen river, in 
East Kootenay, ae located by the plain­
tiff, and to e; >rce the adverse claim of 
the plaintiff ae egainat the Robbie Burns 
and Robert E. Burns mineral claims.

It appears that the claim was located 
first as the Robbie Burns. The survey­
or was entrusted' with doing the neces­
sary advertising in tne Hidden paper 
and in the Gazette. Everything was 
thought to be correct and $20,000 was 
expended in developing the claim. When 
title papers were applied for it was 
found that the surveyor had put the ad­
vertisement properly enoifgh in the Gold­
en paper, but that he had failed to put 
it in the Gazette. On this account the 
title could not ,be issued. Mr. McCabe, 
a free miner, then went up and re-stak­
ed the claim under the existing act, tak­
ing greater area than the original Rotibi'e 
Burns. His interest in this he sold to 
the owners of Ihe latter. Then Mr. Gran­
ger, an employe in the gold commission­
er’s office, had the claim re-staked as the 
Safety, and set up his adverse claim 
against the other two.

The plaintiff sets up his case based 
on the above circumstances. He claims 
that the Robert E. Burns was virtually 
a re-staking of the Robbie Burns, but 
that the owners—or locators—did not in­
tend to go on with it unless the Robbie 
Burns was attacked. The Safety claim 
takes in all of the original Robbie Burns 
claim and part of the Robert E. Burns 
claim. The defence set up that they 
were in possession and also rely on the 
correctness of their claim to the Robert
