The Little Girl Still Missing.

The wreck of the schooner Wave and

the drowning of four persons off Cape
Spencer, was yesterday fully chronicled
in Tae GAZETTE.

This afternoon the bodies were buried,
only a short distance from the spot
where they lay between the rocks.
Arrangements have been made with
Hugh McNeil, who lives along the shore
near Cape Spencer, to watch the rocks at
each tide for the body of the little girl
who was drowned with the others of the
ill-fated schooners.

Some Recent Judgements.

Reference was made in the columns
of Tne GazerTE, a few days ago, to the
judgment of the House of Lords, de-
livered on the 5th inst., in the celebrat-
ed case of the Rey. James Bell Cox vs.
Hakes and Lord Penzance. It was then
pointed out that their Lordships decid-
ed an order of a judge discharging a
prisoner from custody on habeas corpus
was final and nonappealable—a point
decided by our Supreme Court in exparte
Byrnein February 1883. The reasoning
and rules of construction of statutes
given by the House of Lords are also in
accord with the judgments of our court
in the St. John liquor cases. The Lord
Chancellor also gives precisely the same
reasons for refusing an appeal in habeas
corpus as were given by Judge Palmer
in the Byrne and Ellis cases.

It might also be mentioned as a com-
pliment to our court that in August 1889
in Queen vs Ellis, Judge Palmer decided
an article in a newspaper libelling a
judge in his official capacity was crimin-
al and therefore not the subject of an ap-
peal and pointed out the distinction be-
tween civil and criminal contempts.

In February, 1890, the same point
came up for decision for the first time in
the English court of appeal, in the case
of O’Shea vs. O’Shea and Parnell, and it
was thus unanimously held that a news-
paper article improperly commenting on
ponding litigation was an act calculated
to prevent the course of justice, and was
clearly a contempt of court of a criminal
nature and therefore nonappealable.

In view of the above decisions and
recent expressions of the judges of the
supreme court of Canada as to the in-
dustry and ability shown in the judg-
ments in the appeals coming from this
province, the recent criticisms and un-
favorable comparisons of the present
judiciary of the province with the past,
bardly seems fair or borne out by facts.

Sir Leonard Tilley Was Present.

The annual dinner of the officers of
the N.B.G, G. A. was held at the Duf-
ferin last evening. Sir Leonard Tilley
was among the guests,and in reply to the
toast, The Lieutenant Governor, he
briefly reviewed the military history
of the country. His Honor went back
half a century when he himself was a
private in the volunteer service. He
contrasted the militia of that day in
Canada and the militia  of
the present, and drew attention to
its increased efficiency. He had served
for some time and had taken partin

days of his military experience very lit-
tle public money was expended for mili-
tary purposes. The volunteers some-
times received allowances in full, some-
times in parts, sometimes not at
all. They provided their own
drill shed, paid their own drill ser-
geant when they had one, and generally
looked out for themselves. There was a
great deal of amazement whe as provin-
cial secretary of then province he first
proposed a vote Tor an appropriation for
militia, but whatever objection had for-
merly been raised to the grant there was
none now.

A GOOD INVESTMENT.

The Improvements on the School Lot
in L to be for
$35,400.

The lease of the school lot in Lancas-
ter, which was rented to Dennis Morris
about 21 years ago by the city will soon
expire. By its terms the rent the city re-
ceived amounted to only $20 per year,and
when the time of the lease had expired
the city must renew the lease or pay for
improvements. It has been decided that
the city shall pay for the improvements,
which consist of a large number of
houses and buildings on the Manawag-
onish or main road through Fairville, on
the Spurr Cove road and on the road
to the Indiantown ferry, the whole
of which will cost the city $35,400. All
these properties pay rent and in the
future this will come to the city. Be-
sides it is thought that the owners of
most of them_will buy their buildings
back from the city. The school lot is
now a very valuable piece of property
in a growing section of the city. It
fronts 425 feet on the main road through
Fairville and extends back to Mosquito
Cove a distance of 5,400 feet or over a
mile. The $20 rent which the city has
been getting out of it yearly had to be
paid to the school trustees.
